It took Lu Shixian only twenty minutes to complete this biology test with a total score of one hundred points.

Finally, when there were only thirty minutes left in the exam, unable to bear it any longer, he handed in his paper with a stern face and left the examination room.

Four thirty in the afternoon. The history exam is coming as scheduled.

Lu Shixian smiled and wrote directly on the draft paper: Obtained from the Lobachevsky's theorem, simplified to 2/3.

Lu Shixian fills in the answer and starts the next question.

Finally reached the proof of the answer.

At this point, Lu Shixian's expression finally began to turn serious after reading the title.
Chapter 52 Me! Lu Shixian! Still going strong

The first question is an algebraic problem. Let an be a sum of polynomials. Prove: When a positive integer n ≥ 2, a(n+1) < an.

When Lu Shixian first saw this question, he was a bit clueless, so he immediately became stuck.

After all, pure algebra problems are very challenging for one's logical and analytical thinking ability.

Can't even solve the first proof question? This is already the simplest one.

Lu Shixian suddenly became tense. If he couldn't even solve the first question, it would definitely be a huge blow to his ability to answer the subsequent questions.

He took a deep breath and slowly forced himself to calm down.

The more nervous you are, the less you should hurry.

Lu Shixian once again reviewed the problem and suddenly realized that he had fallen into a misconception. He questioned the necessity of substituting and comparing separately when proving the relative size of this type of problem.

He just needs to change his way of thinking.

Comparing the size of a and b can also be expressed as comparing the difference or ratio of a and b.

If the result of a-b is greater than zero, or if the result of a/b is greater than 1, it can be concluded that a is greater than b.

With this in mind, Lu Shixian's eyes became brighter and brighter.

He quickly calculates on the draft paper and for equation an, the distributive property of multiplication can be used to separate n+1.

Derive the simplified expression of an-a(n+1) for any positive integer n≥2.

Prove that the simplified expression is greater than zero.

Therefore, a (n + 1) < an.

This question needs to be proven.

Having solved this question, Lu Shixian breathed a sigh of relief and started to look at the next question.

The second question is a problem in plane analytic geometry.

What is the locus of the intersection points of the two tangent lines on the graph of a checkmark function and a straight line?

I have to say, if your logical thinking ability is not strong enough, just looking at the title is enough to make you dizzy.

Speaking of which, this type of question is actually a strong suit of Lu Shixian. His greatest strength in mathematics is to transform graphics into algebra.

Just seeking the coordinates of the intersection point.

Based on the given conditions, we can form a system of equations. From the context, we know that the equation has two distinct real roots x1 and x2 in the range (0, +∞), so k≠1, and Δ(1) = 1+4(k-1) > 0. The sum of the two real roots (2) and the product (3) are both greater than zero.

This allows us to obtain the range of values for the slope k of the straight line, and finally differentiate the check mark function.

Simplify to get the equations of the lines l1 and l2 (4) and (5).

The expression for the function of xp obtained from equation (4) - equation (5) is equation (6).

Substituting equations (2) and (3) into equation (6) yields xp=2.

Equation (4) + Equation (5) yields the function expression of yp in Equation (7).

Substituting the combination of (2) and (3) into equation (7) gives 2yp=(3?2k)xp+2. Given that xp=2, we get yp=4?2k.

Based on the range of the slope k, 2 < yₚ < 2.5.

The trajectory of point P is between the points (2, 2) and (2, 2.5) (excluding the endpoints).

Lushixian finished writing this question, leaving only 40 minutes for the exam.

The second major question was not difficult, the train of thought was simple, but the calculation process was complex and time-consuming. It took him several tens of minutes just to solve this one question.

The function f(x) satisfies f(x+2π) = f(x) for all real numbers x.

Request for proof: There exist 4 functions f_i(x) (i=1, 2, 3, 4) such that:

For i=1,2,3,4, fi(x) is an even function, and for any real number x, fi(x+π)=fi(x);

For any real number x, we have f(x) = f1(x) + f2(x)cosx + f3(x)sinx + f4(x)sin2x.

The question seems very concise, but Lu Shixian knows that the final solution process is several times the size of the question, and maybe even more.

Time is running out, Lu Shixian decides to solve the first question first.

Lu Shixian understands it just by using his butt, anything related to the mathematical constant π is basically related to periodic functions.

He directly turned the enemy's f(x) two major generals g(x) and h(x) and g(x) is an even function, h(x) is an odd function; for any x∈R, g(x+2π)=g(x), h(x+2π)=h(x).

Then substitute into the four functions fi(x), i=1, 2, 3, 4. Obtain the expressions of the four functions f1(x), f2(x), f3(x), f4(x).

Thus, fi(x), i=1, 2, 3, 4 are even functions, and for any x∈R, fi(x+π)=fi(x).

This is simple, just substitute and verify with a very limited number of attempts, without much thinking.

Lu Shixian feels that as long as the number is below 10, he can accept it. It's just a matter of spending a little more on pen refills.

After all, it's better than not knowing where to start after looking at the title for a long time.

However, it seems that this question still allows some leeway for the contestants, as Lu Shixian found that there is a strong connection between the second question and the first question.

Substitute the algebraic expression obtained from the first question into f(x)=f1(x)+f2(x)cosx+f3(x)sinx+f4(x)sin2x.

Next, let's discuss the specific cases and then we'll be done.

Because of the range of x, there are six situations for f1(x), f2(x), f3(x), and f4(x).

Two of them are no longer in need of discussion and have already been addressed with practical measures.

There are still four situations that are resistant, so Lu Shixian can only resort to using a hypothetical threat.

Finally, they were forced to confess, thus proving that all six scenarios were completely true.

In conclusion, the equation is proven to be valid!

This is the venue for the 2007 Provincial High School Mathematics Competition.

The level of the league has been raised by one level, jointly organized by the Provincial Mathematical Association and the Provincial Department of Education.

All qualified participants need to take part in a trial.

The final scores of the first round determine whether the candidate falls into the third-tier, second-tier, first-tier, or provincial team category.

Participants who have passed the provincial team's selection process will have to compete with their peers who have obtained qualifications through other channels for the final spot on the provincial team.

I won't go into details about what happened later, because Lu Shixian's goal was just to win rewards.

What's the second test? Does it have anything to do with the CMO? He's just an emotionally detached math geek.

If you can use level two, don't use level three; If you can use level one, don't use level two.

Although it is difficult to save money, it doesn't mean that there is no chance at all.

After all, the scope of the mathematics competition is claimed to be elementary and intermediate mathematics, but of course, this is only a claim.

Very soon, the exam at eight o'clock in the morning is about to begin.

Next, it's time for the proof and answer questions.
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The first question is to prove the inequality under the given range of x.

Lu Shixian directly transformed the inequality using the theorem of the arithmetic-geometric mean into an expression under the same square root.

Finally, the expression is monotonically increasing within the range of x values.

Hence, the inequality holds.

It's okay, Lu Shixian steadied his mind and started to look at the next question.

This problem involves the content of analytic geometry. In the Cartesian coordinate system, three coordinate points are given. The distance from point p to one of the line segments is equal to the geometric mean of the distances to the other two line segments. Find the equation of the locus of p.

The third question, in an obtuse-angled triangle, there exists a circumscribed circle. Prove that three line segments are the three altitudes of the triangle if and only if a certain condition is met.

Lu Shixian quickly came up with an idea and soon calculated the proof answers for the last two questions on a draft paper.

Can't be, right? Could it be that I read it wrong? It shouldn't be this simple, right?

But he couldn't see what was wrong with his own thinking. Is this what the joint examination is about?

After much deliberation, he eventually copied the process from the draft paper onto the test paper.

Lu Shixian couldn't help but look around at the contestants who were still busy answering the questions, none of them had finished early.

Is this question testing the matching game?
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Just looking at the options, he felt a bit overwhelmed.

Accustomed to the fast-paced mode, he found the first question of this tournament a bit unfamiliar.

At this time, the benefits of rich experience and solid foundation have become apparent.

When the question is long, you need to find key information and simplify it by ignoring the unnecessary content in the question.

So, what is the key information of this question?

Lu Shixian quickly circled the four words "gene expression" on the test paper.

Lu Shixian quickly recalled relevant knowledge about gene expression in his mind.

Gene expression process: Gene transcription produces mRNA → mRNA is translated to form proteins → Proteins participate in metabolism.

So the order of omics goes: genomics → transcriptomics → proteomics → metabolomics.

Although Lu Shixian knew in his heart, for this question, if someone does not know what genomics is, it does not affect the answer to this question being B.

The duration of each section of the exam is 90 minutes.

The next two questions, Question 4 and Question 5, are both experiment design questions.

One is measuring the size of pollen using a micrometer while the other is verifying the signal transduction in the above and below ground parts of plants.

These are all very common experimental contents, but the difficulty of biology competition experimental questions has never been in the experimental content, but in the process.

You must adhere to the main principles of experimental design in every step.

The general principles are reference principle, randomness principle, parallel repetition principle, and single-factor variable principle.

And it must be carried out according to the specified steps of the experimental method.

Even if you do not explicitly state which step it is, the examiner must be able to determine the step it belongs to through the sections you have designed.

Its data is accessed and referenced by millions of researchers worldwide. Currently, GenBank continues to grow at an exponential rate, doubling approximately every 18 months."

"embl (European Molecular Biology Laboratory) is a molecular biology research institution. As early as January 1998, the number of sequences recorded in embl has exceeded one million, including 15,500 species, with over 50% of the sequences belonging to model organisms."

The DDBJ (Takara Kingdom DNA Database) is a nucleotide sequence database that collects DNA sequences, located at the National Institute of Genetics (NIG) in Shizuoka Prefecture. It is also a member of the International Nucleotide Sequence Database Collaboration (INSDC).

At this point, Lu Zhiyuan's tone suddenly became low.

The horizontal coordinate of the coordinate system is time, and the vertical coordinate is the volume of oxygen absorption in respiration.

Isn't this the content for the college entrance examination?

But when Lu Xian looked at the options, he understood.

It didn't ask at all what the lowest point, highest point, or intersection point is in terms of time.

But it's all messy content inside.

First, set a threshold, and then ask you to determine the special state of the plants based on this specific time point.

The content in the options is not limited to plants, which means that this question appears to be about plants, but it could actually cover anything.

This is outrageous!

In addition to the content of the amount of diphosphoglycerate in option A, which is considered as part of photosynthesis in the chloroplast, the other questions covered topics related to cell biology, biochemistry, and other areas.

The first question is already this difficult, so you can imagine what the following questions will be like.

Looking at the second question, which of the following describes an error in aba?

Huh?

Test the mastery of the plant hormone abscisic acid?

This question should be straightforward, right?

a. Usually produced in unfavorable environments, it inhibits cellular aging.

There doesn't seem to be any problem with this, it looks quite similar to the definition.

Lu Shixian looked at option B, and Aba is a necessary controlling factor for the synthesis of storage proteins.

It's nothing, according to his understanding, abscisic acid plays an important role in maintaining seed embryo dormancy, promoting dormancy and inhibiting germination.

Controlling the factors is not a big problem.

He made a significant breakthrough in Option C quickly.

Option C states that the biosynthesis of ABA occurs in the chloroplast.

To be honest, he can spot this kind of mistake at a glance. If the chloroplast takes sole control, other organelles will go after it.

The test paper does not indicate the scores and multiple choices.

Is there a possibility that all questions have multiple choice options?

The biosynthetic pathways of ABA mainly include isopentenyl pyrophosphate, farnesyl pyrophosphate, carotenoids, xanthoxin, abscisic aldehyde, and abscisic acid.

Now looking back, it seems that this description has some issues.

The methods listed are only indirect ones, while the direct method is very simple, which is isoprene diphosphoric acid, phenyl diphosphoric acid, and levulinic acid.

The plane has landed, and they have arrived in a foreign land.

Beta-glucuronidase is a type of hydrolase that can hydrolyze bilirubin diglucuronide to form glucuronic acid and unconjugated bilirubin. It is widely present in various tissues in the body, with the liver, bile, and pancreas being the most common organs where it is found.

Wherever there is E. coli, that's where they are.

In foreign countries, as early as in the 1980s, the β-glucuronidase content determination method has been used as a basis for determining the presence of Escherichia coli.

[1 centrifuge tube, loaded with substrate buffer (SB).]

1 small centrifuge tube, loaded with substrate x-gluc(s).

The main methods for determining enzyme activity are the termination reaction method and the continuous reaction method.

Chapter 159: We cannot let him go astray.

Many people think that the Biology department of Yanshan University offers many specializations.

But in fact, it is exactly the opposite, the School of Life Sciences has one of the fewest majors in the whole university.

During the undergraduate stage, only majors in biological science and biotechnology are offered.

In the postgraduate stage, it will be further divided into 8 directions, including botany, zoology, physiology, cell biology, biochemistry and molecular biology, biophysics, bioinformatics, and biotechnology.

It seems that the scenario he previously guessed is about to come true.

It seems like I really need to go study botany in biology.

But for now, it's better to first consider whether to choose biological science or biological technology, don't aim too high.

Don't underestimate the big difference between just two words.

In some universities, the courses of two majors are basically the same, but the former tends to focus on theoretical biology, while the latter tends to focus on practical applications.

So sometimes there is a ridiculous situation where in these schools, biological science is still considered a natural science, but biotechnology becomes an engineering discipline.

This matter has also sparked quite a bit of criticism.

What is this thing?

I have been studying natural sciences all along, but in the end, I received a bachelor's degree in engineering instead of a bachelor's degree in science???

But at Yan University, the courses of the two majors are clearly divided.

The main courses of biological science include animal biology, plant biology, microbiology, biochemistry, cell biology, genetics, developmental biology, neurobiology, molecular biology, and ecology.

These are all fairly traditional biological system majors, with a long history.

But the academic program of biotechnology is somewhat different. Its courses are quite unique: inorganic chemistry, organic chemistry, analytical chemistry, biochemistry, pharmacology, drug analysis, immunology, biochemical separation techniques, genetic engineering, cell engineering, enzyme engineering, fermentation engineering, etc.

It is both chemistry and pharmacy related, you would never know it's a biology department just by looking at the course.

But in fact, this is also a trend in recent years. With the increasing integration of multiple disciplines and biology, more related emerging courses will be derived.

Quantitative biology intersects with mathematics; bioinformatics intersects with computer science; synthetic biology intersects with engineering; plant biology intersects with agriculture; chemical biology intersects with chemistry; structural biology intersects with physics; biomedical science intersects with medicine; neurobiology intersects with psychology.

So it's strange, it seems like organisms can interbreed with others anywhere, but when it comes to themselves, they can't.

However, this is still not the most crucial issue.

"Why is biology known as a 'black hole'?"

Lu Shixian has come up with several reasons for the conclusion.

The top priority is the issue of employment, perhaps you have not experienced the feeling of being unemployed immediately after graduation.

But many biology students have experienced it.

The biology department is one of the two departments that the Ministry of Education has consistently labeled as "red-flagged" throughout the year.

The employment prospects are very narrow, either studying abroad for a Ph.D. or staying in school for a Ph.D.

Of course, if you only want a graduation certificate and have no intention of pursuing a related job in the future.

Then there is no problem of unemployment or being laid off. You can go wherever you want and there will always be a company that wants you.

The second one, once trapped in biology, it is basically a lifetime thing.

Well, to put it this way, if you have only completed your bachelor's or master's degree, it is unlikely that you can specialize in scientific research. However, it is possible for you to work in a research institute or development department in a more general role.

If you want to engage in scientific research, then becoming a postdoctoral fellow is the first step.

According to the minimum of four years for a bachelor's degree, six years for a doctoral degree, and three to four years for a postdoctoral fellowship, this adds up to at least thirteen years.

It means that it may take you over a decade to just step into the threshold of scientific research, and the period of achieving success may be even longer than that in medicine.

The third issue may be about graduation.

If your abilities are not exceptional among the many biology students, getting a PhD may indeed be a big problem, and postponing graduation is almost a certainty.

Of course, given the increasing difficulty of obtaining a PhD, you may not even have the worry of extending your studies.

Because you simply cannot pass the exam.

The fourth issue may be the problem of income. For most people, their income during the above periods is very meager.

Of course, let's not discuss this. We are all researchers here, talking about income would stir up emotions.

Those who persist to the end will surely succeed in the end.

After all, who doesn't rely on a passionate and genuine love for biology?

Whoever truly walks on this path, did anyone start with just a casual attitude?

Isn't the purpose of dating ultimately to get married?

"After all, love is just a momentary impulse, but marriage is a lifelong responsibility," said a simple-dressed, upright old professor on the podium with a devout tone.

Do you think this is a mandatory psychology counseling course?

No, no, no!

But in fact, this is just a freshman seminar at Yuanpei.

The remaining organisms are prokaryotes, which are further divided into the bacterial kingdom and archaeal kingdom."

"The system from two kingdoms to eight kingdoms represents the collective wisdom of all botanists, but regarding the boundaries, this is not the endpoint. Is there anyone who can provide further explanation?"

"Is this not over yet?"

"Could it be that there is another Ten Realms? But all I know is the existence of the Ten Tails."

"Can't it get any more detailed?"

According to this theory, they believed that in the early stages of biological evolution, all organisms originated from a common ancestor and evolved along three different evolutionary paths, eventually developing into three domains."

"This is what I just mentioned about the three domains. In fact, it refers to the two important branches in the evolution of prokaryotes. Therefore, prokaryotes are divided into two domains: Archaea and Bacteria, while eukaryotes are classified separately into one domain. Finally, the three-domain system, also known as the three-domain system, was proposed."

Compared to the Six Realms System, the Three Original Realms Six Realms System has incorporated the idea of endosymbiosis theory from the true nucleus origin. "In conclusion, I believe that this topic is worthy of research through molecular biology to observe it at the microscopic level."

"Secondly," from an economic value perspective, its roots, stems, leaves, and especially its fruits are rich in bioactive substances, able to synthesize amino acids that the human body itself doesn't produce.

Wang Jinye thought for a moment, "I have been doing botanical research at Yandai University. Since graduating with a doctoral degree in 2000, I responded to the national strategy of the western development and actively applied to come here. Now, it's been the ninth, no, the tenth year already."

According to the recent survey results of sea buckthorn resources in the province, the total area of sea buckthorn resources has reached nearly 2 million mu, including approximately 800,000 mu of natural forests and 1.2 million mu of artificial forests. The area available for fruit picking reaches 600,000 mu, with a yield of 20-40 kilograms per mu, and an annual total yield of nearly 20,000 tons.

"So our main task at the moment in the Plateau Sea Buckthorn Research Institute is the development of resource utilization. Currently, the deep processing of the Seabuckthorn is still in its initial stage and has not formed a large-scale production capacity. Therefore, the potential of seabuckthorn resources has not been fully exploited, which means the market demand cannot be met by the significant production capacity here. The utilization and management of resources are not compatible with the abundant raw materials."

With that said, Lu Shixian instantly understood that it was simply a case of abundant natural resources not being utilized, like having a mountain of gold but being unable to mine it, making it as useless as a roadside stone.

With this in mind, Lu Shixian suddenly froze, glanced at Qu Xi beside him, and said, "In that case, it seems that there is not much point in writing our thesis."

"Moreover, the artificially cultivated sea buckthorn is mostly used for fuel and charcoal, with extensive management practices and a severe imbalance in the ratio of male and female plants, resulting in low fruit yield per unit area. In addition, some sea buckthorn forests have high canopy coverage, making it difficult to enter for harvesting and unable to be effectively utilized. Although it may seem that we have abundant natural resources, in reality, less than 40% of the sea buckthorn resources are available for utilization."

"So, even if it's here, it would be very meaningful if there was an efficient method of manual planting."

Upon hearing this, it was like a sudden turn for the better, and Lu Shixian and Qu Xi's confidence became even more steadfast.

In order to save time and avoid the Spring Festival travel rush, several people plan to start the first stage of the experiment in the field this afternoon.

After listening, Wang Jinye shook his head and said, "It may be convenient to transplant wild seedlings, but the yield cannot be guaranteed. In the end, we still need to take the path of high-quality selection and breeding. Other regions are already ahead of us."

Li Huan didn't find it strange either. A few people followed him to the edge of the experimental field.

Sure enough, there are many large patches of sea buckthorn forests growing here.

It's winter now, and sea buckthorn is usually harvested and put on the market in September and October, so now it's all bare.

"High mountain cold desert soil and cold winter soil."

Chapter 189 Your Data is Not Rigorous

After waiting for a while, Lu Shixian continued to delve into the core content of his main text.

"Just as the title of my thesis suggests, based on the background I have already mentioned, my teammates and I have jointly discovered a new and efficient method for the artificial cultivation of seabuckthorn."

"There are currently three common methods of artificial seabuckthorn cultivation: first is nursery planting; second is seedling planting; third is cutting planting."

"These three methods each have their own advantages and disadvantages, but compared to planting by cuttings, the new seedlings reproduced from seeds have the advantages of strong adaptability, strong growth ability, and fast growth rate."

"First, I will explain the core principle of this paper, which is the crucial step in seed treatment. Since sea buckthorn seeds are small, it is very important to maintain the soil's water retention capacity before sowing. We need to soak the seeds in 35 to 55°C warm water for 6 to 8 hours before sowing, allowing the seeds to fully absorb water and expand."

The suitable temperature for germination is between 22 and 25 degrees Celsius. Place the seeds in a moist environment, and if there are cracks between 30% and 40%, they can be sown. The best time for sowing is when the accumulated temperature at a depth of 5 cm in the soil reaches 14 to 16 degrees Celsius.

"The sowing depth is generally between 1.0 to 1.5cm, and it is preferable to have a cover of 2.5 to 3.0cm of protective soil. The row spacing should be maintained at around 20cm for direct seeding..."

What kind of relationship do wild plants have with humans?

Why should we protect it?

That's related to the five words.

Biodiversity.

From an early age, it can be said that human clothing, food, housing, transportation, and material cultural life are closely related to the maintenance of biodiversity.

Broadly speaking, biodiversity can regulate atmospheric composition, Earth's surface temperature, surface sediment redox potential, and pH levels.

It is not an exaggeration to say that a single gene can influence the rise and fall of a country, a species can determine the economic lifeline of a country, and a superior ecosystem can improve the environment of a region.

In summary, in a word, it is the foundation on which our human society can rely on for survival and development.

Biologists have previously predicted that if a crucial plant species were to go extinct without leaving behind any genetic information, there is a possibility that humans could also face extinction.

So it is necessary to protect it, but a key point is that while protecting wild plants, there is a great possibility of damaging the interests of farmers.

How to balance the protection of wild plants and the development of agriculture is a key focus of plant protection work.

Lushi Xian is also very interested in this.

However, when he wanted to sign up, he was informed that the spots were already full.

Looking at Lu Shixian in front of her, Su Qingqing asked cheerfully, "Junior brother, do you also want to participate?"

"How about I go and ask the organizers for another spot to bring over for you?"
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Lu Shixian has always been someone who does not like to trouble others, especially those who are not familiar.

Because this means that what you have now, will need to be repaid double in the future.

In the second semester of freshman year, the botany course has become more advanced. Some of the knowledge points that Gu Hongya lectures on are already at the forefront, and even he doesn't have much understanding of them.

At 4:20 pm, the second class of the afternoon officially begins.

"Today, let's review the relevant content of systematics and evolutionary botany that we discussed last time," said Gu Hongya as she passed by the platform.

"According to past practice, I will present several theoretical applications with practical examples. In the past, there have been two significant research projects related to our country. One is the molecular biogeography study of the alpine plant Pedicularis striata, and the other is the classification and phylogenetic relationship of the genus Elymus within closely related families."

Upon hearing the name of the striped narrow-lobed gentian, Lu naturally thought of the days spent on the Qinghai-Tibet Plateau.

It is a rare plant that is mainly distributed in the northeast region of the Qinghai-Tibet Plateau and its adjacent high mountain areas.

It is an annual or sparsely perennial herb.

Because of this feature, studying it using phylogeography might help to explain how plant communities in the Qinghai-Tibet Plateau have changed since the Quaternary Ice Age.

Sure enough, Gu Hongya provided a more detailed explanation of it.

Professor Chen from the Key Laboratory of Plateau Bioperiod Adaptation and Evolution at the Chinese Academy of Sciences revealed the geographical distribution pattern, population genetic structure, and refuge during the glacial period and subsequent migration routes of the Primula nutans cpDNA non-coding sequence trnh (gug) - psba gene in 155 individuals from 13 populations within its geographical range through research.

"This research finding directly fills the gap in the study of molecular phylogeography in the Qinghai-Tibet Plateau region."

This one is finished, but in fact, Lu Shixian understands that the main point she wants to convey is actually the second one.

When it comes to Miscanthus, one cannot fail to mention another legendary female botanist.

In 1978, she happened to come across this peculiar plant specimen while examining specimens.

Generally speaking, who would care about these things that have nothing to do with work. However, she has been studying it for more than 30 years, and finally achieved great success through it.

Since Carolus Linnaeus established classical botanical taxonomy in 1753, there has never been a Chinese person who has established a new plant family. All of the naming and classification has been done by foreigners, and our only qualification is to translate and adopt them.

With the passage of time, it has become increasingly difficult to discover new plant families in modern times.

"But the Montieae family established by her research became the first new family established by Chinese people and is currently the only new family named by Chinese people." Gu Hongya's voice is filled with pride, indicating her admiration for this botanist.

"The discovery of the family Mangbai grass directly raised the level of plant classification in our country from the level of subspecies and species to the family, filling a gap of more than a hundred years without Chinese botanists establishing a new family in the world, and making the voice of China heard in international plant taxonomy research."

However, as today's class is on systematic and evolutionary botany, Gu Hongya only briefly mentioned this content.

The sedge family is unique to the Hengduan Mountains, which is a transitional zone between the Laurasia continent, the Gondwana continent, and the Tethys Sea.

"After molecular phylogenetic studies, it has been proven that it has a phylogenetic relationship with the family of jade vine originating from the Southern Hemisphere and the Arabian Peninsula."

Gu Hongya paused and began to ask, "Does anyone know the significance behind this research achievement?"

However, after talking for a long time, there was no response at all.

She scanned the situation in the classroom and couldn't help but let out a sigh.

Very few students from both classes can keep up with her thoughts. She has already expressed the essence of the matter, leaving only a thin layer of window paper left to be pierced.

But this can also be understood, as these are significant research achievements made by our country in relevant fields within the past two years, which have had a major impact internationally and are at the forefront of the international level.

This is a cutting-edge research direction in the field of botany, and it is normal for students who are currently in their second semester of their first year of study to not be able to understand it.

At this time, Guo Yuxin, the newly emerging top student of Class 2 in the Department of Biological Sciences, stood up.

The discovery of the sedge family provides important information for the evolution and distribution of the East Asian plant community. At the same time, according to what you said about its close relationship with the family Ruscaceae, it fully illustrates the connection of plant geographical distribution between East Asia, North America, and Europe, which may be related to crustal movement and plate tectonics.

Gu Hongya smiled and nodded, "Guo Yuxin, the new student, has very agile thinking. Not only did he think of the East Asian region, but also elevated the discussion to the issue of the origin of plant distribution between several continents, and finally proposed that it is caused by the movement of the Earth's crust and changes in plate tectonics."

"Not bad. In class, I hope everyone can speak up and express their thoughts. Even if it's wrong, it's still meaningful, as it can help broaden our thinking, deepen our impressions, and enhance our understanding."

"Does anyone else have a different opinion on Guo Yuxin's views?" Gu Hongya showed an encouraging look.

Dean Jiang Weinan of the College of Life Sciences at Yanjing University delivered the opening speech, welcoming experts and scholars from related fields to Yanjing University. He then introduced some of the achievements made by Yanjing University in this area.

Next, the president of the Wild Plant Protection Association of China, Peng Changyun, will deliver the keynote address at the conference. We need to protect plants as we protect our eyes.

China has over 35,000 species of higher plants, accounting for approximately 10% of the world's total, making it the third most abundant country in the world. Additionally, China has the richest variety of garden and floral plants in the world, with over 7,500 species.

Taxodium and Ginkgo are among the "living fossils" that still exist in China, and they are considered some of the oldest plants in the world. China accounts for as much as 62% of their population.

China is still one of the world's four major centers of domesticated plants, with over 1,000 species of timber trees, over 4,000 species of medicinal plants, and over 300 species of fruit plants.

With such rich plant resources, we should make efforts to improve the protection and management of wild plant resources, protect, develop and utilize valuable wild plant resources, and ensure the sustainable existence of these resources.

Finally, he hopes that all the representatives attending the conference can communicate extensively and work together.

Lu Shixian listened very attentively.

He realized he had finished speaking only when the applause filled the whole venue.

This can be considered as his knowledge blind spot. Even now, he is not completely proficient in botany, let alone the conservation of wild plants.

Next, experts and scholars from various places will talk about local examples of wild plant conservation, exchanging experiences and insights.

The Baihua Mountain grape is currently only found in the Beijing region. As of 2010, there was only one wild plant of the Baihua Mountain grape, making it extremely endangered. It is also showing weak growth and does not bloom or bear fruit, so it is at risk of extinction at any time.

In order to save this endangered species, they made a lot of efforts and launched an artificial breeding and cultivation program this year. However, only two artificial plants survived in the end.

Lu Shixian shook his head slightly. It seems that plant cultivation work is not easy anywhere.

Actually, even the cultivation of a new type of crop is already very difficult.

Not to mention the artificial cultivation of a critically endangered plant species.

Many people may ask, isn't it just a wild grapevine?

Isn't there a wide variety of fruits on the fruit stand outside?

What grapes are not grapes when eaten? What's there to protect?

But as someone who knows the trade, he actually understands why it is necessary to save this species.

Seeing the essence through the phenomenon can lead to understanding.

Species are just one way in which biological genes are expressed.

The true salvation comes from the biological genes within its body.

It should be noted that hybrid rice was originally developed by crossbreeding wild rice with ordinary rice. They complement each other in excellent traits, resulting in a superior hybrid rice variety.

The rapid development of hybrid rice in our country may be attributed to some extent to the discovery of a wild male sterile strain of rice in November 1970, which led to the completion of a three-line coordination system for rice with national efforts, and ultimately the breeding of stable increasing yield by 30% of indica hybrid rice.

Who dares to say that wild Baihua Mountain grapes cannot crossbreed with other types of grapes to produce new grape varieties similar to hybrid rice?

Of course, if someone were to say that grapes can be compared to rice, perhaps?

Even with increased production, it's still not possible to make a meal out of it.

That just means you win.

The scope is too limited, there's nothing to say.

Not to mention the potential advantages of hybridization, the abundant genetic material contained within the body alone can play a crucial and far-reaching role.

In addition to saving individual rare plants, there are also examples of designating local ecological reserves, formulating relevant policies, and protecting them.

In 2010, wildlife conservation efforts were still in the early stages. Their example provided valuable experience for later participants, and everyone at the meeting listened very carefully, with some taking notes at any time.

But time cannot withstand waiting.

Soon, the conference came to a close.

But what surprised Lu Shixian was the appearance of another heavyweight guest at the end.

Even experts from the Chinese Academy of Sciences' Institute of Botany came.

Based on his understanding, the Institute of Botany has a number of academicians and two national key laboratories under its name.

"As one of the signatory countries of the Convention on Biological Diversity, our country officially released the Chinese and English versions of the 'Hua Guo Plant Protection Strategy' at the end of February this year, in comparison to the sixteen targets of the Global Plant Conservation Strategy."
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Then he explained the work done in China in five aspects: investigation and conservation evaluation of plant species resources, conservation of plant diversity, sustainable utilization of plant species resources, popularization and public education on plant diversity conservation, and capacity building for plant diversity conservation.

Although he was a bit confused, Lu Shixian still listened carefully.

After listening to it once, I guess that counts as being popularized as well.

After he finished speaking, the conference also came to a close amid applause.

"I feel truly honored that you can remember me."

Who doesn't know!

Sure enough, Lu Shixian's attention was immediately drawn away.

"What kind of project is it? Can you reveal some details?" Lu Shixian asked curiously.

Ma Yuheng extends two fingers and arranges them in a proper shape.

Lu Shixian understood at a glance and blurted out, "T cells?"

"CD4+ or CD8+?"

Just seeing this English letters, Lu Shixian couldn't help but get excited.

According to statistics, the current hot topics in the research projects related to diseases internationally are T-cells, bone marrow, cell lines, tyrosine kinase, Bcl2, neural system and RNA interference.

T cells ranked first, and research on the project cannot be separated from research funding.

Therefore, there is no need to think that Lushiyanxi knows that this is definitely a major project, and it may even be one of the highest-level projects in the country.

He said that CD4+ and CD8+ refer to the two main types of white blood cells in the human body, which are T cells.

The former is helper lymphocytes, while the latter is cytotoxic T cells. They play a fundamental role in maintaining the immune function of the human body.

Helper T cells themselves have a large number of CD4 molecules, so they are called CD4 cells. Their function is to send signals to the immune system when a virus invades the body, like sentinels in an army, transmitting the pathogenic information to the immune system.

The principle of HIV virus transmission is that it is able to identify specific protein molecules on the surface of CD4+ T cells. After invading the cell, the virus integrates its own genes into the DNA of the CD4+ T cell.

It's a bit like the plot of a parasite afterwards.

The continuous division and proliferation of CD4+ T cells in the human body leads to the division and proliferation of the HIV virus.

When the HIV virus grows and reproduces to a certain extent, it will detach from CD4+ T cells, resulting in the complete death of the host.

CD8+ T cells refer to cytotoxic T lymphocytes, which play a role in receiving signals from sentinel cells and suppressing and combating viruses.

Its function is much like that of a front-line combat unit, responsible for all fighting matters.

So now, the diagnosis of HIV infection is often determined by testing the ratio of CD4+ to CD8+ cells in the body, which reflects immune regulation. The normal range for this ratio is between 1.4 and 2.0.

Although the number of T cells in the human body fluctuates significantly according to physiological periods, the ratio of CD4+ T cells to CD8+ T cells remains relatively stable, providing a basis for detecting viral infections.

After being infected with the HIV virus, the ratio of CD4+ T cells to CD8+ cells is generally less than 1.

In non-HIV infected individuals, the ratio of these two is usually greater than 1.

Ma Yuheng gave him a approving look for his sensitivity.

T cells can be divided into three types according to subtype. In addition to the two mentioned by Dr. Lu, there are also regulatory or inhibitory T cells, with the common molecule being CD25+.

Just the first two mentioned are mentioned more frequently, that's all.

Ke Lu's answers don't seem to be right at all.

Ma Yuheng shook his head and said, "It is CD19."

Upon hearing his words, a flash of light passed through Lu Shixian's heart.

"CAR-T cell therapy?"

Upon hearing the voice of Lu Shixian, Ma Yuheng was finally somewhat surprised, but quickly nodded in agreement.

"It looks like you know a lot!"

"Since the 1980s, the father of cancer immunology, William Coley, opened the history of immunotherapy for the treatment of cancer through 'Coley's toxin,' and for the first time, humanity learned that the immune effects generated by the collaborative action of various parts of the immune system could lead to tumor regression."

"In 1989, the first generation CAR-T cell therapy was born, consisting of three parts: extracellular targeting domain, transmembrane spacer region, and intracellular signaling domain."

"In 2002, on the basis of the first generation CAR-T cell therapy, the addition of co-stimulatory receptor signals allowed CAR-T cells to effectively expand while accurately targeting cancer cells, making them more powerful in comparison to the first generation."

"Just this year, the CAR-T cell therapy targeting the CD19 marker has officially entered clinical research."

"At present, there are more than five research teams globally working on the final development of CAR-T products. Most teams are targeting CD19, while a few are targeting BCMA."

"According to estimates, the global market prospects for CAR-T products are expected to exceed 300 billion US dollars."

"Let's see who can be the first to develop a product that passes the FDA testing. This is going to be a tough battle!"

Upon hearing this news, Lu Shixian's mood also became heavy.

After an error occurs, due to the exonuclease activity of DNA polymerase, it can remove mismatched bases and select the correct base for pairing.

Even if the polymerase can remove mismatched bases, there is still a mismatch rate of 0.0001 in the end.

The DNA polymerase involved in DNA replication has exonuclease activity, which can correct the previously established pairing. Once a mismatch occurs, the enzyme will excise and fill in the correct nucleotide, reducing the error rate to 10^-6.

Through the self-mismatch repair mechanism within the cell, the mismatch can be reduced to around 10 to the power of -9.

Animals also, and animals are an important part of agricultural research.

However, his current research field has been limited to cell biology by Ma Yuheng.

The days ahead will be quite difficult.

All day long, apart from reading papers, it's still reading papers.

It's good that Yanda is rich and has signed a contract with CNKI.

The teachers and students of our school can download and study literature of interest for free.

So, the folder on Lu Shixian's computer became denser at a visible speed.

It's okay if you can understand it, but the key is that there are some parts that even he doesn't understand.

So, it will require a lot of time to understand the part of the content that cannot be understood.

It is not necessary to have a deep understanding, but you must be able to comprehend the overall meaning of the entire text.

So the first thing he came into contact with was the paper on the discovery of T cells.

In January 1965, "Nature" published a paper by Max Cooper and others proposing a two-part immune system consisting of two types of lymphocytes: B cells that produce antibodies and T cells that mediate immune responses.

This discovery has completely changed the field of cellular immunology, paving the way for almost all new cancer treatments in the past few decades, including the recently popular CAR-T cell therapy.

But in fact, it is not reasonable to attribute all the credit for the discovery of B cells and T cells to him.

As early as 1961, Jacques Miller found in experiments that mice without thymus glands did not produce rejection reactions to skin from mice of another strain.

The results of this experiment demonstrate that immune cells related to rejection reactions are formed in the thymus, which is also the earliest recorded experiment on the formation of T cells.

But his experiments did not receive widespread acceptance in society. It has been widely recognized that lymphocytes are the sole source of antibodies. However, the relationship between the lymphocytes involved in rejection reactions and those producing antibodies is not yet understood.

Just like the quantum mechanics, tunneling effect, and the theory of the Big Bang were not initially recognized or even rejected by people.

But the fact proves that truth often lies in the hands of a few people.

Stephen Zweig once described it in "The World of Yesterday."

The button that determines the course of history is placed in the hands of a few people, and all later generations can do is to replay that brief moment of enlightenment again and again.

Building upon the research of Jacques Miller, immunologist Marx Delavalle Cooper continued clinical observations and provided early evidence for the existence of two types of lymphocytes.

In addition to these two, there is also tumor necrosis factor-alpha (TNF-a) and C-reactive protein (CRP).

In 1994, the Nobel Prize in Physiology or Medicine was awarded to the American scientists A. Gilman and M. Rodbell for their discoveries in G-proteins and the proposal of GPCR concept.

The Nobel Prize achievements in physiology or medicine in 2000 and 2004 are related to GPCR.

If he remembers correctly, in 2012, American scientists Robert Lefkowitz and Brian Kobilka shared the Nobel Prize in Chemistry for their research on GPCRs.

And their award-winning achievement is the internal working mechanism of G-protein coupled receptors.

And his current experiment has just demonstrated the significant role of G protein-coupled receptors in biological immune regulation.

Magazines like these are in the second tier, next to other top-tier journals apart from the main journal.

Journals in the third tier are indexed in SCI or other widely used indexing systems.

Apart from the little-known SSCI, SCIE, and CPCI, EI used to be quite popular.

As one of the giants in the field of technology literature retrieval systems, its journal quality is very high and highly authoritative.

But it is not known when publishing papers in SCI journals became a quantified indicator of the scientific research level for researchers domestically and even globally.

And from then on, it escalated further.

And at least it has to be in the first tier district to meet the threshold of being in the third echelon.

In 2010, the number of papers published by domestic scholars in the CNS journal just exceeded 100.

What is the actual situation now?

It can be said that Lu Shixian has absolutely no foundation.

Step 3: Adjust according to the effect in a timely manner.

We need to know that reality is not always unchangeable.

There will be many variables present.

No matter how many plans you have made before, there is no such thing as a completely perfect plan.

We need to adjust the established plan based on the feedback as necessary.

"People pursue only individual interests, but under the natural order, the whole society obtains the greatest benefits. This order enables the coordination of individual and societal interests, resulting in overall wealth growth."

"At the end of the 19th century, the classical school that emphasized the economic role and distribution laws of various social classes was replaced by neoclassicism."

At this point, after studying up to this point, Lu Shixian's mind was already filled with many seemingly profound theories.

"V alras put forward the general equilibrium theory, in which the prices of all goods and factors of production are interconnected, mutually influencing and constraining each other."

"Marshall proposed the theory of supply and demand, in which there are producers and consumers in the market. Producers determine the quantity supplied, while consumers determine the quantity demanded. The needs from consumers directly influence the supply from producers."

"Next, shall we come to Keynesianism?"

"Hmm? Keynes?"

Just seeing the title, Lu Shixian couldn't help but become very interested in this name.

The development of economics has been driven by many economists in different stages.

And does his name alone represent the entire era?

This is already enough to represent some problems.

Lu Shixian became quite curious about this period.

His rise was accompanied by the occurrence of an economic crisis.

The unsalable goods, steep price drops, and bank closures directly led to the overall economic downturn in society.

The whole of Europe seems to have fallen into a despairing abyss.

Classical economics was directly pulled down from its pedestal.

But this man showed up.

He appeared with a colorful rainbow light.

A General Theory of Employment, Interest, and Money opened the door to reform.

Its appearance directly announced the abandonment of the laissez-faire school of thought and the negation of Say's Law.

People receive the policy in Keynesian economics: abandon the principle of free equilibrium, implement state intervention measures to stimulate consumption, increase investment, and ultimately achieve full employment.

He believes that the unemployment caused by economic crises is not an inevitable outcome of the system, but rather the fundamental reason is effective demand.

Therefore, Keynes' General Theory of Employment, Interest, and Money is actually referring to the theory of effective demand.

He believes that unemployment is caused by insufficient effective demand. In general, due to insufficient investment to make up for the gap between income and consumption, the level of employment determined by total demand is lower than the level of full employment, and the entire economy is in a state of less than full employment.

Simply put.

The number of job positions depends on the size of social demand.

So unemployment is inevitably caused by insufficient effective demand.

And the total social demand = consumption demand + investment demand.

Consumer demand and income are directly related.

Income growth will inevitably lead to an increase in consumer demand.

But people obviously won't spend more money than they have.

As a result, the increase in income will be greater than the increase in consumption, and the difference between them is the manifestation of lack of demand.

Insufficient demand naturally brings difficulties in employment, and at this time, investment demand is needed to make up for it.

We often hear the phrase "boosting domestic demand" in television or newspapers.

In fact, the two are not completely unrelated, but they bear a striking resemblance.

But theories proposed within a given time period will eventually be discarded by that same time period.

As inflation and economic stagnation have progressed in tandem, Keynesian theory has been challenged by the monetarist school, rational expectations theory, and the supply-side school.

"Economics has developed to the final stage: neoliberalism."

"Neoliberalism is similar to the Hundred Schools of Thought, with various schools of thought emerging and blossoming everywhere."

The Austrian School, also known as the Vienna School, is led by Hayek. They oppose Keynesian state interventionism, and according to the theory of monetary economy cycles, the use of monetary policy for macroeconomic regulation by the state will lead to economic fluctuations.

Currently, there are six types of plant hormones that have been confirmed through research, namely auxin, gibberellin, cytokinin, abscisic acid, ethylene, and brassinosteroid.

So, when it comes to crops, it is a matter of discussing which is the most important plant hormone.

The answer is obvious.

Plant growth hormone!

Then since we're talking about growth hormone, we inevitably have to mention a name that we've already heard way too many times from textbooks.

Darwin!

Many people only know that Darwin is the father of evolution, who wrote the great work "On the Origin of Species" and proposed the theory of biological evolution, which shattered the foundation of both the ideology of divine creation and the theory of species immutability.

Although auxin was named by Went, it was actually first discovered by Darwin.

In 1836, while traveling around the world on the HMS Beagle, Darwin was amazed to discover that the seedlings of a grass reed always bent towards the side where the sunlight was shining.

Phototropism in plants is often seen as a common phenomenon in daily life. Most people are aware of it but do not know the reasons behind it. However, Darwin conducted extensive observations and experiments on this phenomenon afterwards.

If the top bud of a plant seedling is wrapped with tin foil or other opaque paper, the plant seedling will no longer bend towards the direction of light.

Charles Darwin referred to this phenomenon in plants as "phototropism" and documented it in his 1880 paper "The Power of Movement in Plants," making groundbreaking contributions to the discovery of auxin.

So Lu Shixian couldn't help but think that great people always seem to have a special trait - they are good at discovering patterns.

This trait helps them discover perspectives that others have never seen before, ultimately achieving accomplishments that ordinary people find difficult to reach.

After paying homage to a great figure in his daily routine, Lu Shixian began to contemplate his own direction in life.

With a clear train of thought, Lu Shixian quickly found his own research direction.

Study on the Growth and Development of Several Major Crops under Different Concentrations of Auxin and Its Polarity Transport.

Many past research findings have been macroscopically focused on all plants.

It seems that few people specialize in studying the effect of auxin polarity transport on crops.

Research spans from the macro to the micro level, and the research methods range from holistic to individualistic.

Finally, this direction is still relatively novel and has a certain degree of innovation.

This is the research he wants!

Generally speaking, auxin is mainly synthesized in plant leaf primordia, young leaves, and developing seeds.

The synthesized auxin in these organs needs to be transported through polar transport to reach the target cells.

Auxin is transported from the apical to the basal region in the plant body.

The up and down here may not always correspond to the geographical up and down.

Plant growth hormone is primarily produced at the tip of the stem and then transported downward to the base and finally to the root tip.

This transportation can even proceed against concentration, but it requires carriers and energy.

Thinking about my graduation project all the way back to the dorm, I found it unexpectedly empty.

It seems that we have reached the third year, and everyone has started to become busy.

Lu Shixian was not surprised either, and simply started designing the experiment in the dormitory.

Polar auxin transport is widely involved in various stages of plant growth and development, including leaf development, flower differentiation, vascular differentiation, embryonic development, photomorphogenesis, and lateral root development, among others.

So the experimental observation objects he designed mainly include crop leaves, flowers, vascular tissues, embryos, lateral roots, and light morphology formation, etc.

However, although he said so, his heart was filled with energy.

Of course there is still pressure.

To know that there is nothing that can guarantee 100% success.

Although he is confident in himself, the time, location, and the panel of examiners for his defense are all unknown.

There will be many variables with three unknown factors, and the possibility of failing the defense is there.

"There's no need to worry too much, just stick to your usual routine." Lu Shixian quickly eased his mind.

Continued reading some literature in the afternoon.

The defense venue inside has been arranged.

The seats in the first row are arranged in a long row.

Three defense professors that Lu Shixian had never seen before were sitting in the seats.

However, fortunately, the ID card provided by Xika indicates their identity.

"Bai Qian Wan Ren Cai Gong Cheng" national-level candidate, Changjiang Scholar Distinguished Professor, Vice President of Yanjing University, Kang Yongjian.

Lu Shixian began to take deep breaths. This lineup is a bit intimidating.

But he quickly consoled himself with the reason that he didn't even have the title of academician.

Sure enough, after the psychological adjustments, his emotions have calmed down a lot.

He walked up to the computer by the lectern, and inserted a USB drive first.

"A study on the effect of polar auxin transport on the growth and development of several major crops at different concentrations."

I have already completed all the credits required for graduation last year, and achieved excellent grades. I have been ranked first in the biological science major for three consecutive years."

"In terms of research, in my freshman year, I participated in the National College Student Extracurricular Academic Science and Technology Works Competition as an individual and won the first prize at the national level. In my sophomore year, I published two SCI papers in the professional journals 'Nature Cell Biology' and 'Agricultural Sciences Inc.'"

"In terms of life, I can get along well with my teachers and classmates. As the sports committee member of the class, I can conscientiously organize important sports activities for the class. At the same time, I persist in long-term physical exercise and have developed the good habit of morning exercises."

"My introduction is finished, thank you!"

Lu Shixian almost spoke in one breath, following the most standard self-introduction format, without any sense of pause during the process.

The main theme of each paragraph is also very concise, with little to no unnecessary words.

For this kind of defense, it's useless to say some empty and clichéd words.

The defense panel sitting in front are all sharp-eyed and discerning.

The so-called technical beautification is useless. Just by looking at the materials in front of you, you can tell roughly what level you are at.

The content described by Lu Shixian is basically the same as what they have mastered, and in some places, Lu Shixian even said less.

Several professors started writing comments on record paper, and their contents varied. But summarizing them, they mainly focused on accuracy in timing, succinct language, and clear expression, among others.

This link has no problem, just passed directly.

Kang Yongjian turned his head to the other two professors and exchanged glances with them, before addressing Lu Shiyan, "Next, you will have around five minutes to defend your statement, but make sure not to exceed ten minutes."

Upon hearing the instructions, Lu Shixian responded with a sound.

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"Next, I will give a brief introduction to the structure and basic logic of my graduation project."

"The first part of the main text introduces the definition of plant growth hormones and polar transport, as well as their roles in plant physiological processes."

"The second part reviews the relevant literature on the polar transport of auxin at home and abroad, and explains the necessity of this research."

"The third part is a statement on the experimental methods and content used in this paper."

"The fourth part discusses the effects of the polar transport of auxin on plant growth based on experimental data, including different crops, different concentrations, different organs, and different stages."

"The first two parts have been about more conventional content. Everyone here is an expert in this field, so I believe there's no need for further elaboration."

"Next, I will mainly discuss the experimental methods and the results of the discussions in this paper..."

Lu Shixian had already made allocation plans in his mind.

It would take over an hour to fully explain the content of his thesis.

But he has less than ten minutes.

This requires him to be even more concise and refined.

It is best to summarize the previous content in a single sentence, focusing on the key points and core content.

During this period, unless there is an unexpected situation, the three examiners will not interrupt Lu Shixian's statement.

During the process, they will constantly refer to Lu Shixian's papers in order to cross-reference the content he narrates.

However, this is where the benefits of making a PowerPoint presentation come in.

From actively seeking information to passively receiving it, the three thesis defense professors saved a lot of effort.

"The method used to determine plant hormones in my thesis is bioassay, which is commonly used and easy to operate."

"Mainly, it is achieved by measuring the intensity of the physiological and biochemical effects of plant hormones on plants or plant tissues after application, thereby indirectly determining the content of plant hormones. The main operational steps are..."

Lu Shi Xian quickly finished answering this question fluently.

Professor Yan nodded his head, unsurprised by his performance.

Being able to publish a paper in SCI is still a considerable level of achievement.

Next, it's Professor Peng Dashan from Hua Guo Agricultural University's turn to ask a question.

He is very interested in Lu Shixian.

And he has already known about his contribution in promoting the "rice-shrimp co-cultivation" mode in China.

Thus, with some smile, he began his own questioning.

However, the questions he raised and his gentle tone formed a strong contrast.

"Student Lu, the topic of growth hormone is very common for research papers. Every year, I hear about a large number of similar topics during graduation."

"Although you have been innovative in experimental methods and subjects, the theoretical value is not particularly significant."

"Can you talk about the prospects and significance of your paper?"

As soon as this question was asked, the two professors beside him both looked at him.

"This article explores the effects of different concentrations of growth hormone on several major crops, obtaining the optimal concentration for crop growth. The use of dilution multiples as a reference for precise dosing has played an important role."

Professor Peng Dasha nodded in response, "Although there is a slight problem with your statement as you didn't directly conduct experiments using plant growth regulators, it is still acceptable as a reference."

"Congratulations to our class monitor for being the first one to graduate. Everyone else needs to study hard and complete your studies as well!"

The likes on this message are soaring rapidly, Lu Shixian looks at its owner.

These two research fields are definitely the hottest areas related to botany.

If possible, he would like to go and take a look.

However, it was difficult to find a substitute, and after careful consideration, Lu Shixian ultimately chose the latter.

To put it simply, he is more interested in the non-living environment stress on plants.

Adversity is well-known in the field of agriculture.

Studying crops, it's impossible to not deal with adversity.

Adversity is often referred to as stress, which means environmental factors that impose harmful effects on plants.

The types of environmental factors are diverse, including physical, chemical, and biological factors. However, they can generally be classified into two major categories: biotic stress and abiotic stress.

The application of non-living adversity in crops is the most extensive after all, as physical and chemical adversities such as drought, waterlogging, temperature, salinity-alkalinity, environmental pollution are more common than biological adversities such as diseases, pests, and weeds.

A professor from a certain 985 university, according to the conference schedule, walked onto the stage to speak alone.

"The conference report I presented today is entitled 'Research Progress on Plant MicroRNA and Stress Response', and the results have been published in this month's issue of the journal 'Genetics'."

But now, he unexpectedly finds that he is having some difficulty fully understanding the theory expounded by the professor.

Speechless!

He clearly has an understanding of every proper noun and technical term.

Unfortunately, it became a bit blurry after connecting them together.

There's nothing to be done, so I can only take out my notebook and jot down the parts I don't understand for now.

"Methylation is an important way for plants to recognize their own genetic material and foreign genetic material."

"So I would like to ask, how did you handle the DNA methylation in your study on the involvement of rice restriction endonucleases in meiotic division?"

In a classroom at the Yanda International Exchange Center.

"On April 18th, 2007, China's railway system embarked on the sixth large-scale speed increase, marking the beginning of the high-speed railway era."

"This is indeed amazing!"

Speaking of this, Lu Shixian suddenly changed his tone.

"But..."
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"Unfortunately, at present, our country's high-speed rail has not achieved complete domestic production. About less than 10% of the key technologies have not been conquered, especially the manufacturing of train wheels and bearings heavily relies on foreign imports. The United States, Japan, and Switzerland dominate in this field."

"If we don't fundamentally master the core technology, we can only work on the periphery of the market and downstream of the industry. The requirements of King's College are considered to be relatively high.

But generally speaking, the more competitive the college, the higher the requirements for this score.

This is undeniable, in order to screen out a large portion of people.

Lu Shixian both took a look at both.

The final scores are IELTS 6.2 and TOEFL 81.

The name and email are exactly the same, so it seems that the possibility of it being a scammer is basically ruled out.

Compared to this, Lu Shixian pays more attention to his academic and research experience.

So, don't just see it as a short two-sentence statement, there are a lot of details contained within.

This direction mainly uses modern cell engineering and genetic engineering technology to improve and create new plant varieties, as well as locate and clone target gene molecules with application value.

Meanwhile, genetic engineering is also the core of modern biotechnology.

Not to mention that this is also a necessary prelude before getting down to business, at least giving others some time to adapt and get in the right state of mind.

The judges below couldn't help but nod their heads. They had all heard of this student's reputation, and now it seemed that he did have some real talent.

Foreplay is over, Lu Shixian began his main performance.

Botanist Borell in Germany once made a point in 1973: without polarity, there would be no differentiation. This shows the importance of polarity development in plant life activities.

"The polar development of plants is also inseparable from the various hormones in the plant body, and auxin is one of the key hormones. Due to the asymmetry of individual tissues and organs in the growth axis, auxin is distributed extremely unevenly in the plant body."

"Polarity development covers the entire life cycle of plants, but plant hormones play a crucial role in embryo development, so I have devoted a great deal of effort to research in this period."

6 minutes have passed, Lu Shixian has successfully completed 20% of the presentation.

This progress is neither fast nor slow, but speaking of it is somewhat extreme.

He needs to leave some time in reserve to deal with unexpected situations.

So, he slightly picked up the pace.

"In the 18th century, the French scientist Bonnet and Montlosier first discovered that the growth and development of plants are controlled by a certain substance in their bodies. In 1880, the German scientist von Sachs proposed that this substance exhibits polar transport characteristics in plant bodies and can influence the process of plant growth."

"In 1983, Dutch scientist Kogel et al isolated highly active auxin, indole-3-acetic acid, from malt and other plant materials. Its appearance perfectly solved the previously puzzling apical dominance phenomenon..."
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The second part of Lu Shixian's speech is a literature review.

As the name implies, it refers to the abstract and summary of the literature data and historical research results in a certain field by the narrator.

Although it may sound very cumbersome, it occupies a very important position in academic research, otherwise there would not be purely review-based papers and journals.

In fact, many peer reviews of papers only need to look at the quality of your literature review to immediately judge whether your topic is reasonable and feasible, and whether the quality of your paper is innovative and novel.

Of course, Lu Shixian would not be foolish enough to exhaust all possibilities, that would be a dead end.

The quoted literature values quality over quantity, and it is sufficient to select representative achievements from critical periods.

Just a few minutes later, Lu Shixian entered the critical moment.

"Auxin, as a special type of plant hormone, expresses its polar transport genes regularly within the cells, controlling the early embryo development process and playing a crucial role in embryo development."

"But its function is far more than that, which is also the role of polar transport of auxin in promoting symmetrical growth on both sides of the leaf, as mentioned in my thesis."

As soon as these words were spoken, several judges sat up a little straighter and began to focus their attention on listening carefully.

In fact, he was clear in his mind that the previous part was just an appetizer for the judges present.

The impact of auxin polar transport on embryonic development has long been extensively researched.

"The experimental results show that when I gradually applied inhibitors such as tiba, hfca, and ca, the leaves that should have grown symmetrically on both sides began to lose their original beauty and eventually became a trumpet-shaped leaf."

"In conclusion, polar transport of plant growth hormone plays an indispensable role in embryo development and symmetrical leaf growth."

Then we will figure out a way to control the spread of the fall armyworm in our province and scientifically manage the heavily affected areas."

"Everyone can put forward their thoughts and ideas for discussion. The leaders of the department will take into account everyone's views and opinions and make decisions accordingly."

As a kind of microbial insecticide, it is harmless to humans and animals, does not produce insecticide resistance, and has no harm to natural enemies.

"For environment......"

While I dare not say it is without any impact, this is unavoidable.

Because any form of artificial existence will inevitably leave its own traces in nature, but not polluting the environment is a genuine achievement.

In 1911 Germany, biologist Beirne discovered an unusual Mediterranean flour moth in a small town called Suyunjin. The attraction of moth larvae to molasses naturally caught his attention.

After unremitting efforts, he isolated a bacterium from the larvae of these Mediterranean flour moths.

Although it may not be the first discovery, this bacterium was named four years later as a result.

More than a hundred years after the discovery of S. jypingensis, it has made immeasurable contributions to pest control research and applications worldwide, becoming one of the most extensively studied and widely used microbial insecticides.

"Although Streptomyces suyunensis has a broad insecticidal activity against more than a hundred pests, including Lepidoptera, Homoptera, Orthoptera, and Coleoptera, the current efficacy of the S. suyunensis formulation is most effective against pests of the Lepidoptera order, such as the pine caterpillar, cotton bollworm, and armyworm." Gao Jing, unexpectedly, expressed her own opinion at this moment.

Lu Shixian nodded in encouragement to her, "You're right. Our task is to develop a new type of pesticide targeting the American white moth."

"Maybe we should reconsider." Gao Jing swallowed hard, biting her lip with a hesitant look. "Are you sure this is something that the two of us can accomplish?"

"Its principle is indeed not difficult. After the expression of a single gene, the cips produced are degraded into active peptide factors in the alkaline environment of the midgut of the target insects. It is generally believed in the academic community that the toxic fragments contained in them have three structural domains. Structural domain 1 is involved in pore formation, structural domain 2 is involved in the binding of the toxin to its specific receptor, and structural domain 3 regulates the toxin's activity, destroying the permeability membrane and causing the death of the insect."

"But this field is already mature to the extreme. As far as I know, there are nearly 10,000 patents related to Streptomyces worldwide, and the United States has the most patents related to Streptomyces, occupying almost half of the patent landscape. It seems not easy for us to find a loophole under the noses of the Americans."

Lu Shixian was really surprised by Gao Jing's insightful perspective, and immediately looked at her as if seeing her in a new light, saying, "Really? Have you studied this before?"

He directly denied the possibility of any last-minute changes, just revealed the plan for biological agents, not to mention that the Bacillus subtilis is just one of many options.
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There is also white mold fungus, polyhedrosis virus, and some parasitic natural enemies, so basically there is no possibility of making up the class.

And Gao Jing's response clearly confirmed this.

"That's not the case! It's just that I originally studied insects, so it's not excessive to have a little knowledge about pest control, right?"

Lu Shixian nodded, with a calculating mind. His inner evaluation of Gao Jing couldn't help but rise a little, and he reassured her with a few words.

"Alright! What you said is indeed true, but research and development have several dimensions. Aside from the less suitable crop varieties, this time we are not involving gene editing. Writing it down, thinking about the experimental materials, he quickly turned his head and asked Gao Jing, "Can you help ask later? There are no wild strains that have been separated and preserved on the campus of Nanjiang University. It would be best if there are ready-made ones. If not, we will probably be busy getting enough samples in the next few days."

Gao Jing thought for a moment, then replied confidently, "I think so. These microorganisms are so common and safe. I believe every biological laboratory should have them. I will ask my uncle to make sure."

Lu Shixian's experiment has come to a close.

The strain, named BtLG43 by him, ultimately stood out among the eighty competitors.

The name is taken from the initials of the surnames of Lu Shixian and Gao Jing, while the number is derived from its original designation.

His luck seems to be pretty good.

This strain of bacteria not only exhibits high insecticidal activity against young larvae, but most importantly, it also possesses remarkable killing power against older larvae.

Lu Shixian originally intended to study its biological characteristics together with Gao Jing, but Gao Jing has no interest in microorganisms and lacks the basic knowledge reserves for research.

Based on the principle of teaching in accordance with students' aptitude and addressing the specific needs, he eventually gave up this decision.

But it also inevitably presents the universal characteristics of the entire population, that is, it also has certain insecticidal activity against other pests, without specificity.

But the main target is still the American white moth, with the best insecticidal effect.

Compared to the same type of Beauveria bassiana biopesticide formulations circulating in the market, the insecticidal activity has increased by 22%, 18%, and 16% respectively.

An average kill rate improvement of 18.67%, confirmed at a glance, this is the bacterium that he has been looking for.

In the entire family of Bacillus thuringiensis, it may not be the brightest offspring against the American white moth, but it will definitely become the most famous.

At the end of the experiment, Lu Shixian said to Gao Jing, "This is mutual dedication! It's indeed a win-win situation."

And so, Lu Shixian finally had time to go to the Nanjiang Forestry Bureau to find out how things are going now.

Slowly arriving at the entrance of the Nanjiang Forestry Bureau, due to his high recognition, he was able to enter the building smoothly after directly scanning his face.

"When I received the message, I was in discussions with the Fortune Global 500 company Bangli Group for cooperation. From this, you can imagine the importance of this matter."

"Time is tight, I won't say much more. Let's get into the agenda."

Soon, a man wearing glasses stood up and said, "Next, I will report the results of the investigation on this sudden pest outbreak."

"At 10:29 this morning, while retrieving the insect situation monitoring records at the Natural Disaster and Pest Control Integrated Monitoring Building in the protected area, it was discovered that there were netting present in the small area of the southern part of the protected area on the surveillance video, suspected to be indicating the presence of pests. It also includes content related to crop genetics, which is also one of the research topics he wants to pursue.

Finally, it also serves as Lu Shixian's doctoral dissertation.

Its meaning is extraordinary.

In addition to practical significance, what is the academic significance of this project?

As one of the hotspots in current life science research, cell pluripotency is an ideal material for studying the mechanism of cell pluripotency expression, and protoplast is one of them.

The protoplast of plants refers to the naked cells of plants that are wrapped by the plasma membrane after the cell wall is removed. And its property of being able to regenerate into complete plants under certain culture conditions is called totipotency.

After the combination of these two concepts, it becomes the totipotency of the protoplast.

Studying this project is meaningful as it can provide new theoretical basis for cytogenetics and plant cell differentiation research.

It simultaneously provides a new experimental material and research subject for genetic improvement studies using leaf protoplasts, including somatic hybridization, protoplast-mediated genetic transformation, in vitro mutagenesis, in vitro germplasm preservation, and transient gene expression, among others.

Simply put, it provides important theoretical evidence for exploring the omnipotent expression mechanism of protoplasts from a physiological level.

Genetics, differentiation, breeding.

The project, which contains these key elements, gathers all of his passion and expectations.

In general, as Dr. Lu Shixian's doctoral thesis, regardless of its content or significance.

It's all appropriate.
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When Lu Xian returned to the protein engineering and plant genetic engineering laboratory, it undoubtedly felt more familiar than the last time.

He is familiar with the teachers and senior students here.

The application of plant protoplast totipotency can be traced back to the 1960s, when related research was already being carried out. Its emergence was based on people's efforts to overcome the incompatibility of remote hybridization in plants, and to continuously improve varieties using distant genetic resources for breeding.

"Protoplast can be described as a vital protoplasm freed from the cell wall of a plant using special methods. The definition of protoplast in the academic community is not always the same, but it can generally be summarized as a collective term for various structures within the cell wall."

"On a single-cell basis, protoplasm includes the cell membrane, cytoplasm, nucleus, and organelles. It can be said that, except for the lack of a cell wall, it possesses all the characteristics of a living cell."

Lu Shixian nodded, "The reason why the protoplast of plants has become a hot topic in biological research is mainly because it is an ideal recipient for genetic transformation, making it easier to take up foreign genetic material compared to other recipients."

"In 1960, Chinese plant physiologist Cocking was the first to isolate protoplasts from tomato root cells using cellulase enzymes. In 1971, Takebe and other scientists obtained new regenerated plants by culturing tobacco leaf protoplasts."

Speaking of this, Lu Shixian emphasized, "This experiment has revealed for the first time the existence of the pluripotency of protoplasts in front of the world. Recently, I have reviewed all the research literature on plant protoplasts, and the main research areas that the academic community has been focusing on are protoplast culture and cell fusion. No more energy has been spent on the pluripotency of plant protoplasts."

"Does this mean that our research has a certain degree of originality and novelty?" Zhang Xiumin's eyes sparkled, "Looking at it this way, this project has great potential and prospects!"

Lu Shixian shook his head and said, "There may be some prospects, but not too many!"

"As for what you said about originality and novelty, the dedicated biorxiv for the field of biology was launched this year. I searched for relevant preprint papers these days."

"According to incomplete statistics, there have been over a dozen papers mentioning protoplasts, with 6 papers specifically related to plant protoplasts, and 3 papers having keywords related to both plant protoplasts and totipotency."

"This is a phased achievement, because it fully demonstrates that from the protoplasts of plant cells to the callus tissue of plants, the morphology, structure, and function of plants have undergone revolutionary changes. This selective expression of plant genes further validates the totipotency of plant protoplasts."

"No, this is almost completely your contribution. You were the one conducting the experiments, I only helped a little bit." Zhang Xiumin knew his capabilities well. Even with a confirmed law, it is not something that an ordinary person can perfectly reproduce.

"However, just repeating the experiment doesn't really prove anything, does it?" Zhang Xiumin asked with some doubt. "Is there any other significance to us doing this? The pluripotency of protoplasts has already been confirmed by Nagata and Takabe through tobacco experiments."

Lu Shixian smiled mysteriously, not answering his question, but instead continued to ask, "Of course it's meaningful, otherwise, what's the use of the data and processing I'll have you collect afterwards?"

"Every cell has a complete set of inherited genes, so even cells outside of the body have life characteristic properties. This is the essence of our experiment."

"However, not all genes are beneficial to the plants themselves. While we cannot remove harmful genes from the genome, we can selectively express them through differentiation."

"So your intention is to optimize breeding efficiency quickly through this method."

Upon hearing this, Lu Shixian suddenly realized that he had reached a crucial stage.

In his mind, Lu Shixian quickly recalled all the details related to CRISPR.

Research on it can be traced back to 1987.

Shiino Yoshitada, an Island microbiologist, discovered an interesting phenomenon while cloning the alkaline phosphatase isoenzyme gene encoding sequence in Escherichia coli.

Near the coding sequence of the gene, there are always tandem repeats of DNA fragments, and each repeat has 29 conserved bases and an internal complementary palindromic structure.

These fragments are separated by an intervening sequence of 32 base pairs. However, as it was discovered for the first time, its existence is completely unfamiliar in the academic world, and no one knows what role it plays in genes.

Researchers in the future have repeatedly discovered this peculiar gene structure in bacterial and archaeal genomes, so in the year 2000, they named it Short Regular Interspersed Repeats (SIRs).

In 2002, two years later, the biologist Yangsen officially named this structure "clustered regularly interspaced short palindromic repeat" (CRISPR).

This is the origin of the abbreviation "CRISPR".

Through continuous research on CRISPR sequences, scientists have discovered that there are certain nucleases or helicases that play a role in the structure of these sequences, which were later named CRISPR-associated factors, or CAS.

In 2005, the academic community made a breakthrough in understanding CRISPR. Through research, they were surprised to discover that these spacer sequences did not come from the bacteria's own chromosomes, but rather were related to bacterial viruses or extrachromosomal gene sequences.

Although there is no evidence yet to confirm it, some scientists boldly speculate that CRISPR-Cas may be an adaptive defense system in bacteria.

They speculate that the bacteria obtain fragments of viral DNA through a certain pathway and integrate them into their own CRISPR sequences. If the virus invades the cell again, the bacteria will be able to specifically identify the virus through the sequence information and respond accordingly.

After 2007, scientists successfully confirmed through experiments that there are indeed bacterial virus sequences in the spacer sequences of bacteria that have been infected and survived, known as CRISPR.

After removing these sequences through experiments, the bacteria's resistance to the virus disappeared miraculously.

Afterwards, a comparison experiment was conducted in both positive and negative directions. The removed sequences were added to the CRISPR sequence of bacteria that had not been infected by the virus, and scientists found that these bacteria did indeed have resistance.

Through this research, further advancement was made in this direction, successfully confirming that CRISPR-Cas is indeed a novel acquired immune system in bacteria and a specific mechanism for bacterial self-protection.

So Lu Shixian thoughtlessly replied, "CRISPR has been proven to be a bacterial acquired immune system. The most direct application of this research should be that we can use gene engineering to enhance bacteria's ability to resist viruses."

Professor Morti nodded without making a comment, and continued to ask, "A very concise overview, but is there more?"

His reaction was within Lu Shixian's expectations, after all they were not just chatting.

Any discussion must revolve around the topic, otherwise it is meaningless.

What is their current theme now?

It is naturally in the field of genetic breeding, so what he said about modifying bacteria is off the mark.

It is well known that approximately half of the world's population relies on rice as their main source of food.

Rice has the following research characteristics in the fields of genetics and molecular breeding.

1. The rice genome is not large, at least among the Poaceae plants. The haploid genome is only 430mb, which is one-fifth the size of maize and three percent of wheat.

This indicates that studying the genome of rice will have advantages in terms of efficiency compared to other crops.

2. Among all plant genomes, the level of repetitive sequences in rice is also relatively low, at less than 50%.

This also provides natural convenience for studying the rice genome.

3. The genetic resources are very abundant, with numerous cultivated varieties from around the world, as well as a large number of wild plants in the wild. The total number of genetic resources exceeds tens of thousands.

This is the quantity that is difficult for other crops to have in terms of genetic breeding, and it is also the reason why Lu Shi Xian reexamined the conservation work of wild plants.

4. It has collinearity with other grass species. Its genome has similarities, and it could even be said that they share a set of genes. The only possible difference could be the amount of repetitive sequences in the genome.

Studying rice can provide convenience for genetic breeding research of other crops, albeit incidentally.

The most crucial thing is that this means the genetic maps of crops such as wheat and corn can be used to predict the homologous gene loci of rice.

5. After continuous research by scientists from around the world, the classic genetic map of rice has become very mature.

As the saying goes, "One generation plants the trees, and the next generation enjoys the shade."

This statement also applies to scientific research.

Just writing it in the literature review can provide evidence for your point of view or results.

Just over a decade ago, at that point in time, he was still in elementary school.

As he grew older, Lu Shixian would always remember this historic moment.

December 18th, 2002.

The commemorative ceremony for the completion of the International Rice Genome Sequencing Project was held in Japan.

More than 200 scientists from 10 countries and regions attended the conference.

At this moment, the participants declare to the world loudly: The sequencing of the international rice genome has now become history!
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This marks the rice genome structure no longer a secret to the world.

But this does not mean that researching the genome is a waste of time.

The completion of the rice genome sequencing is indeed a groundbreaking achievement.

Unfortunately, this is just the first step in the entire field of genomics, known as structural genomics.

Taking this step is indeed remarkable, but what we need to recognize and acknowledge is that there are still many more paths ahead of us.

The completion diagram of the whole rice genome needs improvement.

Functional genomics requires further exploration.

"The post-genomic era" has already arrived, and there is much debate in the academic community about its time definition.

However, it is now generally considered that the formal arrival of the post-genome era was in 2003, precisely fifty years after the proposal of the "DNA double helix structure".

In the past, the breakthroughs in traditional rice breeding mainly resulted from the discovery of genes such as dwarfing genes, disease resistance genes, lodging resistance genes, or cytoplasmic male sterility genes.

The principle of functional genomics is to discover sequence differences between varieties by comparing and analyzing the rice genome sequence and identifying polymorphisms.

Sequence differences correspond to phenotype differences. So, can we use these differences to annotate the functions of 50,000 to 60,000 rice genes using molecular marker techniques?

This job can achieve hundreds to tens of millions of efficiency to complete the research on traditional rice breeding that has been done in the past.

Then the use of sequence analysis or homology analysis to search for new genes also has a theoretical basis.

With this operation, the discovery of a massive number of new genes will usher in a new era of rice breeding for new varieties.

Imagine if we could take this opportunity to find the optimal genes for the various stages of rice development, from differentiation to budding, to growth, to maturity, and so on.

Then, by using molecular design breeding and genetic engineering, the best-performing genes can be introduced into rice, which may make it possible to produce a kind of rice that surpasses "super" and has "superpowers".

Just like superpowers, a rice plant can grow tall and strong like a tree, and the rice it produces can be as bountiful as heavy fruit hanging from the branches.

In this scenario, growing rice can be likened to planting trees.

Therefore, even ten years later, plant genomics, as part of the "post-genome project," will still be one of the cutting-edge fields in plant biology.

As for the extension of functional genomics, proteomics is both propelled and ultimately limited by scientific and technological advancements.

To advance proteomics, it is necessary to first develop protein research techniques. However, researching this technique is far more complex than researching genes.

At the current level of scientific research, we are still unable to meet this requirement, and progress at the RNA level is currently stagnant.

Lu Shixian does not believe that he currently has any ambitions in this field.

Since 1665, when Hooke first discovered cells, human beings have observed the colorful microcosm.

Since 1859, Darwin published the landmark work "On the Origin of Species", formally proposing the theory of natural selection, which marked a new era in the history of biology.

In 1866, Mendel published "Experiments on Plant Hybridization" in the annual journal of the Natural Science Society of Austria, where he discovered the laws of segregation and independent assortment.

In 1909, geneticist Johnson first proposed the concept of "gene" in his book "Principles of Precise Genetics," formally naming the genetic factors proposed by Mendel.

Since 1910, Morgan first discovered the genetic mechanism of chromosomes, established the theory of chromosome genetics, and discovered the role of chromosomes in inheritance.

Since 1950, Chargaff proposed two rules named after him: the amount of adenine A in DNA is equal to thymine T, and the amount of guanine G is equal to cytosine C. This law has greatly promoted the development of genetics.

Since 1952, Hershey and Chase first creatively used the isotope method to prove that DNA is the genetic material.

Since 1953, Watson and Crick discovered the double helix structure of DNA, and humans have begun deciphering the code of life.

Since 1957, Crick rediscovered the central dogma, which has become one of the most important and fundamental principles in modern biology.

Since 1970, the discovery of RNA reverse transcriptase has helped several scientists successfully win Nobel Prizes.

Since 1975, the Sanger sequencing method has opened the door to DNA sequencing.

In 1990, the Human Genome Project, which is regarded as one of the "three major scientific projects" alongside the Manhattan Project and the Apollo Moon Landing Program, officially started.

Since 2003, humanity has officially entered the post-genomic era.

But there is no perfect technology, the disadvantage of this technology compared to high-throughput sequencing technology is that the amount of sequencing information is large and very complex, and the consumption of energy during the sequencing process is very high.

The sequencer they are using applies SMRT sequencing technology, which utilizes DNA polymerase to synthesize DNA under observation of radiation, enabling the observation of DNA addition and obtaining the sequence information of DNA.

The preparation of the library is the most complicated part of the pre-processing work, which requires end repair of the fragmented DNA of the genome.

This operation is similar to performing the most precise surgery, requiring the connection of the hairpin-shaped junction to both ends of the double-stranded DNA molecule, and then forming a closed loop.

Then anneal the primers and polymerase to the adapter, and finally form a dumbbell-shaped sequencing library for further analysis.

Just this process alone has delayed three to four days' time.

Three people went through a learning process, and then performed operations in turn.

The final result surprised Lu Shixian.

In this meticulous experimental operation, Bob's performance is unexpectedly better than that of Serena, who is a girl.

Considering both the preparation time and the effectiveness, the library he obtained has a relatively high standard after inspection.

Although it can't compare to the one prepared by Lu Shixian himself, it is already sufficient for sequencing purposes.

Looking at the few people who were all looking at him with surprise, although Bob was also very surprised, there was no sign on his face, and then he proudly raised his head.

His question is: "It's easy to understand the addition of A base for sticky end repair, but he is puzzled that the entire process of ligation requires the use of T4 DNA ligase."

However, Lu Shiyan was not impatient, and earnestly replied, "That's because T4 DNA polymerase is active throughout the whole process. Its principle is not only to catalyze the synthesis of DNA from 5' to 3' direction and fill in 5' protruding ends, but also to possess 3' to 5' exonuclease activity to trim 3' protruding ends, ultimately transforming sticky-ended DNA fragments into blunt-ended DNA."

He asked with some confusion, "Our samples contain mostly rRNA in the RNA. If we directly sequence the final RNA library, there might be sequencing data for rRNA in the data. I'm worried that this data could introduce some errors, isn't it?"

There is no way around it, this question is indeed crucial and almost determines the success or failure of the sequencing work.

And he didn't mention this part earlier, probably intending to bring it up when he personally takes charge of handling it.

In fact, Merlin's judgment is still somewhat conservative.
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Not just possibly exists, but definitely exists.

Because the rRNA in the prepared sample accounts for more than 80% of the total RNA.

"Yes." Lu Shixian snapped his fingers. "Although some people use WTA after removing rRNA, in the academic community, oligo-dT enrichment of poly(A)RNA is generally preferred due to its high sample quality."

The defect of rRNA depletion method compared to oligo-dT enrichment is that it requires a higher sequencing depth, otherwise a certain amount of rRNA will still be present in the sample, and the enrichment effect does not reach the desired level.

The statement has been very straightforward, to the point that there is no need to further emphasize the subsequent operational process.

However, Lu Shixian continued to proceed with the following operations very seriously.

And then, finally arrived at the last sequencing step...

This is all the work Prof. Man Lun requested from the Lu Shixian team at the meeting.

The task may seem to only involve two words, but the work required is actually very complex and meticulous.

The three of them stopped their work and gathered around Lu Shixian, watching him operate.

The saying goes that laymen watch the excitement, while experts watch the tricks.

Fragmentation and purification of RNA.

Analyze the yield and size distribution of fragmented RNA.

Reverse transcribe, purify, and amplify the cDNA to establish an amplification library with appropriate fragment sizes.

Analyzing the yield and size distribution of amplified DNA fragments.

To perform this job, one needs to have a familiar understanding of comparative genomics, and find similar sequences in a plant genome by comparing the genes and genome structures of known species.

Either have a high level of expertise in experimental data processing, able to utilize RNA-Seq and other professional experimental data to determine gene positions and splicing patterns.

The work processes of the two may seem completely different, but in the end they lead to the same result.

Gene expression analysis is used to evaluate the expression levels of genes in different stages of growth and development or under different environmental conditions in the plant genome sequence.

Different expression analysis, functional analysis, and pathway analysis can be used to help them understand the functions of plant genes and their mechanisms in growth, development, and environmental responses.

The work of processing gene sequencing information data actually belongs to the field of bioinformatics.

In fact, it is not without reason that bioinformatics can gradually develop into an independent discipline.

Sequence alignment and sequence analysis are both processes of comparing the similarity between two or more symbolic sequences. They are used to identify corresponding genes, gene regulatory sequences, or to automatically recognize genes and gene regulatory sequences within a genome.

The task of functional genomics is to annotate the functions of the genome, understand the functions of genes, recognize the relationship between genes and diseases, and master the products of genes and their roles in life activities.

As for the prediction of protein structure, it is an important application of bioinformatics. Understanding the structure of proteins plays a very important role in studying protein functions.

In recent years, a rapidly developing application is drug design, which uses bioinformatics methods and tools to discover and validate drug target genes.

Therefore, modern biologists may not necessarily use bioinformatics methods themselves, but they absolutely must understand the tools and techniques of bioinformatics.

With the constant expansion of academic disciplines, no one can possess the knowledge and skills for all areas.

Lu Shixian has always believed that a research team should have talent specializing in bioinformatics.

He wouldn't do something like only allowing himself to eat meat and not letting others drink soup.

Their involvement in the sequencing work is not particularly high, so he is also consciously trying to increase their current level of involvement.

The bonus amount received at that time will also be slightly higher.

In fact, Lu Shixian's approach is not very common.

Whether in the past or in the distant future, the remuneration one can expect as a graduate student entering a group is destined to not be too high.

Even if there is, it's only a meager service fee.

Despite the subjective reasons for differences in abilities, there may also be deliberate reasons for causing difficulty on another level.

This situation, he had already seen it numerous times during his graduate studies in his past life.

Sometimes, only when you have truly been caught in the rain do you truly understand the importance of holding an umbrella for someone else.

Time comes one month later.

The team meeting was held in the laboratory building as scheduled once again.

This time, however, it is also a summary meeting, and also the time for all groups to report their achievements.

The participants are no longer limited to the leaders of each group, all research members will be in attendance.

Eastern Standard Time, it is not yet nine o'clock in the morning.

Lu Shixian reappeared in the meeting room with several people, exuding a rather spirited and confident air.

This time he plans not to act anymore, he's going to reveal everything, and he's determined to make a splash.

In the team, Bob may not have much experience, but Merlin and Celine looked at each other in disbelief.

If it weren't for his personal experience, one would definitely think this is a dream.

He has never felt that doing research could be as easy as doing homework.

They just need to follow the established plan formulated by the landing party, and then they will reap what they sow.

Although there are sometimes forks in the road, most of the time, Lu Shiyan seems to be able to give the right direction in no time.

He has discussed it more than once in private and even referred to it as "God's intuition."

Of course, this title is currently only known between him and Selene, and is not widely known.

"Hey, what are you guys discussing?" Lu Shixian looked at a few people whispering and asked curiously, "I think I just heard my name."

"Gossiping about others behind their backs is not a gentleman's or lady's behavior." He also made a somewhat significant joke.

Selene pursed her lips and said directly, "Just now Merlin said you are God, so from now on, I have to add this prefix to your name."

Lu Shixian laughed heartily, "God is of the West, in the East we only have gods, so your titles don't apply to me."

Bob finally found an opportunity to interject, saying, "So, can we call him Lu Shen?"

As a few people were chatting and laughing, the true owner of the laboratory, Professor Mori - whom they had not seen in a long time, unexpectedly arrived with Man Lun.

Many people are beginning to realize that this seems to be an unusual signal.

And Morty began his speech: "Gentlemen, ladies, I am pleased to be here and meet everyone under the invitation of Professor Manlen."

"I haven't been involved in the project led by Professor Man Lun, but as one of the few key projects in the laboratory, I have been closely following it."

"Watching it from its inception to its conclusion, seeing its research scope transition from genetics to comparative genomics, also seeing many new faces here."

"There are only a few months left in this year, and our task is not yet completed. The Plant Genetics Laboratory at the University of Pennsylvania has already published a research paper in three top-tier journals, and it is said that another paper is currently undergoing peer review."

"Our old rival, the California Institute of Technology, has also published a research paper on the evolutionary mechanisms of plant adaptation in the journal Nature earlier this year."

"And our Yale University plant genetics and breeding laboratory have not made any significant breakthroughs this year. I hope this time everyone can surprise me."

In fact, Morty brought up this matter just to liven up the atmosphere.

He is well aware that many of the top research results that can be published on CNS are not the result of just one year's work.

Many research findings published in the same year may have been initiated a year or two earlier, and it is just a coincidence that they happened to be completed in the same year.

He came here only because Man Lun told him that someone had come up with a very interesting conclusion, but it has not been finally verified.

After he finished speaking, Man Lun continued to preside over the meeting, saying, "Well, there's no need for much idle talk."

"The groups will now begin to formally report on the composition of their project teams and the progress made. We will start with Professor Higgins from the first group."

At the end of the discussion, a middle-aged professor picked up the remote control in his hand, and the prepared PPT was displayed on the large screen.

"The research topic we are studying is the mechanism of convergence selection between a novel gramineous plant and rice."

"We compared the whole genomes of this Poaceae plant and rice based on sequencing data, searching for similarity genes between the two. Through fine exploration and search of the genome regions, some candidate genes have been initially identified, and I have named them the CRN series."

The CRN gene series shows differences between this grass family plant and rice, and it is somewhat linked to the number of grains on a spike, so we speculate that it may have an impact on rice yield, although we are not certain which gene plays a critical role, and whether this impact is positive or negative.
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After speaking, he continued by introducing, "The division of work for this project is shown in the figure, demonstrating the completion status of the personnel involved…"

"My report is finished!"

After finishing speaking, the whole audience gave the deserved applause.

Everyone present are all experts who understand that this is a genuine achievement, although its value is not yet clear at present. It is a research direction that can be bet on, the only shortcoming being the requirement for a significant amount of time.

Lu Shixian couldn't help but nod. Indeed, there are quite a few experts here.

If I remember correctly, the research results of convergent selection mechanism did appear in Science in later years, but it wasn't published by Yale. He is not sure about it.

However, for research that reveals genetic principles like this, it is impossible to succeed without long-term genetic breeding experiments. This also means that its research period will be very long, which can be considered a small drawback.

Next, the second research team started their presentation amid great anticipation.

"Our research topic is the construction of a genetic library for disease resistance similarity genes in grass plants and the functional verification of these genes in rice..."

Soon, Professor Fei also naturally represented the whole group in conducting a project titled "Genome sequencing and data analysis of new type of grass plants."

Although there was some applause, it didn't receive much of a response.

There's no way around it. As a fundamental part of scientific research, if the experiment can be conducted without errors, that's already good enough.

Although it is important, there are very few things that can shine.

Most of the applause is probably for Lu Shixian in the group, as his expertise in sequencing technology has helped the project team obtain sequencing results weeks ahead of schedule.

This is worth mentioning as a highlight, saving time, especially in competitive situations.

Other than that, they don't think that Phis has any innovative work.

However, Fei is also helpless, as his expertise lies in molecular genetics.

And this project is currently in the field of comparative genomics, and he wants to create something new which is quite challenging.

Soon, all five groups finished their presentations.

Man Lun began commenting on the speeches, evaluating the progress of the five groups one by one.

Professor Higgins from Group 1 undoubtedly received the highest praise.

This is also expected. Although his research results are good, if there is no further progress and only rely on the current research stage, he has not been able to reach the threshold of CNS.

But the sub-journals of the three major periodicals should be random.

The discussion was about to end and everyone thought the meeting was going to disband, but unexpectedly, Man Lun suddenly said, "Next, please allow the fourth group to continue with their presentation of the results for us."

As soon as these words were spoken, everyone's eyes instantly turned to Professor Feist.

Almost everyone has a confused expression on their face.

Because Fiste has just reported it.

Professor Mullen, with his meticulous personality, is almost unlikely to make such a basic mistake.

What is the situation exactly?

However, at this moment, Feist also looked confused.

Who am I?

Where am I?

What do I want to do?

He is very clear that he has no updates to report.

It's not good to explain now, but it's also not good not to explain.

Just at the increasingly awkward moment.

On the conference table, Lu Shixian had already activated the standard microphone installed on the table.

"I'm really sorry for wasting everyone's time."

"But I still hope that everyone can give us a few more minutes for the fourth group."

As soon as the words fell silent, everyone noticed the young man who was speaking at this moment.

"What's going on? Why are there two people reporting on the same group?"

"This is not funny. Today is not April Fool's Day."

"He is the Chinese with great skills!"

His appearance immediately sparked a heated discussion.

At this point, the situation was almost out of control, and the whole venue was bustling like a morning market.

However, both Man Lun and Morti did not say anything, instead they looked at the young man in front of them with amusement, as if they were watching a good show.

Having many years of experience abroad, this situation is just a small issue for Lu Shixian.

He continued calmly, "That's right, after the sequencing was completed, our team discovered some interesting phenomena during the data processing."

"Given the situation, with the consent of Professor Manlin, I temporarily applied for a research topic."

Its name is "A Comparative Study of Chloroplast Genomes and Validation of a New Species in Poaceae Based on Third-Generation Sequencing Technology."

As soon as these words were spoken, the whole room suddenly fell eerily silent.

Comparative studies of chloroplast genomes are one thing, but the validation of new species undoubtedly strikes a chord with everyone.

Of course, this is not to say that discovering new species is a rare occurrence.

To be honest, the academic contribution of discovering a new species is not particularly significant.

On Earth, the diversity of life ensures that every year many new species are discovered, whether they are plants, animals, or microorganisms.

The difficulty of discovering species is related to the taxon, with large animals being the most difficult to find, followed by plants, and insects being the easiest to discover.

According to botanists' estimates, there are approximately 10,000 to 12,000 species of Poaceae plants, among which many new species have not yet been discovered by humans.

This is also why many journals are now mostly indifferent to the results of new discoveries. Even if they are used, they will only be placed in the appendix, for fear of affecting the impact factor.

The key issue, however, is that prior to this, the University of New Zealand had already identified it as a type of European reed.

It refers to Cyperus, a perennial, aquatic, herbaceous plant with erect stems.

Lushixian's judgment, whether right or wrong, is still irrelevant.

But if it is correct, then it indicates that the research process of the University of New Zealand is incorrect.

So with the backdrop of significant attention-grabbing results, their published papers have led to considerable attention from journals.

This is the key to the problem.

At this moment, almost no one in the audience speaks, for fear of interrupting Lu Shixian's speech process.

Many people secretly slapped their thighs, feeling a sense of regret in their hearts, wondering why they hadn't thought of this problem themselves.

Whether due to ideological bias or other reasons, they did not dig deep in this direction.

I think everyone has already researched and released this, so why do this work? It's better to find a new direction.

So the determination of a new species is often instinctively ignored.

As they watched Lu Shimian take control of the situation so quickly, Morty and Manlun both had a satisfied look in their eyes.

And his explanation continues.

"As we all know, the first-generation Sanger sequencing technology relies on the fact that ddNTPs cannot form phosphodiester bonds, thereby interrupting DNA elongation. Therefore, using isotope labeling and autoradiography after electrophoresis allows us to determine the positions of the ATCG bases."
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"The second-generation sequencing utilizes Illumina technology to fragmentize DNA, followed by bridge PCR to form cluster-like structures. Different fluorescent tags are then used to label ATCG bases, and the newly synthesized DNA single strand is confirmed by fluorescent signals to determine the connected bases."

"It's complicated to say, but actually very simple. It's just dividing large pieces into smaller ones, and then after sequencing, splicing them together based on sequence information."

"The third-generation sequencing technology has made a breakthrough based on the previous two sequencing technologies, eliminating the need for PCR amplification and enabling direct sequencing on single molecules. The SMRT or Nanopore technology I previously used is based on the concept of synthesizing and sequencing simultaneously, using four fluorescent markers to represent the four types of nucleotides, and determining the type of nucleotide based on the wavelength and peak of light."

At this point, Lu Shixian has briefly introduced the sequencing principles of the first three generations.

He is certainly not wasting time, but rather making preparations for the subsequent narrative.

"Through the process of comparing with the genome of rice, we discovered that the chloroplast gene function of this new type of gramineous plant is excellent. It is well known that chloroplasts function as the site for starch synthesis through photosynthesis. However, its functionality in terms of growth, development, and differentiation genes is far inferior to that of rice."

"Therefore, our team came up with an idea of using third-generation sequencing technology to reassemble the high-quality chromosome-level genome of this Poaceae plant. Through round-the-clock efforts, we have preliminarily assembled a chromosome-level genome of 2.12Gb in size, which includes 12 pseudo-chromosomes and 29,098 protein-coding genes."

Speaking of this, many people's faces have already become somewhat inexplicable.

Because many people are aware that even without obtaining the experimental results desired, the mere experimental method itself is already a significant scientific achievement.

That's right, in scientific research, not only experimental results can be published in papers, but also a widely used research tool or method can be.

Since this kind of Poaceae plant can be reassembled using third-generation sequencing technology, can't I replace it with Leguminosae, Magnoliaceae, Rosaceae, or directly replace it with animals or microorganisms using this assembly method?

At this moment, almost everyone feels as if they see their thesis beckoning to them.

But it wasn't time to ask questions yet, so everyone waited for Lushi to finish speaking.

"Through phylogenetic and comparative genomic analysis, it was found that this plant underwent a whole-genome duplication after diverging from rice. Meanwhile, we identified the major compounds of chlorophyll in this plant at four stages and their synthesis pathways, and discovered a significant increase in the copy number of glutamate-1-semialdehyde aminotransferase (GSAAT) gene..."

"Finally, I would like to add that based on my judgment, this type of plant is not in the genus of reeds, but is in the genus of wheat grass."

As soon as these words were spoken, it sparked heated discussions once again.

Not only did many graduate students question it, even professors whispered about it.

"This is really outrageous, isn't it?"

“If they were close relatives, I could understand, but the characteristics of the genus Phragmites are too different from the genus Miscanthus.”

"I don't know, is it possible that Dr. Lu made a wrong judgment?"

However, at this moment, Old Man Manlun appeared. He smiled and looked at the bustling conference room, reminiscing about a few days ago when he had the same expression. He couldn't help but sigh.

"It appears that everyone has many questions for Dr. Lu. Since that's the case, let's start the question and answer segment now." Man Lun's proposal was accepted by everyone, and the order at the scene was effectively controlled.

Just a matter of practice. As long as you put in the effort, there will always be a day when you become proficient. This is so much better compared to the uncertainties of scientific research.

However, Lu Shixian has once again lowered their expectations.

"After days of experimentation and observation, the third generation sequencing technology has shown significant advantages compared to the second generation in terms of sequencing read length and sequencing speed, but it still has significant drawbacks in terms of cost and accuracy."

"If Pacbio can be further improved, I have a premonition that the academic community will enter a period of rapid development in whole-genome research."

Liu Shixian's statement is very impartial, without any exaggerated words or affected solemnity.

Associate Professor Ge Wei nodded in satisfaction and said, "Thank you for clearing that up. Although you did not create the third-generation sequencing technology, you are leading the way in its application."

This is already a very high praise, but at this point, it seems so natural to everyone.

There's no way, because the technology is just emerging, even the instrument manufacturers are still constantly exploring.

Many people haven't even figured out how to operate it, so it's completely impossible for them to study advanced applications.

At this moment, regardless of how Phi's feels, Irving, who is standing behind him, is also not feeling too well.

To be honest, deep down inside, he has always believed that he is stronger than Lu Shixian.

I am already an assistant professor at Yale University, while Lu Shixian is still just a postdoctoral researcher.

Owen stared intently at the currently prominent Lu Shixian, with several questions lingering in his mind.

Why does he always come up with new achievements?

Why has his progress been so fast?

Is he really a genius?

Irving is starting to gradually face reality, as he has not heard it through hearsay but has seen with his own eyes how Lushixian has been making a name for himself step by step in the laboratory.

He felt somewhat relieved in his heart. There's nothing more to say about it. Lu Shixian's level is higher than his own, and he continues to improve.

Two more professors replied to inquire about high-quality gene recombination, and finally someone asked about the assessment of new species.

A doctoral student named Luis couldn't help standing up and asking, "Dr. Lu, I have thoroughly studied the research on this grass species by the University of New Zealand on the arXiv website. Based on the samples we obtained, the characteristics are consistent with their conclusion."

"What considerations led you to make this judgment?"
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Lù Shíxiàn did not answer, but politely asked, "Then may I ask, on what traits are you basing your judgment?"

Louis obviously did not speak out of thin air, but really had a genuine understanding, so he quickly gave an answer: "The forms are different, aren't they?"

"Not to mention the obvious differences in floral parts and leaves, the easiest way to distinguish them is that species in the reed genus are hollow as aquatic plants, while those in the sedge genus are solid."

"And the sample we obtained is indeed consistent with the morphology of the reed genus."

Obviously, Luis's explanation has gained the approval of many people. They all nodded in agreement, and their judgment at that time was generally the same as his.

Lu Shixian also nodded, "You're right, but I want to say that while eyes may reveal the truth at any time, they may also deceive us."

"In fact, initially I had the same thoughts as everyone else, but when I compared the genome sequences of the reed, also known as the genus Phragmites, with the genetic map, I discovered something strange. They were not always highly consistent, and there seemed to be a tendency towards transitioning towards the genus Miscanthus. This led me to a hypothesis."

"At that time, in order to confirm this hypothesis, I dissected almost all the samples that could be handled in the laboratory, and discovered a shocking and exciting phenomenon."

"There are some individuals of this plant species whose lower stems are indeed hollow, but a very small portion of the tender stems near the top exhibit a solid central core. This phenomenon undoubtedly confirms the anomaly that I identified during the genomic sequence alignment."

With these words, Merlin has already quickly projected the corresponding high-definition cut image on the screen.

The facts are there, even the most stubborn scholars have to quickly overturn their previous opinions.

There have emerged among fast-thinking professors a proprietary term in their minds.

And Lu Shixian also announced the final answer as if he were declaring it: "There is only one truth!"

"Yes, this new type of grass family plant is indeed the product of distant hybridization. It has overcome huge obstacles such as hybrid incompatibility, lethality and sterility, and rampant segregation, and has moved towards its own brilliant moment."

"And it is not the European bullrush recognized by the University of New Zealand, it is a new species, we are witnessing the emergence of a new species."

"In the future, we can also use it to recreate the evolutionary process of species, which will help us study the wondrous and mysterious journey of biological evolution!"

As soon as the words fell, the professor and the graduate students who were sitting stood up one after another.

Immediately afterwards, an unprecedentedly intense round of applause surged in the conference room.

"I always knew that you would be successful, just like when I first saw you on the video, full of energy and confidence," Professor Mori praised Lu Shixian first.

"Lu! Congratulations on overturning the research findings of the University of New Zealand! Your name will be remembered at this year's annual conference," Professor Manlen continued.

"Your perspective on things is always so astute!" Dr. Louis praised.

At this point, even Fis and Owen, who had been at odds with him before, applauded.

"Regarding your research findings, there are still many details that need to be supplemented, but it has undoubtedly provided an effective foundation for advancing the exploration of the origin and differentiation of Poaceae species, as well as genetic breeding improvements."

At this moment, it's not about winning or struggling, but only about the purest academic exchange.

"Thank you, everyone!" Lu Shixian accepted everything wholeheartedly. This was his well-deserved moment of victory, reflecting the hardships he had persevered through in the past.

But he still remains grateful, "At the same time, I want to especially thank my team members Merlin, Serene, and Bob. Their efforts and contributions are the strongest source of support behind me."

The applause continued, and suddenly someone suggested, "Now you are the discoverer of a new species, and you have the right to name it."

And so, the meeting room immediately erupted with cheers and applause.

Lushixi originally wanted to say that this matter has not been put into writing yet, and will go through formal peer review and public publication.

There is no need to open the champagne ahead of time, otherwise it could be a costly lesson.

But soon, even the big boss of the laboratory spoke up.

In that case, Lu Shixian was being modest. After thinking for a while, he said, "How about we call it European Bulrush?"

This name has undoubtedly been approved by everyone.

Of course, this has absolutely nothing to do with whether Lu Shixian is good at naming or not.

Instead, in the naming of new species, in order to be recognized as valid and registered in the International Code of Nomenclature for algae, fungi, and plants (ICN), it is necessary to adhere to a set of internationally accepted standards and rules.

Lu Shixian ingeniously combined the geographic naming method with Linnaeus' binomial nomenclature to give two different sets of naming rules for the first new species discovered in his life.

Today, after leaving a deep impression on everyone, the meeting was announced to be concluded.

But the entire project team's work is still ongoing.

As Phil said, many of the achievements he has put forward this time require further detail supplementation.

It takes some time and effort to really put it down on paper.

But what's different is that in the past, his team only had a few cats.

And now there are close to ten times the number of scientific researchers serving them as in the past.

During the land period, the solid foundation of the early stage, the concerted efforts of the whole project team, and the confidence from the world-renowned status of Yale University all contributed to this.

Just a short month and a half later, the latest issue of "Science" magazine featured the most sensational achievements in comparative genomics and even plant genetics this year on its cover.

On the cover, a beautiful dahlia and three generations of sequencers are shining together, as if symbolizing the combination of nature and technology.

The name of the paper is engraved in larger font on the side, "Comparative Genomic Study of New Poaceae Species Based on High-Quality Gene Recombination Method using Third-Generation Sequencing Technology".

The correspondence address for the paper is Yale University, and the corresponding author is Riddick Mullen.

While Lu Shixian, accompanied by his three buddies, occupied the front row with the first author's name.

However, unlike the usual papers published in the top journal "Science", half of this paper is dedicated to introducing a research tool called the high-quality gene recombination method using third-generation sequencing technology.

The remaining pages are dedicated to the charm of European bulrush, occupying nearly ten full pages at the end, which is already at full capacity.

There's no other way. This decision was reached after rigorous discussions by the experts in the laboratory.

If you insist on following the same procedure as before with Lu Shixian, it is also feasible to publish a series of results in three separate issues of the journal this time.

But the conclusion that was later obtained is that the two parts complement and complete each other, and it feels like something is missing without either part.

It's better to accomplish everything in one go. If we're going to do it, let's make a big impact. Both the big and small kings should come out at the same time and go for a direct royal flush.
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Finally, it is certainly deserving of its powerful effect.

The cover article from "Science" immediately attracted widespread attention upon its release.

Not to mention dropping a nuclear bomb, at the very least it is equivalent to a depth charge, blasting out a large number of dedicated academic researchers.

Excluding the news from Yale University, biologists from around the world have given high praise to this achievement on social media.

A biologist from the University of Cambridge, Carl Ma Vorno, commented, "Beyond Harvard and MIT, the team from Yale University is leading the way in the field of genetic engineering. Their research has made the biggest contribution to the world by creating a new gene editing tool based on third-generation sequencing technology."

In a certain aspect, this statement is not entirely wrong, but for a prestigious institution in the Lucky Country to mock three American universities in such a way, it seems a bit unnecessary.

Professor Su Xiuwen from Seoul National University, Korea, also appeared to show off some presence: "I believe the University of New Zealand will definitely thank Professor Manlen's team for their research results, so they won't have to be busy withdrawing manuscripts in the future. I also noticed the first author Lu Shixian, who is ranked first in the team. Although I haven't heard of him before, he seems to be a young scholar from our country of Goryeo."

When it comes to the subject of archery, Professor Su might have a natural talent that stands out even more. However, he doesn't have much international recognition, so his words don't garner much attention, and most comments come from local supporters.

Of course, even Lu Shixian didn't expect that there would be such a heavyweight figure speaking up for them.

It is not too exaggerated, and the evaluation of Nobel Prize winner Oliver Smith is very fair.

"According to the research findings from Yale University, we still have a long way to go in the application of third-generation sequencing technology. Undoubtedly, it is a new vessel that can carry us further on the path of gene editing. We have been stuck in the same place for too long, and this is one of the few advancements I have seen in recent years apart from gene scissors. Let us thank the researchers who proposed this idea."

Smith is also a legendary figure, and one of the most memorable moments is probably when he made the journal reviewer publicly apologize.

In addition, he also won the 2007 Nobel Prize in Physiology or Medicine for his pioneering work on the development of gene targeting technology.

His award citation was for a series of groundbreaking discoveries in the field of embryonic stem cells and mammalian DNA recombination.

Smith actually hit the nail on the head. Truth be told, a good universal research tool is often harder to come by than a good research outcome.

Because he had a deep understanding himself, he invented the gene knockout technology.

In the past, the reason for receiving such high praise from this superstar was the recent emergence of the "gene-editing scissors". He also once wrote praising it as a groundbreaking, Nobel Prize-level achievement.

Of course, the achievements of Lu Shixian and his team are still not up to the level of Crispr-Cas9, only because they are in the same research field. This also explains why a Nobel Prize winner would pay such attention to their achievements and personally get involved.

However, achievements at the level of the Nobel Prize are not produced every year. In the absence of significant output from everyone, only the most groundbreaking achievements of the year can be selected. And now, Yale University featured on the cover of "Science", undoubtedly has a good chance.

In the list of authors for the paper, Lu Shixian, who is ranked first, has naturally received a lot of attention.

No other, this represents the contribution.

In general, only key individuals or core figures can be credited in this position, unless under very exceptional circumstances.

The presentation given by Academician Wang Lingling from the Center of Excellence in Molecular and Cellular Science at the Chinese Academy of Sciences was very impressive. She emphasized on the team's exploration of the genetic and molecular mechanisms of soybean haploid induction.

Academician Li Changfeng from the Institute of Genetics and Developmental Biology of Huazhong Agricultural University shared his research findings on chromatin higher-order structures and their epigenetic regulatory mechanisms.

Unlike the wildlife plant protection annual meetings and lectures he attended during his school days, Lu Shixian was deeply fascinated by listening downstairs. At some crucial points, he even wished to rush forward and communicate face to face with them.

It is a pity that these experts are dedicated to research, but due to time constraints, they left the venue shortly after presenting their reports and rushed back to the laboratory.

Quickly, the content of the report for the first day is coming to an end.

Everyone began to leave in an orderly manner. Gu Hongya walked up to Lu Shixian and asked with a smile, "Xiao Lu, you seem very focused. I just walked over here and you didn't even notice. The meeting is over, what are you still thinking about?"

Lu Shixian came to his senses as if just waking from a dream and exclaimed, "I used to not understand, but now that I understand, I realize how truly wonderful it is. Their research in these fields has undoubtedly reached a very profound level, with each conclusion having solid sources and rigorous logical reasoning."

After listening, Gu Hongya felt a bit surprised and asked, "What direction do you want to study in? It seems like you are interested in all of the directions that were just discussed."

"The overall direction is definitely in the field of plant genetics and breeding. As for the specific areas, it's hard to say. I'm actually quite interested in genomics, epigenetics, and developmental genetics. Although I have put a lot of effort into comparative genomics recently and have achieved some results, it still pales in comparison to the research of several academicians." Lu Shixian humbly responded.

Gu Hongya, on the contrary, was laughed at by his modesty: "Hehe, tomorrow you will spend just as much time with them!"
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Because there is another tough battle to fight tomorrow, Lu Shixian quickly bid farewell to Professor Gu and went back to rest alone, without participating in any social activities.

After a silent night, the second day after the opening of the conference quickly arrived.

Lu Shixian styled his hair in a more mature way than usual and dressed in a handsome suit in preparation for his appearance.

According to the meeting schedule, he will be the last to appear in the morning session of the first sub-venue.

At this time, someone has already started to give the first presentation on stage, with the same content as the posters displayed in the exhibition area. The presentation is titled "Whole Genome Sequencing, Assembly, and Whole Genome Gene Map Construction of Phalaenopsis equestris."

The reporter is Professor Huang Qiang from the Peng Cheng Research Institute of Shuimu University.

In fact, anything that can be presented in a report is not easy.

He had already formed an impression before he even spoke, because he had broken many records.

"Sure enough, there are strong players among the strong, and one must not underestimate others. Lu Shixian vaguely remembered that the results mentioned in this thesis report were published in the Nature Genetics journal at the end of last year as the cover paper and received special commendation."

At the same time, it is also the world's first team to complete the whole genome sequencing of orchids. The small butterfly orchid on Lan Island has also become the first succulent plant to have its whole genome sequenced.

It has only been a month since now, so it can be considered a fresh achievement.

Soon, Professor Huang began his presentation. The audience below fell silent, as if preparing to embrace the baptism of knowledge.

"First of all, I would like to express my gratitude to Professor Liu from the National Orchid Conservation Center, as well as the outstanding research teams from the Institute of Botany at the Chinese Academy of Sciences, Huada Research Institute, and Baodao Province Gongcheng University. It is through our collective efforts that we have achieved these results." After thanking everyone, Professor Huang formally began his presentation on the achievements.

"As is well known, orchids are one of the most diverse families in the plant kingdom. They have a unique mechanism to attract insects for pollination, and new species are still being discovered. However, the genetic basis of orchid biodiversity remains a mystery to this day."

"During the sequencing process, the high level of heterozygous regions in the orchid genome posed significant challenges for its whole genome sequencing and assembly. After extensive discussions, the team speculated that these overlapping regions may have arisen from heterozygosity, as they are particularly enriched in genes involved in self-incompatibility pathways."

"From the perspective of the genome sequence, the average intron length of the protein-coding genes in the small Orchid Island butterfly orchid exceeds the average intron length in all plant genomes to date..."

"At the same time, through comparing it with other plants, we discovered a unique ancient polyploidization event in this plant, which may explain why orchids have such a high species diversity. We also found instances of gene duplication and loss of CAM genes, indicating that gene duplication events may have contributed to the evolution of CAM photosynthesis in orchids..."

"We also found that the MADS-box C/D-class, B-class AP3, and AGL6-class genes have undergone amplification, forming diversified families. It is with the help of these genes that the orchid is able to achieve such a highly specialized floral morphology..."

Within a short period of less than thirty minutes, it is impossible to fully present all the results of the thesis. Therefore, the content that appears in the speech is all the essence.

The entire venue, except for the sounds of the presentations, all Lan listen to were the scribbling sounds.

"My presentation concludes here, thank you everyone!" After answering all the questions, Professor Huang's presentation clearly achieved success, resulting in a round of applause from the audience.

Next up is Professor Li Chengping from the College of Life Sciences at Annong University. He will be sharing a modified DNA extraction method for plant genomes that his team published in a journal last year.

Although the level of achievements compared to the previous person has a certain gap, it still holds some significance in its application. Coupled with the endorsement of the hosting party, at the end, everyone in the audience tacitly applauded.

At eleven twenty in the morning, it was finally Lu Shixian's turn to go on stage.

The host begins to introduce: "Now, please welcome Mr. Lu Shixian, the associate researcher of the National Key Laboratory of Plant Genetics at Yale University."

"This is also the last presentation of the morning session in this venue today. The topic of the presentation by Researcher Lu is 'Prospects of Research Based on Third-generation Sequencing Technology.'"

"At the end of last year, Researcher Lu's research team also discovered a new species of Poaceae through a new high-quality gene recombination method. This achievement became the cover article of 'Science' in December of last year."

In fact, whether knowing him or not, everyone had an unforgettable first impression of him at that moment.

He attracted the attention and discussion of the entire audience as soon as he entered the stage.

Because his first impression on people is young, coupled with the achievements in top journals and the position as an associate researcher at Yale University, it creates a strong contrast.

"Wow, this person looks about the same age as my son who just started college."

"Being able to make a name for oneself at Lao Mi's place, and being the first author of a Science cover article, one must have real skills."

"Really amazing! Young people nowadays are quite impressive!"

"Before this, they have already achieved great results. Just not sure when they will return to the country."

At this point, the originally spacious venue also appeared much more crowded than before, clearly indicating that many audience members made a special trip to see this "academic rising star".

The reputation previously established has now received the greatest recognition, with attention far surpassing that of Professor Huang and Professor Li.

Walking onto the stage amid attention and discussion, Lu Shixian remained as calm as still water, truly becoming a player with a big heart.

He had seen even more exaggerated scenes before, so naturally he wouldn't feel any nervousness.

"Hello everyone! I am glad to be here to share and exchange with all of you."

"To be honest, this is my first time truly participating in this kind of academic exchange. I am very grateful for the invitation from the organizing committee."

"I will now give the presentation!"

Lu Shixian's opening was very steady, and he didn't even look like it was his first time standing on the conference stage.

But people have seen too many extraordinary things in him, which has become irrelevant.

Zhang Qifa, Gu Hongya, and others who were familiar with him also sat below, silently listening, hoping that he could hold the audience.

More and more people are coming to see for themselves whether the real person lives up to their reputation with a curious attitude.

Of course, there is also a small number of people who do not know what psychology is, and with a mentality of watching jokes, hope that he will make a fool of himself.

Lu Shixian, unaware of the psychological implications, casually observed as he formally began his presentation.
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"For the second-generation sequencing NGS technology, everyone present is already very familiar with it. Currently, there are not many options available, especially for Illumina sequencing, which has gradually become mainstream due to its high throughput and low cost."

"But with the changing demands, I believe everyone can appreciate that the read length of the second generation is really short, and the regular mode can only measure a length of PE150. In this context, the third-generation sequencing technology has emerged."

After finishing this sentence, many people nodded in agreement, clearly understanding deeply. Here, those who are listening to the report are not all professors or scholars conducting research, but at least they are all relevant professionals.

Lu Shixian did not say anything empty-headed, only those who have truly gotten their hands on the sequencing work can appreciate it personally.

"Xiao Lu's words are indeed truthful. However, at present, the disadvantages of reading long and short can be optimized and improved using software algorithms, and the final result is also quite good," Professor Gu Hongya whispered what most people were thinking in the audience.

No one is afraid of trouble. As people reach a certain age, the motivation to explore new things declines, and they tend to rely on experience to view things, which can lead to an excessive reliance on experience and satisfaction with using old experience and methods to solve problems.

This is also the original thing, as long as it can still be used, almost no one is willing to spend a lot of energy to learn the reason.

Although they said so, no one argued with or interrupted Lu Shixian.

The successful have the power of speech.

People have made new breakthroughs in genetic recombination using third-generation sequencing, and have successfully published their findings in top-tier journals. Whatever they say, it must be true.

Obviously, at this time, in order to attract attention, it is necessary to draw a good-looking and enticing pie.

So Lu Shixian began his operation of drawing cakes.

"First, let me introduce the research I conducted when I was at Yale University."

"As is well known, the essence of the third-generation sequencing technology is to sequence each individual DNA molecule directly without the need for PCR amplification. Based on this feature of third-generation sequencing technology, we have assembled high-quality genomes of dozens of samples and rice based on the unique encoding possessed by effective genes - start codons, stop codons, and coding gene sequence features. We have also mapped the first variation map of the mango genus genome and constructed the world's first high-quality genomic map."

"Then, through systematic phylogenetics and comparative genomics, we have gained an understanding of the basic situation of this plant after distant hybridization, and analyzed the genomic variation process during this process. At the same time, based on the correlation between genomic variation and rice phenotypic data, we have discovered many important trait-related loci that are significantly associated with the phenotype, such as the gene for controlling the chlorophyll synthesis trait, glutamate-1-semialdehyde aminotransferase (GSAAT)..."

"Furthermore, it is through this experiment that we truly understand the genetic variation and species evolution process of a distant hybrid plant. Because it combines the characteristics of the genus Mang and the genus Lu, I later named it European Lu Mang, which is currently registered in the International Code of Nomenclature for algae, fungi, and plants."

Lu Shixian took less than five minutes to give a brief report on the previously published results in Science.

And the atmosphere on site is no longer calm like before, there starts to be some discussion.

People who don't understand may think it's really cool to discover a new species and give it an internationally recognized name!

Professionals who are knowledgeable in the field are considering the potential of this method in other species, or even in other fields, and they keenly perceive the adaptability and development potential of this technology.

No wonder it can make the cover story of Science magazine, it has a bright future.

What Lu Shixian just said was just the appetizer of this presentation. He still has more valuable content to share and is about to answer their questions.

"Below, I will expand and look ahead based on this achievement. Many of the contents are my personal thoughts, not yet verified by experiments, but they still represent my views on the future development direction of third-generation sequencing technology."

Lu Shixian pressed the remote control in his hand, and the PPT on the big screen started to switch, finally displaying a few big characters.

"Big Genome Assembly"

"With the development of genome sequencing technology, the cost of third-generation sequencing technology will decrease significantly, the throughput will increase exponentially, and the read length will also increase at a speed of more than one hundred times."

"In the future, more and more organisms will have their entire genome decoded. When plants with a genome size of less than 2.12Gb, such as European common reed, are studied and completed, I will refer to them as small-genome plants."

"Then the future development trend will gradually shift to large or even super large genomes such as gymnosperms or amphibians and reptiles. I guess there are two reasons for the size of plant genomes."

One is polyploidy or whole-genome duplication, which increases the size of the plant genome. Another reason may be changes in gene copy number, leading to changes in plant genome size, such as repetitive DNA sequences occupying the majority of the genome DNA sequence in most plants, appearing in the form of several million copies.

As soon as Lu Shixian finished speaking, the whole scene fell into shock.

No one is not shocked, as this is quite obvious and not difficult to imagine.

Since plants are capable of high-quality gene recombination and mapping of genome variation, it is not impossible to apply this to animals.

Could humans in turn establish their own high-quality reference genome based on this?

Actually, this is a very serious issue.

Lu Shixian is now proposing this thing, and there are also considerations in this regard.

He was actually the first to propose a new application of third-generation sequencing technology in the United States, but it was also a move born out of helplessness.

The technology was invented by Lao Mi, but even without him, someone else would eventually have developed it. He knew very well that this time was not too late.

Better to be the first person to eat crabs and have the advantage of being the first mover, giving him greater influence.

In this way, it may enable China to join the two most important international alliances in the field of genomics: the International Human Pan-Genome Alliance and the International T2T Genome Alliance.

Even in the future, the important members in it are from foreign universities and research institutes, and our country's research institutions and personnel are not included.

Few people know that just a few years ago, based on the Human Genome Project, the United States officially launched a new major scientific initiative - the Precision Medicine Initiative.

The ultimate goal of this project is to sequence the genome of every individual, also known as the "National Genome Initiative".
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This plan seems nothing special. The Human Genome Project has already been completed, so why worry about sequencing every individual's genome?

But in reality, this is not the same thing at all.

In the past decade, scientists have been using a single human genome sequence to study genomics. This means that the human genome map is still based on the genome of a single individual as a reference standard for detecting genetic variations that lead to diseases.

The National Genome Project belongs to the Pan-Genome Reference Atlas. Its establishment is a milestone achievement in human genomics, which can help scientists and doctors better understand how genome variations affect health and disease, as well as the development of precision medical treatments.

In the future, if all sequencing diagnostic reports for tumors or genetic diseases are based on the human reference genome sequence dominated by foreign countries to determine normal or variant, but the proportion of Asian individuals in the merged human genome sequences is not high.

In other words, when predicting disease risk and diagnosing treatment, there may be significant biases when using this reference group for individuals of Asian descent.

Furthermore, the national gene sequencing program includes the sequencing of the genomes of millions of Chinese people, and the United States has been making various efforts to obtain genetic samples from Chinese individuals.

If the United States succeeds, it is highly likely to create a very awkward and even dangerous situation.

Yes, it's true! Others will understand our genomic makeup better than we do ourselves.

In the field of medical genomics research, genetic disease diagnosis, prediction of common disease risks, genomic variations in tumors, pharmacogenomics, and other aspects will all face the "bottleneck" challenge.

If it is in a more sensitive field, it may even cause greater impact and risk.

Actually, there are people in China who are aware of this issue and have been working on constructing their own reference genome.

For example, "Yanghuang-1", completed on October 11, 2007, was the first standard Chinese human genome sequence map completed after the completion of the international human genome project's 1% task and the international human monomer type chart's 10% task.

Later, many genetic research institutes also carried out similar studies. However, they were limited by the technology of the time, and these reference genomes were not able to be practically applied.

Lushi Xian did not elaborate on these things in detail, as it involves some sensitive content, and he is afraid of causing a negative impact in public, so he dared not take any risks.

But those who can engage in scientific research have higher intelligence, and this level of association does not stump them.

Actually, it's equivalent to saying everything.

So, when it comes to this point, many people have already straightened up and become tense.

After all, the strategic significance of third-generation sequencing technology has become quite remarkable.

"Xiao Lu has given everyone a 'surprise'! After today, I reckon the industry will be flooded with discussions about this technology, and some people might start getting restless again." Academician Zhang Qi smiled bitterly and shook his head.

Speaking of which, ten minutes have passed, and Lu Shixian still has five minutes left for his final presentation.

The remaining ten minutes will be used for audience questions and Q&A.

Lu Shixian was pressed for time, so he quickly switched to the next page of the PPT on the big screen.

The recurring words are: "Whole transcriptome sequencing".

He must articulate and express his core content within this short twenty-minute period.

The academic literacy and verbal communication skills of the presenters are being put to a dual test.

Liu Shixian's voice resonated through the microphone once again in the conference hall.

"The second-generation sequencing technology has limitations on the length of sequencing reads. Therefore, before sequencing, the sample mRNA needs to be fragmented into small fragments, and then the transcripts are identified by aligning or splicing with the reference genome, which will introduce a certain error rate. At the same time, it is also difficult to distinguish differences at the single nucleotide level."

"By using third-generation gene sequencing technology, we can obtain sequencing data with longer read lengths. So, can we directly perform full-length sequencing of the entire mRNA in order to obtain complete information about the transcriptome? This may enable the study of all transcript types and their relative expression levels in specific cells or tissues, rather than being limited to differential expression analysis of a few key genes..."

As time ticked away, Lu Shixian managed to finish talking about this part within the designated time.

Hurriedly taking a sip of water, Lu Shixian finally smiled and addressed everyone, "My presentation ends here."

"I would also like to say something here. The universally recognized principle of resource allocation internationally is first come, first served."

"Seize the initiative, and you seize the future!"

At this moment, the whole venue fell silent.

"Who am I?"

"Where am I?"

"What do I want to do?"

It's not that he is not good at speaking, but his content is simply too amazing.

If it weren't for Lu Shixian's preemptive explanation that this was just a personal prediction and not something that actually exists, the situation would probably have erupted on the spot.

If what he said could all be realized, throwing these things out internationally would not just be a matter of one or two deep water bombs, but would directly become two "nuclear bombs".

Lu Shixian looked at the silent and quiet venue, feeling helpless.

What's going on? Why is there no response at all?

So he picked up the microphone again and continued, "Now it's time for Q&A. If you have any questions about these two parts, feel free to raise them, and let's discuss together!"

"In addition, the prospects for the future application of third-generation sequencing technology extend far beyond what has been mentioned. If anyone is interested, feel free to contact me privately for further discussions."

As soon as the words fell, many biologists stood up reflexively. Their keen intuition made it difficult for them to stay seated, as if a door to a new world of the future had opened again!

This is not good, the situation is too chaotic to control.

"Everyone, please don't rush. Let's take it one at a time," as the increasingly crowded crowd, Lu Shixian, who began to take on the responsibility of acting as a host, said, "Please everyone remain calm, sit down first. Okay, I'll just pick randomly!"

But everything here is temporarily irrelevant to him, as Lu Shixian has already set foot on the return journey to the United States.

His holiday balance is running low and needs to be recharged in a timely manner.

On the flight, Lu Shixian, bored, picked up his phone and started reading the news.

After looking around, Lu Shixi didn't find any trace related to the National Plant Genomics Conference.

It feels like these past few days have been like a dream.

Sure enough, this thing is still far, far away from the masses.

Back to Yale.

The vacation is coming to an end, and Man Lun has already brought him several pieces of good news.

The first piece of news is that he has already received the Life Science Breakthrough Award from last year's Scientific Breakthrough Award on behalf of the team at the organizing committee.

Now the three million meters of gold prize has been in place, the laboratory will strictly distribute bonuses to each person according to their project contribution weight, and his weight is very high.

This is undoubtedly an exciting news, Lu Shixian immediately smiled happily.

The second piece of news is that, based on his contributions in the field of genetics and his immense potential, the American Genetic Society has decided to admit him as a member.

This is irrelevant to Lu Shixian. Being a member does not limit him in any way, but instead enhances his voice.

Not to mention, he also received a full postdoctoral scholarship from the Genetics Society last year.

As the seed germinates, the stem cells inside the root start to undergo different cell division processes, including various cell layers such as the central stele..."

"We use a variety of breeding algorithms to adapt to the conditions of maximum fitness, minimum fitness, and intermediate fitness, selecting the most suitable seeds for breeding a certain number of offspring, in order to obtain stem cells that are more representative and diverse..."

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In fact, when one delves deep into knowledge, it is not easy to truly engage in pure academia as it is likely to be influenced by various factors.

This is also the reason why he has been focusing more on researching theory rather than technology abroad.

"This discovery is very important, indicating that we have further narrowed down the scope of research. At least we can speculate that there is a presence at this location that continues to influence the invasion of BMV virus. This undoubtedly proves that our initial research direction is correct," Merlin said as she conducted a meticulous analysis in the core research group.

"Lu, how do you say it? We have already completed the first step of the research, do you have a plan for the next step?" Bella's idea was somewhat impulsive as she directly asked Lu Shixian.

"I can responsibly tell you that our project information has been leaked, and we have many unknown competitors."

"Watson!" Bella exclaimed, losing all her ladylike demeanor, "This is really not good news."

"I have been staying up late every night recently. Do you know how much torture this is for a lady?"

Ignoring her complaints, Lu Shixian took the experiment data and their processing results from here and started his own work.

His research work, no matter how much or how little, will always serve as a supplement and validation to the output of the core research group.

It is obvious that they did not use an endogenous promoter, but instead used the Arabidopsis UBIQUITIN10 promoter to introduce the DNA sequence of the target gene CDS region of the BMV virus construct and expressed it in Arabidopsis.

According to experimental data, it is demonstrated that after the virus penetrates the first layer of protective cell wall in plants, it quickly spreads within the plant. However, once it reaches the base of the apical meristem, the rate of diffusion is significantly inhibited.

But the conclusion of the first article is that there is a complementary relationship between WUS protein and STM protein.

"The task of the second phase is to determine the inhibitory effect of WUS protein on the quantity of virus particles."

"The task of the third stage is to demonstrate the universality and commonality of the WUS protein's immune function against stem cell viruses."

Upon hearing Lu's words, everyone quickly composed themselves and prepared to undertake the next research task.

In fact, Lu Shixian still has more to say.

But you can't eat a meal and become a big fat person, the current workload is already enough for them to spend a long time.

The operational mechanism of WUS protein inhibiting virus synthesis has been cracked. It was found that by inhibiting the methyltransferase that regulates ribosomal RNA processing and ribosome stability, this regulatory factor can inhibit virus protein synthesis.

The core research group detects plants by increasing or decreasing the amount of endogenous WUS protein in stem cells.

The experimental data indicate that if the WUS protein is successfully expressed ectopically in Arabidopsis leaves, the plant is not infected by BMV virus.

However, if WUS protein is degraded in plant stem cells, it will cause rapid spread of BMV virus in the entire apical meristem tissue.

The results of the positive and negative control experiments have undoubtedly confirmed the crucial role of the important immune factor WUS in the natural immune process of plants.

As for the tasks of the third stage, it will be necessary to introduce other types of viruses for validation, in order to verify its broad spectrum.

Because the experimental process is almost several times longer than the previous one, it will take a considerable amount of time to complete, so it is not finished yet.

As the upcoming experiments are mostly repetitive, there's no need for Lu to keep staring at them.

If plant stem cell research is considered the core of plant developmental biology, then the STM protein and WUS protein are at the very core of studying the regulatory mechanisms of plant stem cells.

They attract everyone's attention like superstars, but seem distant and unapproachable.

But if we conquer them, we can advance freely and go straight to the heart of the matter, wiping them out completely.

The tricky part is that previous attempts have been made but all failed experiences have been hidden, and no one has provided effective strategies for her, nor is there any reference information available.

Yes, there is little research on the regulatory mechanism of the interaction between WUS protein and other factors, which ultimately jointly activate and maintain the activity of stem cells.

The current mainstream view in the academic community is that the regulatory pathways mediated by STM protein and WUS protein in stem cells are either independent or complement each other. There is no research suggesting a direct interaction between the two.

But Lu Shixian did not think so. He believed that since someone described cells as sophisticated instruments, the components inside them could not exist separately from the whole. There must be an undiscovered way in which they interact with each other.

There are already natural phenomena that can prove his viewpoint.

That is, under natural conditions, it is generally difficult for mature roots and leaves to regenerate new shoots and form new plants.

However, if the expression level of the WUS gene is artificially increased in plant cells, mature plant organs and tissues will still grow new shoots.

This fully illustrates that WUS protein is a key factor in activating and regulating plant stem cells, and it is a core cellular factor.

But only with it alone, it definitely cannot work well, there must be other key factors interacting with it to produce this effect.

However, how do they actually communicate with each other and what channels do they use for coordination?

Lu Shixian ultimately came up with a method that wasn't exactly a method, which was to use protein interaction screening experiments to screen for proteins that interact directly with WUS. This would allow for the direct identification of new WUS interacting factors.

And incidentally, clarify the genetic pathways and molecular mechanisms it uses to regulate the activity of stem cells at the shoot apical meristem.

Actually, to say that he came up with it is not accurate.

After all, similar ideas have been proposed before, but they were only briefly mentioned and hindered by the technological limitations at that time, thus not being applied in practice.

Later, it remained unnoticed until Lu Shixian sparked a research boom in natural antiviral immunity of stem cells.

Although the advice is not very good, since no one else wants it, he reluctantly takes it for his own use.

Although he doesn't want to admit that he did not make advance preparations, the key to completing this plan is the co-immunoprecipitation (co-ip) technique that only emerged this year.

Simply put, the principle of co-immunoprecipitation (co-ip) technology relies on the specificity between antibodies and antigens.

This should be easy to understand.

It is to use the specific antibodies of the target protein to indirectly capture the protein that binds to the specific target protein, and to determine the physiological interaction between the two proteins in the intact cell.

Before the emergence of co-IP technology, it was necessary to obtain stable transformed plants expressing both proteins in order to screen and validate potential interacting proteins in plants. However, this method had many limitations and was inefficient.

Demand drives supply; this statement is not made lightly.

So, through collaborative efforts, a system for instant expression was invented to rapidly express target proteins and detect protein interactions.

The commonly used plant transient expression system involves injecting a mixture of Agrobacterium strains containing plasmids expressing interacting proteins into Nicotiana benthamiana leaves. After the transient expression of plant proteins, co-IP technology can be used to validate protein interactions in plants.

The completion and regulation of various basic functions of cells are inseparable from the mutual interactions between proteins. It can be said that they even participate in almost all important life activities.

Therefore, studying protein interactions is certainly not a futile approach.

This is also one of Lu Shixian's carefully prepared new strategic weapons to defeat the enemy.

But having weapons alone is not enough, they also need to be used by skilled individuals. Otherwise, even the most advanced weapons will just gather dust in the warehouse.

The top priority now is to send several key members of the team to learn co-IP technology.

Lu Shixian can naturally use it, but he can't explain it.

This technology just came out this year, and he has been staying in the laboratory recently. Unless he has the technique of creating clones to explain how he learned this new technology in just a few weeks, it seems unbelievable.

But this also means that the project has come to a standstill.

Lu Shixian was psychologically prepared for this early on, so what else can he do?

He didn't plan to waste any more time on this project, as it would only be a waste of time.

Apart from those few "laborers in the laboratory" who were sent out for training, he gave the other team members a long vacation, and the laboratory, which was originally bustling, suddenly became deserted.

Lu Shixian is ready to relax and have some fun for himself.

His idea of fun is attending lectures.

That's right, he's going to explore Rossman's post.

As the head of the Department of Cell Biology at Yale University, he is one of the very few scholars in the United States who, after winning the Nobel Prize, continues to teach on campus.

Quickly inquired and found out that Rosman's recent specialized course is starting this afternoon at 3:30 pm.

Lu Shixian entered a teaching building at Yale University for the first time since he enrolled.

Of course, it's more like a public class than a professional class.

Who made Rossmann's name so resounding? Is there a better way to learn than listening to a Nobel Prize winner's lecture in the classroom?

Yale must have done its homework in advance. Just the size of this classroom is almost the same as a large conference room.

At this moment, the inside is already packed with nearly hundreds of students.

They are all looking forward to Rosman's arrival.
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Five minutes before the class, Rosman walked into the classroom with a book titled "Cell Signaling."

His figure is a bit chubby, but still well-proportioned. The suit on his body is a bit puffy, but it's this that gives him a unique charm.

Rosman glanced at the watch on his left wrist and then said, "It's almost time. Let's start the lesson now."

He continued, holding up a book in his hand, and said, "The content of today's lesson is as you can see. I must clarify in advance that this coursework is not what you currently require to study. However, I believe it will be very useful for you."

"Of course, if you're not interested in this content, there's no need to waste your time here. You can leave now."

"Don't worry, this won't affect your GPA, and I won't mind. After all, the classroom is still quite crowded."

As the words fell, laughter erupted in the classroom, but no one left.

The opening remarks were quite distinctive, and Lu Shixian also experienced his unique style for the first time.

Rothman has publicly shared his view on science, believing that the essence of innovation is rooted in the scientific method.

The greatest scientific discovery is the invention of the scientific method, because it has infinite potential, limited only by human imagination.

Rossman actually attaches great importance to supporting the growth of young scientists and has encouraged young people to explore freely and not always listen to the opinions of senior scientists.

In the scientific community, in addition to professional academic research, there are actually some very interesting research topics.

For example, since the first Nobel Prize was awarded in 1901, more than a hundred years have passed.

Based on this historical period, some have proposed the concept of a Nobel Prize family tree based on the study of scientists' lineages.

So far, Rosman is the lowest level of the lineage of the apprenticeship system.

If traced back gradually to its origin by him.

It was probably his mentor Arthur Kornberg when he was at Stanford University. He is known as the "father of DNA enzymology" and was also the co-recipient of the 2006 Nobel Prize in Physiology or Medicine.

Further up is Fritz Albert Lipmann, who discovered "coenzyme A" and was the recipient of the Nobel Prize in Physiology or Medicine in 1953.

Progressing upwards, you will eventually discover that the end of the chart leads to Adolf von Baeyer, the recipient of the Nobel Prize in Chemistry in 1905.

Similar examples of the continuation from teacher to student, and passing down through generations, are naturally not limited to just this one example.

This study, although not of much academic significance, at least demonstrates something.

Great teachers do produce outstanding students; behind every great teacher, there is the rise of a group of talented individuals.

Therefore, from this perspective, the work Rosman is doing now is, to a certain extent, more meaningful than his work in the laboratory.

Rothman was awarded the Nobel Prize for "revealing the precise control mechanism of cell transportation."

In the field of cell biology, it is hard to find someone who is more knowledgeable than him among the current biologists.

The cell signaling refers to the process in which cells sense the stimulation of information molecules through the cell membrane or intracellular receptors, undergo signal transduction system transformation within the cell, and ultimately impact cellular biological functions.

In this cell biology course, Rosman did not simply focus on the processes and principles of conduction, but instead expanded into the next dimension, cell communication.

Cellular signal transduction is not something that should be learned at this age. In other words, Rosman has further elevated the level beyond what is already beyond the curriculum.

As a result, a phenomenon has emerged where, apart from self-taught or students who have already learned relevant content, many of the curious students who come to listen appear to be hearing gibberish, with the information going in one ear and out the other, leaving them bewildered.

"Cellular communication is actually quite similar to human social communication." Rossman then gave a vivid example: "The first and main way is through chemical signaling molecules, which is somewhat similar to how we communicate through telephones."

"The signal transmitter emits light signals, which are then converted into sound signals by the signal receiver. In contrast, signal cells emit chemical signals, which are received and recognized by target cells through receptor proteins, eventually eliciting a response."

"The other two modes of communication are through adhesion or binding between surface molecules of adjacent cells, and adhesion between cells and the extracellular matrix. Among these three modes, only the first one does not require direct contact between cells. It relies solely on the contact between ligands and receptors to transmit information, which is why it is the most commonly used mode of communication in animals and plants."

"So now we have finally come to the crucial topic that I need to emphasize, intracellular molecular signaling."

At this moment, many people have already opened their mouths and don't know what to say.

After talking for so long, I finally got to the point.

Rosman continued to explain, "Stimuli from the extracellular environment can be transmitted to the inside of the cell through various signaling pathways, thereby activating different transcription factors to regulate the growth, differentiation, and functional activity of the cell. Among them, the Ca2+ pathway, Ras pathway, cAMP pathway, and NF-kB pathway are the four main ones."

"In recent years, research on cell signaling pathways in the world mainly focuses on the Ca2+ signal transduction pathway and its corresponding protein molecules. For example, PKC (protein kinase C), CaM (calmodulin), CaMK2 (Ca2+/calmodulin-dependent protein kinase II), as well as important breakthroughs have been made in the Ras pathway with proteins such as Vav, Rap, Crk, and C3G."

At this point, Rossman suddenly asked inexplicably, "Has anyone here understood what I just said?"

As soon as the words fell, everyone looked at each other. Although they wanted to show off, they knew that pretending to know something they didn't would have serious consequences if they were found out.

In the end, in the spacious classroom, only a few people, barely ten, raised their hands.

Just by observing their hairlines, it seems that these individuals have long surpassed the realm of undergraduate students.

Rosman didn't mind either, saying in a very casual tone, "It's good if not many people can understand."

"Because this is already an almost outdated result."

"At Yale, a young scholar from China is likely to rewrite the content that has already been written in textbooks."
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In the audience, Lu Shixian was almost about to cover his face and escape.

He could feel Rosen's high expectations for him, but currently he is still making no progress, and the project has almost come to a standstill.

If he didn't feel that the content of this class might be of great help to him, he might have left directly.

Rosman's achievements in biology today may rely on his previous research in the field of medicine.

The booming development of the medical field today cannot be separated from the contribution of biology. The various disciplines in basic medicine and cell biology permeate and intersect with each other, requiring a clarification of the phenomenon of life in their respective research fields at the cellular level.

Cell communication has now been included in the field of medicine, and the achievements in medicine far exceed those in biology.

Lu Shixian suddenly felt that this was unfair, since medicine could thrive with the foundation of biological theory.

On the other hand, why not utilize advanced medical research theories to study biology?

At this moment, Lu Shixian discovered the biggest problem he currently faced.

That is, although I have always claimed to have a wide range of research areas, I have still been rotating in the field of biology.

Still using purely biological methods to study the problem.

He suddenly realized and had a new perspective.

Although it's just a rough idea, it's really valuable to some extent.

Unable to finish listening to this class, Lu Shixian went straight to the stem cell research center.

Lin Haifan, despite researching on stem cells, also teaches at Yale.

However, he does not belong to the biology department.

Lu Shixian was told a fun fact a long time ago, that Lin Haifan is actually a big shot at the medical school.

A person holds multiple positions, including professor in the Department of Cell Biology at the Medical School, professor in the Department of Genetics, and even professor in the Department of Obstetrics and Gynecology and the Department of Dermatology.

For this reason, Lu Shixian subconsciously believes that Roseman or Kuri will provide him with greater help in terms of biology, so he rarely seeks to discuss academic issues with him.

It seems that I have undoubtedly made a big mistake.

Although Lin Haifan has not won any world-renowned awards, he soon became a member of both houses in the United States as an ethnic Chinese, and his academic achievements may not be lower than the other two advisors.

But at least there is a chance and time for remedy.

Fortunately, he and Lin Haifan are already very familiar with each other, and their relationship is equivalent to that of old friends, so there is no need for any unnecessary actions.

Lu Shixian made a phone call, and soon the two of them met in Lin Haifan's office.

He said in a inquiring tone, "Professor Lin, I'm here today to seek your advice on a professional matter."

This question immediately made Lin Haifan laugh, causing the latter to smile and ask, "Xiao Lu, your level in plant biology is not much lower than mine. I feel ashamed of your consultation."

Lu Shixian shook his head and said, "That's not the case. The biological approach is currently not feasible. I want to try the medical approach."

"I would like to ask, how is the intracellular immune regulation mechanism studied in the field of medicine, similar to the interaction between various cell factors in plant stem cells."

Lin Haifan was a little surprised: "Xiao Lu, you have quite a wild way of doing things!"

"Previously, I mostly heard about people using biological methods to study medicine, but you instead use medical methods to study biology?"

"However, these two research subjects are too different. Medical research mainly focuses on tumor cancer cells, while the one you are currently researching is plant viruses."

Lu Shixian nodded in understanding, "In other words, I want to see if the research methods from two different fields can give me some inspiration."

At these words, Lin Haifan did not hesitate. After a moment's thought, he said, "The professional terminology in the two fields is different. I think you should be talking about the human immune response, right?"

Its process is probably that after foreign pathogens invade the human body, the immune system will respond specifically to them, eventually clearing the pathogens, which is similar to the natural antiviral immunity of plants that you are currently studying.

"I think you must have studied it before. The core of the specific immune response actually involves the participation of T cells and B cells in the immune reaction. Both types of cells are lymphocytes in the immune system. B cells are the main cells that produce antibodies, and antibodies can bind to pathogens and prevent them from further harming the human body. T cells are mainly divided into CD4+ T cells and CD8+ T cells."

"CD4+ T cells can differentiate into subgroups such as helper T cells, memory T cells, and regulatory T cells. The main function of helper T cells is to promote the production and enhance the activity of B cells and the production of antibodies. Memory T cells can rapidly expand and continually produce immune responses, providing protection for the next encounter with similar antigens. CD8+ T cells have a relatively simple function, mainly responsible for clearing infected cells."

As he spoke, Lin Haifan chuckled to himself, saying, "As for the interplay you mentioned, to be honest, this question you raised could be considered a cutting-edge hot topic even within the medical field."

"Traditionally, it was believed in the academic community that CD4+ T cells mainly play an assisting role in the response of CD8+ T cells through the mediation of CD4+ Th1 cells. Follicular helper CD4+ T cells (TFH) can effectively promote B cell antibody-mediated immune responses."

"But after extensive research, it was found that TFH cells in the body of tumor patients have a strong correlation with patient prognosis and long-term survival. However, the role of TFH cells in anti-tumor immunity in the body is still unclear. Similarly, B cells, as antigen-presenting cells, have also been studied very little regarding their role in anti-tumor immunity in the body."

He continued to shake his head and said, "So the ideas I can provide you with are actually very limited. However, I saw an interesting article in the latest issue of The Lancet before, maybe it would be helpful for you."

"The research team designed a new mouse tumor model to express novel antigens recognized by B cells and T cells. Subsequently, they analyzed the response of tumor antigen-specific B cells and CD4+ T (TFH) cells in tumor-draining lymph nodes and tumor tissue using corresponding transgenic mouse models expressing B cell receptors (BCR) and T cell receptors (TCR)."

"Finally, it was discovered that presenting tumor antigens on B cells can promote the differentiation of tumor-specific TFH cells. It can enhance the anti-tumor CD8+ T cell response through TFH producing IL-21, and achieve the goal of controlling tumor growth."

Over here, Lin Haifan is still explaining as if he is in the classroom.

At the halfway point of speaking, I looked up only to see him turning and running away.

"Really? What's going on with you?" Lin Haifan asked loudly.
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But then came Lu Shixian's crazy response.

"Haha, I know, I know... A small use might require a big use..."

Can only survive if crazy.

Just now, when Lin Haifan mentioned the new mouse tumor model, a sudden inspiration flashed through his mind like lightning.

This feeling, he experienced it when he was studying inflammation during his time at Yan University and fell while running.

Speaking of which, this coincidence is quite interesting.

That article, "The Role of a GPCR in Cellular Immune Function Regulation Under Inflammatory Conditions," can be considered a biomedical content.

And he is now inspired, precisely from biomedical science.

This also highlights the importance of academic communication and exchange.

If he is left alone in the laboratory to tinker with his own inventions, he probably would never think of checking the papers on The Lancet for the rest of his life.

I can't keep up with the number of papers produced in life sciences every year, let alone find time to read papers from other fields.

Lu Shixian has been tortured by his research ideas for too long.

He hasn't experienced this kind of feeling of having no clue for a very long time.

So this is also why investigating the method is more important than investigating the results.

In a sense, the research method determines the scientific research.

If we say that induction gives rise to classical science, and that hypothesis deduction gives rise to relativity theory, then systematic approach gives rise to modern science.

From the perspective of the history of the development of modern natural sciences, research methods play an important role in the development of disciplines.

Many scientists actually attach great importance to the scientific discussion of research methods, and even believe that everything related to theoretical discussion can be attributed to scientific exploration of research methods.

The scientific experimental method advocated by scientists such as Galileo and Bacon not only laid a solid foundation for modern natural science, but also achieved victory in the fierce struggle between natural science, theology, and empirical philosophy.

The improvement of research methods has, to some extent, even brought about the improvement of an entire discipline.

For example, since the beginning of classical economics, with the help of mathematical methods, the logic of economic theory development has become more clear, precise, and rigorous.

The development of disciplines such as astronomy, mechanics, and physics has also had a profound impact on the development of economics, making the research content more extensive and the research perspectives more profound.

Nowadays, interdisciplinary collaboration and integration are becoming increasingly stronger, and the development of science is presenting a trend towards hybridization and holism.

One of the important reasons is the mutual reference and mutual promotion of research methods.

"Innovation in research methods will provide powerful support for the theoretical development of various disciplines!"

Lu Shixian remembered the words he had heard in a previous academic lecture.

He didn't believe before.

As the saying goes, a summer insect cannot speak of ice. If the paths are different, they cannot work together. They are not of the same category, so how can they be connected?

But today he believed!

He actually found a method to study the natural immunity of plant stem cells from medical research methods.

However, in order to fully apply it to biology, some technical modifications need to be made.

He has found the direction leading to the front, and now it's time to pave the way according to the local conditions.

Such a professional question, Lu Shixian wouldn't ponder alone.

After one week, with the preparation and further improvements made during these seven days.

He, in his capacity as the person in charge, convened the first academic advisory group meeting of the project team.

Conference theme: Research on the natural immune regulation mechanism of plant stem cells.

Attendees: Nobel Prize laureate Rossman, World Food Prize laureate Kuri, future member of the National Academy of Sciences of the United States Lin Haifan, as well as current...

He is considered a renowned young biologist.

Meeting location: A nondescript bachelor apartment near Yale University.

"Huh? Xiaolu, your apartment is quite spacious and the location is not bad. It must cost quite a bit for a year," Lin Haifan was the first to arrive and expressed his opinion after taking a look around.

Speaking of Lu Shixian, his heart is bleeding. In order to rent this apartment, he spent a lot of time, effort and money.

Even in the city, a study has been set up, but the apartment mostly serves as a dormitory for sleeping.

Next, as an academic enthusiast, Curry quickly responded, "Hurry up! Lu, I can't wait to hear about your findings."

Finally, Rosman arrived. Since receiving the 2013 Nobel Prize, he has been so busy with trivial matters that ordinary people rarely get to see him.

Landshixian is a very rare exception.

In fact, he just asked his assistant to cancel several important meetings in the afternoon in order to attend this small meeting with only four people in this small place.

Lu Shixian, as the host and initiator of the conference, also moonlighted as a waiter.

Due to time constraints, there was even no time to boil water, so the only thing prepared for each person was plain cold water.

But at this moment, no one is paying attention to this.

At this time, Professor Curry looked the most anxious, hesitating to speak several times.

In fact, the most curious one should be Lin Haifan, he watched Lu Shixian run away with his own eyes, but he didn't know what he was thinking.

Rosman had experienced a similar situation before and remained the calmest, even taking the time to savor the taste of lukewarm tea.

Lu Shixian took a deep breath and organized his thoughts. He looked at the three academic authorities in their respective fields and said, "Professor Rossman, Professor Curry, and Professor Lin, welcome to my humble abode."

"The reason I gathered everyone here today is because it seems that I have found a method to unlock the secret of natural antiviral immunity in plant stem cells. Next, I will give a brief presentation on the research methods I have in mind."

"Everyone can speak freely and provide valuable opinions."

In fact, no one was speaking; everyone was waiting for him to uncover the truth.

So he continued, "In the past, classic plant disease resistance models were mainly divided into two types. One is PTI, which is the immune response model induced by pathogen-related molecular patterns, and the second is ETI, which is the immune response model triggered by effectors."

As of this year, 2015, according to my statistics, a total of 296 virus genes have been identified and cloned. Based on the published research papers related to disease-resistant genes, I have categorized and summarized them into nine models.

"Their recognition is triggered by the direct interaction between pathogen effectors and cell surface RLK/RLP receptors, the recognition triggered by the binding of cell surface RLK/RLP receptors with host components mediated by effectors, or modification of host components mediated by effectors, and the recognition triggered by the direct interaction between pathogen-derived molecules and NLR."

The sound of Lu Shixian's voice came from the apartment, sounding as if he was speaking nonchalantly.

But in fact, this condensed his efforts of the entire week.

He has reviewed the sum of hundreds, if not thousands, of documents over the past several decades.
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It's okay. The people present are all experts, and they quickly recognized the value of his narrative.

"Lu, if you organize and refine these contents properly, you should be able to submit a comprehensive review paper to a very good journal." Curry affirmed the work Lu was currently doing, saying, "This is not a simple matter. You must have prepared for this for a long time."

"In fact, no, I only started this job last week and just finished it today. However, this is not the main topic I want to talk about today," Lu Shixian said frankly.

Lin Haifan can be said to be a witness because he has not seen any human figures since Lu Shixian left his office a week ago, until today.

Obtaining such academic results within seven days is undoubtedly a challenging task.

"The intensity, you are even more crazy than I was when I was young," Lin Haifan sighed, and continued, "The groundwork has been laid out, now you can share your final thoughts."

Rosman, Kuri, and Lin Haifan all restrained their smiles and prepared to listen attentively to the valuable information he was about to share.

"My train of thought came from a medical paper on tumor immunology interactions that Professor Lin mentioned to me in The Lancet a week ago. Later, I found the original article and studied it carefully, and I discovered that the research team had ingeniously created a new research method in a very clever way." Despite not having rested well for several days, Lu Shixian was becoming more and more spirited and energetic at this time.

"Subsequently, by introducing B cell-T cell recognizing antigens, they designed and established a new tumor model for studying the interaction between B cells and TFH cells. This study, for the first time, analyzed the molecular and cellular mechanisms of the interaction between B cells and TFH cells in a tumor model, revealing the crucial role of antigen recognition by B cells and T cells in inducing the collaboration between B cells and TFH cells, and confirming the important anti-tumor mechanism of IL-21, a cytokine derived from TFH cells."

"My idea came from this, their extremely brilliant operation inspired me. The organ tissues, immune systems, and even the cell compositions of plants and human beings are indeed very different, but no matter how different they are, they all have one common characteristic, which is the complete cellular structure."

"So, my idea is to use these nine plant disease resistance models as a basis, with the disease resistance values of 296 virus genes as a database, to construct a unified disease resistance model that not only encompasses stem cells but even the entire plant immune system."

In my design, the ultimate goal is to achieve the following effect: With this disease resistance model, as long as we input the name of a pathogen and a certain cytokine, it will automatically generate the names and numerical values of all related cytokines.

"Next, I will focus on elaborating on the initial design concept of this disease resistance model."

"Plants have the potential to continuously develop and grow new organs and tissues due to their totipotency. Therefore, as long as the pathogen cannot spread extensively throughout the plant system, local viral infections will not pose a significant threat to the plant's survival."

"Based on this, can semi-virulent pathogens be used to infect plants, so that ETI can prevent the systemic spread of pathogens through the LAR mechanism, creating a state where both the plant and the pathogen can survive, which I call a relative equilibrium."

"Later, based on the balanced state, we continuously disrupt this equilibrium by adjusting the immunogen or the immune cell factor within a controllable range, to activate a strong immune response in plants or trigger the NLR activity in immune suppressive cells, and finally we attempt to restore the equilibrium in the same manner..."

"During the continuous balance and non-balance processes, we are able to collect a large amount of relevant cytokine data, until the data can establish a plant disease-resistant model that encompasses all immune mechanisms."

According to my calculation, theoretically, as long as the database is large enough, the overall model fitting degree will be more accurate, and thus closer to the true native cellular environment.

Speaking of this, Lu Shixian finally felt thirsty, picked up the water on the table, and drank it.

At the same time, drinking water also serves as a tactical retreat strategy move. Taking advantage of this time, he really wants to see the evaluations of several authoritative figures in the academic community regarding his ideas.

Professor Rosman looks serious and focused when pondering academic issues, and always likes to stroke his gradually shining forehead with a serious and rigorous attitude.

"I have to say, your problem-solving approach is clever and deserves applause. It's obvious that as long as this unified model that Lu proposed can be established, it undoubtedly means that the mystery of the entire plant immune mechanism will be revealed before us. From then on, there will be no more secrets in front of humankind." Professor Rosman quickly understood his idea and gave a certain degree of acknowledgment, but at the same time, he also raised his own questions.

"In theory, I can't find a complete refutation to your argument, but that's only in theory. In practice, I don't think it will be so straightforward."

Lu, I want to ask you, how should we collect and record such an immense amount of data? Even if you solve these two problems, how will you then process this massive data flow and establish the unified model you mentioned?

"The prospects of your plan are indeed immense to the point of being beyond comparison, which will make the world amazed and impressed. However, have you considered the feasibility of the plan beforehand? You should understand that a plan that cannot be implemented is just empty talk."

Rosman deserves all the glory that shines so brightly and makes many people feel inferior, pointing out the mistakes in Lu Shixian's imagination.

Of course, perhaps you could not call it a serious mistake, but at the very least, it is definitely a loophole.

Nobel Prize big shots personally questioned, neither Curry nor Lin Haifan dared to speak, just waiting to see Lu Shixian and waiting for his response. Will it end here?

Lu Shixian dared to initiate this, so naturally he must have made sufficient preparations.

Since failing the written test for the junior class, he never goes into battle unprepared.

He is like an indomitable cockroach, still clinging to his beliefs.

"Professor Rossman, please allow me to answer your first question first," Lu Shixian put down his water cup and continued charging into the battlefield from behind cover.

The only difference this time is that Yale didn't assign any tasks, everything was voluntary.

Because many of the team members who are familiar with Lu Shixian are currently studying or working at Yale University, his story is widely circulated at Yale.

Many students even asked for leave specifically to come and see this influential figure from China.

Therefore, Lu Shixian did not rely too much on prepared speeches, and instead treated it as a research experience sharing session.

The content above is too professional, and it can be said that most people don't understand what he is talking about, so it is not very useful here.

"I'm glad to see so many people here at today's press conference. Whether you are here out of a pursuit for knowledge in science or out of curiosity about me, I believe today will not disappoint you."

"Despite achieving some success in comparative genomics through the use of third-generation gene sequencing technology, I have never stopped thinking about conducting the research I want to do. This is how the Sina model, which you can now see in Cell, came to be."

"To be honest, I don't understand mathematics, but that doesn't stop me from designing it and bringing it to life with the help of Professor Mozhah and Professor Brandon. The fundamental source of the Sun Compass model actually comes from the establishment of cellular homeostasis, and the idea of the latter actually comes from Professor Lin Haifan's inspiration in medicine, and my particular interest in medicine comes from a lecture by Mr. Rosman."

Lu Shixian mentioned several people who were all in the academic lecture hall at this time. They were either the first authors or the individuals mentioned in the acknowledgments of the paper, which attracted a lot of attention from the audience.

Many people seem to have lost focus, while Lu Shixian begins to wrap up with a smile.

"Thus, my final research on plant antiviral gene breeding gathered knowledge from cell biology, plant pathology, genomics, and genetic breeding."

"I've said so much, but what I really want to say is: don't forget the place you most want to go, and don't be captivated by the scenery around you. Every step you take along the way will be a giant leap forward in the future."

"So, does every coincidence ultimately lead to fate?"

The theme of the academic achievement conference is, of course, academic in nature and will not deviate from this focus.

As a senior member who has made outstanding contributions to the team, I am also the first author with a very high ranking.

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After he stepped down from the stage, Lin Haifan gave him a thumbs-up from below.

At the end of each year, it is also the time for award season.

This is not only a summary of the past, but also a way to inspire more people to constantly pursue excellence.

The success stories and experiences of the award winners will continue to inspire others, leading to more people putting in greater efforts across various fields of work.

In terms of social development and progress, this has very positive significance.

Yale is still in action, spending a considerable amount on award fees to help Lu Shixian compete for the Dan David Prize.

Recently, this award gave one of the nomination places for the Future Award to Lu Shixian.

The David Gemmell Award may not be well known among the public, but that doesn't mean it's some kind of obscure award.

In fact, it is a quite stylish and distinctive award.

The Dan David Prize was established in 2002 and is headquartered in Tel Aviv. It is awarded to individuals and research groups who have made outstanding contributions in the fields of science, art, and humanities.

It acknowledges and promotes innovation and interdisciplinary research, rewarding $1 million annually in the aforementioned fields as a prize.

And its uniqueness is not only in the novel awards, but also in the unique award selection criteria.

If you don't win, just pretend you've never heard of it before.

I feel somewhat fortunate or unfortunate to lose it.

His main focus now is on several awards he will soon receive from the American Society of Plant Biologists.

The association sent him an invitation proactively.

Lu Shixian glanced a few times, and the crazy implications on it were very obvious.

As long as he becomes a member of the association, he will have the opportunity to win both the Young Scientist Award and the Association Breakthrough Award.

Of course, the chance of this is almost the opposite of the lottery probability in the game.

The American Society of Plant Biologists has a long history, founded in 1924.

But its impact is extremely limited, only within the field of plant biology.

However, achieving excellence in any field is also a remarkable accomplishment.

Two magazines founded on it are among the top academic journals in the field of botany, with ridiculously high impact factors.

One is the Plant Physiology, founded in 1926. Its impact factor reached 6.114 as early as ten years ago. It is one of the oldest and most authoritative plant physiology journals in the world.

The Plant Cell, founded in 1989, is even more remarkable. In just over a decade, it surpassed its predecessors, reaching an impact factor of 11.088 in 2005, which is at the level of the top three journals.
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In other words, the American Society of Plant Biologists is feeling impatient.

Its approach is not logical, but at the same time, it's quite reasonable.

Lu Shixian's achievements span across multiple research fields, but the main focus is in the field of plant biology.

He has achieved so much, yet he is still not a member of the professional association. This could have some negative impact on the Botanical Society.

The award presentation will take place on the last day of the association's annual conference, at the association's headquarters in Rockville, Maryland, USA.

Lu Shixian had no reason to refuse.

His status in the plant genetics laboratory has been rising steadily. After becoming a tenured professor in the Department of Biology at Yale University, he not only holds a position in a professional research institution, but also serves as a faculty member at an institution of higher learning.

Walking with two legs is steady and reliable.

At the same time, Johns Hopkins University, upon hearing the news of his visit to Maryland, sent an invitation to Yale, specially inviting Lu Shixian to come for academic exchange.

"Dear Professor Lu, I am Mary Elena from the association. I will now report the upcoming itinerary to you. Please feel free to give me your feedback before or during the trip, and I will convey it to the association and Hopkins accordingly," she said to him very professionally.

"On the 15th of this month, which is Wednesday of this week, after the opening ceremony of the association's annual meeting, you will participate in the new member induction ceremony."

"On the 16th of this month, which is Thursday this week, you have a special invitation to give a 30-minute presentation on the theme of 'Plants and the Future' at the conference."

"On the 17th of this month, which is this week's Friday, before the closing ceremony of the annual meeting, you will attend the award ceremony to receive the Young Scientist Award and the Society Breakthrough Award, and give two brief acceptance speeches."

"On the 20th of this month, which is Monday next week, you will be attending an academic exchange conference at Johns Hopkins University. The members in attendance are renowned scholars in the field of botany. The conference is jointly organized by the society and Johns Hopkins, and during the event, you will be sharing your outstanding research achievements in plant antiviral immune mechanisms."

On the 21st of this month, which is next Tuesday, you will be giving a special lecture on botany at Johns Hopkins University. About 500 representatives from the School of Life Sciences, including students and teachers, will attend.

Lu Shixian attended the banquet before the official start of the annual meeting.

Lu Shixian, as one of the main speakers at this annual meeting, naturally received a warm welcome and great attention.

The Vice President of the Association, Ma Wei Hobis, personally came over to talk to him.

After a conversation, Lu Shixian learned that they were actually schoolmates.

Hobis used to study for his master's degree at Yale University, majoring in plant growth and development. However, he is several years older than the current students, so he is not considered a senior, but rather a predecessor.

At that time, his doctoral supervisor was a student of Professor Curry.

With this relationship, the two of them had a pleasant conversation.

Wait until Monday.

Lu Shixian finally ushered in his first academic exchange in the United States.

On Tuesday, according to the previously arranged schedule, this will be his final event in Maryland, giving a two and a half hour lecture on botany at Johns Hopkins University.

The lecture formally began in a conference hall at Hopkins.

The original estimated number of participants was around 500, but the actual number of people who have come is significantly less, around 300+, many of whom are Chinese and are clearly here to support him intentionally.

However, this is also in line with reality, as he has not yet completely transformed some things into academic recognition and influence.

Although it's not a full house, it's still brief and to the point.

He is already very satisfied to have this scale.

In the past, he was only able to attend other people's lectures. Now, the tables have turned, and it's finally his turn this time.

Lu Shixian decided to try his best not to mess it up.

"I'm glad that everyone is here to attend this lecture. I know that many of you may not know much about me, but it's okay. As long as you are interested in the content I'm about to present. I also know that many of you are not biology students, but simply curious about botany."

"Actually, botanical knowledge is not very complicated and can be easily understood with a little study. However, it can be said that it is not so easy to explain, as the diversity of plant species far exceeds that of animals."

"During the recent Annual Meeting of the American Society of Plant Biologists, I gave a keynote presentation titled 'Plants and Humans: Our Shared Past and Future.' I would like to discuss and share some extended aspects of it with everyone."

"Here, I would like to ask if anyone knows what the future of plants should be?"

As soon as the words fell, many people realized that the question session had begun.

The atmosphere of Lu Shixian's lecture is not serious, so the atmosphere on site is quite lively.

Many people have actively responded to this based on their imagination.

"I believe that under the influence of genetic engineering, the excellent traits of plants will continue to accumulate together. Therefore, the future of plants should be versatile and unified. When all the traits converge, all plants will become unified into one species, controlled by one leader, just like the Overmind and its species in Starcraft."

In the future, the world's population will continue to grow, combined with the possibility of epidemics, extreme weather, and wars, putting the environment on which humanity depends to the test. Therefore, I believe that the future of plants should be to evolve into super plants. They should be like the plants in the game "Plants vs. Zombies," able to help humanity overcome various difficulties in the future world.

"I think that if even humans find it difficult to survive in the future environment, let alone plants, so I believe that the future of plants should be about survival. Only by staying alive can there be hope."

The above three answers, although somewhat science fiction-like, have the advantage of being reasonable and well-founded, and have received encouragement from Lu Shixian.

There are many people who are neither professionals nor logical in answering this question, which makes Lushixian somewhat puzzled.

In order to avoid sudden changes in the artistic style, Lu Shixian picked up the microphone again.

"Plants have always been a source of human creativity and inspiration. Whether in the distant past or the far future, they have always been our silent friends and partners. From food to spices, medicine, architecture, and art, we have a symbiotic relationship with them."

"But to some extent, plants are the true masters of the Earth, having witnessed billions of years of its long existence. Compared to them, our evolution from walking upright to slowly becoming the civilized modern society we are now, is merely a brief moment in their historical process."

"In other words, plants can exist without humans, but humans cannot exist without plants. They provide us with the opportunity to survive. In the depths of our cultural memory, they are sacred and worthy of gratitude, whether it is Yggdrasil in Norse mythology or the divine tree Jianmu in the mythology of my hometown in the East, one symbolizes the universe, the other is a bridge connecting heaven, earth, and humanity."

"Some people use very poetic language to describe seeds as the packages that plants send to the future. They are like time-traveling messengers, passing on the genetic information accumulated on Earth for billions of years to the next generation."

"The future of plants should be seeds."

"But if possible, I don't want our future to only be able to see them in museums as what is now referred to as artifacts."

Crackling!

Lu Shixian finished his last sentence, and the not fully occupied conference hall resounded with much warmer applause than usual.

The final task was completed, Lu Shixian waved goodbye and left boldly.

Lectures and presentations may seem similar, but because they are targeted at different audiences, the former strives to be popular and easy to understand, while the latter requires strict professionalism.

Lu Shixian's eloquent words gave all the participants a rare and unforgettable memory.

Back at Yale, Lu Shixian had only rested for a few days.

But he had neither a television nor a cell phone until he was 80 years old, when he got his first computer.

If he hadn't run into his neighbor who happened to pass by on the street and congratulated him, he wouldn't have known about his award.

Peter Higgs once said: "I have been left behind by all the high-tech tools, and I have never caught up."

Scientists who research pure theory may have a very lonely profession, far lonelier than the average researcher.

Because they do not know if they will live long enough to see their research theory proven, and it is also difficult for them to obtain understanding and recognition from their contemporaries.

Higgs is undoubtedly much luckier than Einstein, witnessing his theory being confirmed with his own eyes and gaining tremendous academic reputation during his lifetime.

The latter prediction about gravitational waves was not confirmed until a hundred years later when the world developed the technology to detect and confirm the existence of gravitational waves.

After the award ceremony ended, Lu Shixian hurriedly made his way back.

Apart from the subconscious desire not to stay here for too long, another reason is that he is simply too busy.

Rosman has complained more than once that he should find an assistant, but he was brushed off by Lu Shixian.

Besides the genetics society I joined earlier, and the newly joined society, the American Pathology Society also wants to learn the practice of the American Society of Plant Biologists.

Quickly admit Lu Shixian as a member and award him.

The main content of the article is the use of tobacco plants to produce functional recombinant antibodies, thereby achieving humanization of antibodies and minimizing rejection reactions when animal-derived antibodies are introduced into the human body, thus greatly enhancing the efficacy of antibodies.

In this context, Lu Shixian's proposal in this direction naturally makes people hesitate.

This method is not ineffective, but the drawback is that the process is too complex, cumbersome, time-consuming, and laborious, and the amount of protein obtained is far from meeting the requirements for mass production.

In the discussion, Lu Shixian and his teammates have been discussing a new method to quickly and accurately produce large quantities of the required protein products.

Finally, through joint efforts, a method for developing biopharmaceuticals based on whole plants has been initially proposed.

Its principle is similar to the method developed by Protalix company mentioned earlier, but what distinguishes it is that their designed solution involves directly injecting the agrobacterium culture into the plant leaves.

Finally, remove the plants from the culture, dry them, and wait for some time to harvest the leaves for protein extraction and purification.

This method seems simple, and even further development could potentially allow for large-scale cultivation using greenhouses.

The accompanying staff from the Botanical Society behind all heard it, and their expressions couldn't help but tighten.

I can only say that this atmosphere and setting are really well done.

Call him Land King without any hesitation.

In the next few days, Lu Shixian followed the team to the National Botanical Garden and the Yanjing Botanical Protection Research Institute.

Huang, reporter: From exchange student to postdoctoral fellow, you and your team have been able to achieve some valuable results in your research projects, publishing multiple times in top international journals. For a graduate student, this is definitely a "miracle". How did you accomplish this?

Lu Shixian: It's simple. In fact, the start of every project is not just a moment of impulsiveness. If it doesn't eventually achieve some level of success, it means that the initial direction was wrong.

Many times, we cannot succeed in one go, despite the impression from others that we succeed effortlessly every time.

Success is not easy, and one must approach each research aspect with a meticulous and rigorous attitude, rather than rushing for quick results.

So in my opinion, the right direction and steady steps are the quickest path to the destination.

At this point, Huang, the journalist, clapped his hands and asked the last question.

Huang: Looking back on all your study and research experiences, which period of time do you think left the deepest impression on you and had the most impact on you?

Lu Shixian: Actually, this is two questions. I will answer them in two parts.

In my learning experience, the most memorable time for me should be the period when I was preparing for the biology competition. I am very grateful to my competition teacher at that time.

Looking back now, what she taught me was very straightforward, but it laid a solid foundation of knowledge for me in the future and helped me develop a good habit of independent learning.

In my research experience, the most memorable experience for me was the "Yimi Project" during my time at UCD. This experience was very important to me.

Not only did he bring me two Cell papers and one Cell cover article, but most importantly, he taught me how to lead a team to success.

Huang: Thank you for your cooperation. Finally, I would like to ask a question that is not really a question.

What advice do you have for young people today?

Lu Shixian: I suggest not giving advice to young people.

Young people should not be defined because they are an unknown proposition!

Huang Reporter: ...

At this point, Lu Shixian's mission has been fully completed.

Lu Shixian accompanied the members of the Botanical Society to send Le Wen on a flight back to Missouri.

Before leaving, Lewin expressed satisfaction with the results of this exchange activity.

"I haven't been here for more than ten years if I count."

"In the past decade, I have witnessed the rapid changes and remarkable achievements in this country."

"The beautiful and unique plants here, the mountains, waters, forests, fields, lakes, grass, and sands, the diverse ecological landscape here, have left a deep impression on me."

"This is a glorious and great achievement that should not be forgotten."

"It deserves to be seen and remembered by more people."

Although Leven has left, he brings good news to everyone.

Although he didn't explicitly say it, there was already a tendency in his words.

At the evening banquet, the president of the Botanical Society of China, Zhong Kang, raised his glass and personally expressed gratitude to Lu Shixian.

"Come on, Xiaolu, you've really worked hard during this period. It wasn't really your responsibility, yet you've been running around with us."

"I've heard about everything, and if it weren't for you, this thing wouldn't have gone so smoothly."

Obviously, his mood was very good at this moment, and his alcohol tolerance was also impressive.

As his mentor, Gu Hongya should have helped him decline.

As a result, he also stood up and said, "Xiaolu, you really helped a lot this time. I don't usually drink, but I have to thank you this time, otherwise my work would be really difficult to carry on."

One I did it as I pleased, one who originally didn't drink, made him at a loss for how to respond.

So, following that, all the staff members who previously worked together, regardless of gender or drink preference, each raised a glass to him.

Lu Shixian slammed the table, stood up and said, "Although it's not time for a celebration yet, being able to meet each other is all fate."

"For the sake of botany!"

"Darn!"
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In the past, Lu Shixian used to drink alcohol only when he was abroad.

Tonight, he drank so much alcohol for the first time in China.

Many people exchange contact information with him, and Lu Shixian does not refuse at all.

He never looks down on anyone with a different perspective.

When away from home, having more friends means having more options.

Moreover, everyone present is a professional in the field of botany, so there may be further intersections in the future.

Scientists are members of society and therefore also need social interaction.

The remaining balance of one month's vacation was quickly sent to him as a recharge reminder.

Lu Shixian paid no attention to it, and planned to return home for a glimpse in the last few days before heading back to Yale.

He's not alone now. He actually has several dozen people under him.

After coming out for a while, although some people contacted him by phone to report the situation and conduct remote control.

But he really can't let go without going back to see the current situation of the project.

As for the 19th International Botanical Congress, we can only conclude it for now.

The visit and exchange between Shalovi and Rosman had already ended, and they embarked on their return journey to Yale a week ago.

And now, he should also start heading back to cancel his leave.

Return to Yale.

Lu Shixian hurriedly headed to the laboratory.

Professor Feng Ernuo was the former director of the Pathology Center at the medical college and held the title of researcher.

Professor Curry, the big shot at Yale University's Plant Pathology Laboratory, retired and returned to his hometown.

His position in the new group's laboratory is second only to Lu Shixian.

In theory, he should feel resentful that Lu Shixian has climbed up to his position.

But Lu Shixian is too brilliant, his academic abilities are superior, publishing in top journals seems as easy as drinking water.

But in the eyes of Lu Shixian at this moment, this feature is the perfect target protein production machine, let alone its astonishing development speed.

In other words, it is the perfect experimental subject.

Lu Shixian continued to listen because he knew that if there were no problems, Feng Ernuo wouldn't talk so much.

As expected, he didn't beat around the bush and quickly got to the point.

"But now we have encountered a very troublesome problem that we have been unable to solve so far."

Lu Shixian took the atlas from his hand, and his brow slowly furrowed.

It is indeed a big problem that frustrates the whole research team.

"Is glycation happening here?"

Feng Ernuo nodded, "Yes, many biologic drugs are glycoproteins. The viral vaccine we produce, such as the recombinant adenovirus vector vaccine, is one of them."

"This also means that the glycoproteins will be wrapped by oligosaccharide chains, and this process occurs after translation."

"According to the image, it appears to have formed a sugar coating. It plays a significant role in the formation of 3D protein conformation. And in certain cases, it can regulate the interactions between this cell and other cells or molecules."

"So you mean that this glycosylation pattern would affect the efficacy of biopharmaceuticals?"

"And some important sugars cannot be obtained from plants temporarily."

"Right?"

Feng Erno continued to nod, thinking that it's easier to talk to a professional, especially when he is an intelligent man.

Lu Shixian has a headache now.

He knew that the research was not going so smoothly.

In fact, the solution to this problem is quite simple.

He had already figured it out in less than half a second.

Knock out the gene that can express the specific sugars in this plant, and then introduce the genes for sugars found in mammals or even humans.

But this enters the field of genetically modified organisms.

Even transgenic experiments conducted in the laboratory must undergo strict scrutiny.

Not to mention commercial-scale cultivation, even if it doesn't enter the biological chain.

Large-scale cultivation in greenhouses may not be feasible, so their previously anticipated bright prospects will have to be significantly reduced.

Next to him, Fernand no longer dared to speak.

He knew that this project was funded by Lu Shixian himself.

We've just made progress in finding this issue.

Very deadly!

Lushixian said that this is undoubtedly very sad news.

He knew there would be problems, but he didn't expect the problem to be so tricky.

This is undoubtedly a big blow to him, especially considering his intention to make money from it.

If we continue to research further, even throwing millions of dollars into it would only be like splashing water.

Unable to mass produce, it means that the cost cannot be reduced.

Any pharmaceutical company will not have any thoughts about a technology that cannot control costs.

Has the pharmaceutical method based on the whole plant not been developed yet and is about to die?

Lu Shixian felt a bit reluctant, but he couldn't bring himself to say the word "give up."

"Sorry, let me have some time alone to think," Lu Shixian said, and quickly found a space to be alone.

Facing the decision, Lu Shixian experienced a long struggle for the first time.

The commercial value is greatly discounted, but that does not mean that the research has no value.

Genetically modified plants are seen as chronic poison in the eyes of many people, fearing to avoid them at all costs.

But for the poor, this is a lifesaving panacea.

In fact, the United States is the country with the highest drug prices in the world, and there are tens of millions of diabetes patients who cannot afford the cost of insulin.

Especially for those with type 1 diabetes, they need to continue taking medication until death. The only difference is whether they die early or late, with the latter experiencing more suffering.

In this insulin war, no one is a winner.

Even in China, the difference between an ordinary family and a poor family may be just a serious illness.

Not to mention that there are many countries in the world where people struggle to even have enough to eat.

Even if there are those who flee in despair.

But this world is colorful, not just black.

More people still want to experience the beauty and warmth of this world.

Finally, Lu Shixian made up his mind to continue the research and development of this new biopharmaceutical technology.

Even if he loses money himself, it's worth the loss.

Not for anything else, just to give a small group of people an extra choice and add a bit of hope to life.

Back to the lab.

"The project remains unchanged, in addition, we will also apply for the permission for transgenic experiments and make the necessary reports under the name of Yale University Pathology Laboratory," Lu Shixian said to Fernand.

The latter quickly showed a surprised expression and said, "Lu, are you sure?"

Finally, based on the international document "Convention on Biological Diversity", the "Cartagena Protocol on Biosafety" was finally formulated in 2000, and subsequently, the widely recognized concept of biosafety was formed internationally.

Now, in the year 2017.

Countries have further strengthened their efforts based on this foundation and have designed an experimental classification and management assessment system according to the risks or potential risks posed by biological experiments to humans, animals, plants, microorganisms, or the ecological environment.
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The classification and management are implemented based on three categories: plants, animals, and microorganisms, with four levels:

Security Level I: No danger exists yet.

Safety level 2: Low degree of danger.

Safety Level 3: Moderate danger.

Safety Level 4: Highly dangerous.

After the assessment by the Federal Biosafety Committee, it has been determined that the upcoming experiment by Lu Shixian has been classified as level 2.

The reason they provided for the assessment is that it may involve animal or human cells and could pose a low level of risk to human health and the ecosystem. However, this risk can be completely avoided by implementing safety control measures.

With this result, we can only say that it is due to the advantage brought by Yale University, and combined with Rosman's prestigious reputation, the project team's genetically modified experiments were quickly approved and recorded.

But once it is necessary to switch to intermediate testing and start environmental release and productive testing, they must undergo stricter scrutiny again.

"Pure biology seems to have become increasingly difficult to find new breakthroughs. So at that time, my thinking was to go against the conventional approach and draw experiences from these emerging disciplines to find research methods for this problem. As for what happened later, I believe everyone is well aware."

"......The emergence of the 'Sinan Model' is fundamentally based on the establishment of plant cell homeostasis. The theoretical basis and data sources of the former come from the latter. Research involving this micro-level requires dealing with numerous influencing factors, which makes it difficult to pursue."

"So I designed a method of constantly establishing and breaking equilibrium to open up a breakthrough, and then used mathematical modeling tools to express it in a new way..."

"You can find the detailed content in a special issue of the journal Cell published in September 2016. It contains my review of the recent fifty years of research on disease-resistant genes in the academic community, which I classified and summarized into nine models."

"The Sinan Model is the unifying model and culmination of these nine models."

"Here, I would like to pay homage to the academic workers who have silently struggled in the field of plant research."

"Obviously, without their support, I wouldn't be able to stand on this high stage."

"Above is the complete report of my research."

After finishing the speech, everyone in the audience applauded.

Amidst the thunderous applause, someone noticed a flaw in the performance.

The time for the report is actually very tight.

A class usually lasts for forty-five minutes, but a presentation only lasts for thirty minutes.

Many people, in order to focus on the main points during this half hour, will overlook many details and only talk about the essence of the content.

Lu Shixian seems to have achieved it now.

But this presentation is only halfway through as it has been only fifteen minutes so far.

Even if we exclude the ten minutes of questioning, there are still five minutes remaining.

But soon, Lu Shixian explained this question through his actions.

"Alright, next I will share and discuss some of the phased achievements in molecular agriculture that my team and I have accomplished."

Almost everyone was stunned when these words came out.

What's going on?

Do you have any more content?

It is extremely rare to present two studies in the same report simultaneously.

Many people are starting to find it difficult to understand Lu Shi Xian's actions.

Some older generation domestic biologists even frown and say, "Isn't this just nonsense?"

"Youth is indeed full of youthful energy."

"Once some achievements are made, they start to become arrogant and ignorant."

At this moment, in a corner of the venue.

A middle-aged man turned to the person next to him and asked, "Zhong, when you were reviewing the conference papers, did you see a report with two different topics? It shouldn't be a problem, right?"

"I just hope that he doesn't bring back American liberalism."

Zhong Kang could only smile helplessly, the situation was not as simple as it seemed.

As an insider, he is very aware of some twists and turns in between.

Feng Lizhang and Xu Zhihong both served in Huazhong University of Science and Technology (HUST) in their early years. Due to their competition for the position of project leader for the key project of Code 863, there were some misunderstandings between them and a period of estrangement.

As a result, Xu Zhihong's main work and research were transferred from the Chinese Academy of Sciences to Yanshan University, while Feng Lizhang also applied for a transfer from Yanjing to the Institute of Botany in the Spring City.

Afterwards, the two finally calmed down.

Now Xu Zhihong's students have become famous and have made something of themselves.

His differing opinion is understandable.

Feng Lizhang is considered an elder after all, and he is fully aware of his status.

He didn't show any displeasure towards Lu Shixian at yesterday's dinner party.

I don't know much about this matter, and he is one of them.

Just that both of them are his good friends, so it's not good to say anything.

But he believes that the grudges of the older generation should not be passed on to the younger generation, and he has a very good impression of Lu Shixian, with a high degree of favorability.

Then with a hidden meaning in his tone, he said, "Maybe this time he will give everyone a surprise, and molecular agriculture has not had any new breakthroughs for a long time."

And at this time on the stage.

Lu Shixian has once again started his presentation.

He flipped through the big screen again, and everyone stopped whispering and turned all their attention to it.

I saw a few large characters displayed on the big screen: "New prospects for molecular agriculture, based on the development of biopharmaceuticals from whole plants."

"Wow!"

The scene was in an uproar, and a new round of discussion immediately ensued.

Everyone was surprised, no one could have anticipated that he would talk in this direction.

Moreover, this topic is quite contentious, because molecular agriculture seems to be a purely agricultural field, but it is actually part of genetic engineering. Currently, almost all discussions about molecular agriculture involve genetic modification technology.

It is definitely at the forefront of the field of agriculture and even botany, expanding the agricultural industry into new medical and health fields.

But one thing is that its controversy is too great, involving risk assessment and management in the production of genetically modified crops.

Lushixian had already anticipated the reaction from the audience.

He briefly described the current development of molecular agriculture: "At present, utilizing mammalian cells to produce biomolecules is the most common practice internationally, especially using animal milk to produce recombinant proteins, which is the most mature system now."

"So what I'm thinking is that if we conduct plant cell cultures, can we avoid this problem? Obviously, they won't carry any harmful pathogens to human health, as all the native proteins in plants are different from those in humans."

Lu Shixian gave the experts and scholars present a little time to digest the information.

After all, the transition from plant cell immunity mechanisms to molecular agriculture is quite significant.

Many biologists never expected that there would be warriors brave enough to challenge this field, and it seems that they have actually achieved something.

In their view, researching this matter is simply not worth the effort.

On the one hand, there is a certain experimental difficulty in the pre-research.

Genetic modification is strictly regulated, but it is not impossible to pursue if one wants to.

But the process is extremely complex, and the required research environment and equipment need to be customized, making the research costly.

With this amount of time and funding, wouldn't it be better for me to research something else?

On the other hand, there may be disputes over the patent application for the drug following experiments, as the biopharmaceutical and the imitated drug are almost identical in chemical composition.

Furthermore, without mentioning the difficulty of the approval for biopharmaceuticals, even if they are approved, there will be doubts from the public about genetically modified drugs entering the market, posing a big challenge for sales.

A newly born calf is not afraid of the tiger.

This is the assessment of paleontologists on Lu Shiyan at this moment.
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However, even so, there is still a considerable number of people who are very curious about his research results.

Since it can be brought up in this context, there must be something, just not sure how much there is.

Lu Shixian did not make them wait too long, and quickly continued, "The development of molecular agriculture has not been smooth so far. Biological products based on mammals and microorganisms have not become popular. In my opinion, the future direction should be based on plants."

"Currently, there are two directions in this field. The first is the development of biopharmaceuticals based on plant tissue culture, and some companies have successfully developed this technology and obtained FDA approval."

"And my team and I chose the second approach, which, as you can see on the big screen, is based on the cultivation method using whole plants. Up until now, this project has achieved significant progress."

"After screening, we have selected Nicotiana benthamiana tobacco from Australia and Norovirus as the subjects for our experiments. However, we encountered difficulties during the glycosylation process, as plants only produce specific types of sugars inherent to themselves. Undoubtedly, the types of sugars will affect the efficacy of the final biopharmaceutical product."

"Then through genetic modification, we knocked out the two sugars naturally present in this plant, and then inserted six genes specific to mammals' sugars."

“After unremitting efforts, the final result finally came out.”

Lu Shixian narrated his experimental process and experiences in detail.

At this moment, it undoubtedly verifies a fact: One minute on stage, ten years of hard work off stage.

The words he spoke at this moment may seem casual, but they contain the crystallization of the achievements of dozens of people in the past half year.

When it came to this point, many people couldn't sit still and stood up one after another.

They were eager to know the final result, but Lu Shixian stopped abruptly, causing much public outrage. Many people shouted at him, urging him to continue speaking.

As the expectations reached a climax, Lu Shixian finally began to reveal the mystery.

"I believe everyone is curious about the final result. All I can say is that the goddess of luck has been on my side." Lu Shixian pressed the remote control, and the large screen instantly displayed a plant that had already started to turn yellow on the outside.

"Out of the 200 plants of Nicotiana benthamiana involved in the battle against the virus, the outcome was described as fierce, with only the last one remaining resiliently alive, as you see on the big screen, that is the sole survivor."

"I was filled with excitement and nerves when I extracted the antibodies from the leaves of this Ben Cem Cigarette Tobacco plant. Then, I selected a sufficient number of mice infected with the Norovirus for the final validation experiment, and the results are shown in this picture."

Lu Shixian did not directly give the answer. In fact, the truth is often more powerful than words most of the time.

At this moment, the large screen is displaying high-definition images of antibodies extracted from plants being detected in the bodies of mice.

For ordinary people, this image looks very abstract, like incomprehensible scribbles.

But for biologists, this image fully records the entire process of the reaction between antibodies and antigens.

The result above is already very clear.

Obviously, antibodies extracted from plants are specific.

The entire field fell silent.

This result is too amazing.

Lu Shixian did not let the atmosphere cool down and continued, "In fact, this is the result we just obtained a few days ago. I haven't had time to replicate the experiment and proceed with the next steps. But we have been able to preliminarily draw a conclusion."

"This means that it is feasible to develop biopharmaceuticals based on whole plants, and the fact has already proved that one of the factors that hindered the development of molecular agriculture in the past, that is, the resistance at the technical level, no longer exists."

"Wow!"

Everyone is a little out of control of their emotions.

Someone couldn't help but stand up and loudly questioned, "Is this a violation and contradiction of international patent law?"

There are already extremely convenient and mature prescription drugs for the treatment of the Nuo virus, and drugs and prescription drugs produced by this method are identical in chemical composition.

"It is well known that natural products previously known cannot be patented again through artificial production methods."

As soon as his voice came out, the scene quieted down quite a bit. Everyone was looking at Lu Shi Xian, watching how he would handle this unexpected situation.

Actually, according to tradition, it's not time for asking and answering questions yet.

The person rudely interrupted the speaker's presentation, but Lu Shixian has the right to ignore him.

But he has also almost finished saying what he wants to say, so it is also okay to proceed to the Q&A session in advance.

"Sir, may I ask for your name and where are you currently employed?" Lu Shixian asked before answering.

This person is unclear, and I don't know what his purpose is in asking this question.

However, he quickly and proudly replied, "My name is Adam Addison, from Pfizer Biopharmaceutical Labs in the United States."

Upon hearing this, Lu Shixian suddenly realized.

No wonder the reaction is so intense. It turns out we are colleagues after all.

Lu Shixian continued to respond to his question: "You're right, but what if I don't use it for commercial purposes in the application of technology for the development of Norovirus biopharmaceuticals?"

"How should you respond again, Your Excellency?"

Adison's simple sentence instantly shattered Daoxin's heart, causing him to collapse in his seat with a thud.

The answer also surprised many people on the scene.

But when one falls, another stands up.

"Hello Professor Lu, I am Frances from the University of the Philippines."

"Although I greatly admire your courage and luck, your conclusion is based on the only surviving Ben Cimex tobacco. May I ask how you rule out the possibility that it is not due to other random factors that have resulted in immunity to the Noro virus?"

As soon as these words were spoken, many people's faces changed inexplicably, as if wondering how this person had managed to infiltrate.

The level is a bit amateur!

"And this is not without precedent. How do you plan to solve this problem?"

Shouldn't someone discuss with him now the method of extracting drugs based on the whole plant?

Three questions in a row, and not a single one about discussing pure academic issues with him.

However, this also indicates the controversial nature of the term "genetically modified."

He said with an emotional tone, "People's fear of something often comes from the unknown. But this emotion should not be present in a scientist."

"The establishment of genetic modification technology is a biological revolution that has opened up a new era in molecular biology. Scientists from all over the world gather here.

Science knows no borders, but scientists have borders.

Due to the presence of others and many unspoken words, Lu Shixian found himself unable to speak up, so he decided to wrap things up.

This emotion came quickly and went quickly, making him appear extremely rational at this moment, with a calm tone in his voice.

"I know that many people still have doubts about it, but it doesn't matter what your opinions are."

"The development and industrialization of genetic engineering technology will grow in debate and develop until it becomes the fastest-growing technology in the history of human science and technology."

"The genetically modified drugs that you question are also the most thoroughly researched and tightly regulated drugs in human history."

A precise counterattack, logically consistent theories, and a calm demeanor.

Biology, transgenics, and botany conference don't seem to have anything to do with entertainment, do they?

When did you also come over to fight for your job?

The organizing committee originally had a positive attitude towards the conference becoming popular.

Anything in excess is to be feared, as it is equally bad to fall short.

As public opinion continues to explode, the overwhelming momentum has made them panic, so they have to mobilize official forces to exert control.

Many onlookers used to only be able to feast their eyes on the scandals in the entertainment industry. Who would have thought that today they would get a taste of the freshest scandals in the world of biology? Originally being at the mercy of big data, they have now become proactive, directing their attention towards central figures in these events.

The controversy surrounding Lu Shixian has erupted and is unprecedentedly exaggerated.

The Nobel Prize in Chemistry and the Nobel Prize in Physiology or Medicine can each be awarded to a maximum of three laureates per year, with no age restrictions. However, one rule is that the prize cannot be awarded posthumously.

So every year, the list of recommended individuals consists of thousands of people. In February of the selection year, after the deadline for receiving recommendation letters, the selection committee will screen the candidates based on the accumulated recommendations from the recommenders.

The approximate number is 250-350 people.

In other words, the number of people waiting in line each year is this figure, and among them are scientists who have appeared on this list multiple times.

In terms of counting, Lu Shixian has just entered this queue and his position is very much towards the end.

But for Lu Shixian, this can also be considered a very rare achievement.

Because he published his paper last year and made it onto the recommended list this year, it indicates that his research results have sparked a great response worldwide.

According to the regulations of the Nobel Prize Foundation, there are strict confidentiality requirements for recommendations, nominations, and evaluations. The proportion of option 2 as the answer is 64.85%.

The percentage for option 3 is 18.43%.

In other words, most people are hesitant about his winning the Nobel Prize in Chemistry, but they have a positive view of him personally.

Regardless of what others may say, this matter can still be considered as a good thing, at the very least it has effectively improved his image in people's minds.

He doesn't want to be seen as someone everyone gangs up on as soon as he appears in public.

So, Lushixi at Yale University was undoubtedly bombarded with phone calls again, most of which were asking about the truth of this matter and congratulating him.

Lu Shixian can only explain to them one by one, inoculate them in advance, and lower their expectations.

And just as the outside world was speculating about the list of candidates for several popular awards, Lu Shixian suddenly received a call from Columbia University.

"Professor Lu, hello. After the evaluation by our school's committee, to express our gratitude for your outstanding contribution to botany, it has been decided to award you the 2017 Louisa Gross Horwitz Prize…"

They come from Jacques Dubochet, a scientist at the University of Lausanne, Joachim Frank, a scientist at Columbia University and Richard Henderson, a scientist at the University of Cambridge.

This result is very unexpected, yet also within our expectations.

Why are they called scientists? Because they are all physicists.

That's correct. The 2017 Nobel Prize in Chemistry was awarded to three physicists for their development of cryo-electron microscopy technology, which can determine the structure of biomolecules in solution with high resolution. This technique has made important contributions to the study of ribosome structure and function in bacteria and eukaryotic organisms.

The Nobel Prize in Chemistry has been awarded to physicists to reward their contributions in the field of biology.

This result once again validates the well-deserved reputation of the Comprehensive Science Award.

Of course, he found the right direction through experiments later, but he missed the best time to make a name for himself.

Of course, his outstanding achievements in the field of tumor cell immunity have made huge contributions to helping many cancer patients regain their health.

Chen naturally has the qualifications to win an award.

So, strange things started to happen.

People seem to have reasons to both support and oppose him.

This is a bit of a deadlock, Lu Shixian just hopes he doesn't encounter such a difficult situation.

Generally speaking, in order to carry out DNA recombination experiments, the first step is to determine the target sequence, which can be a gene, a segment of DNA, or other sequences that need to be altered.

Currently, the entire laboratory's project is still in the stage of promoting the Nicotiana benthamiana tobacco plant, without developing new whole-plant species.

So, when he says "sample DNA," he is referring to the partial genes of tobacco used by Benson to express sugars. This material is not made on-site and is usually prepared in advance.

From here on, every subsequent step is crucial.
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Firstly, DNA amplification is carried out to amplify the target sequence. The amplification method commonly used is polymerase chain reaction (PCR).

The principle of PCR is very simple, somewhat similar to 1+1=2 in mathematics.

The two 1s represent the DNA template and the primer, the plus sign represents DNA polymerase, and the equal sign symbolizes the cycle reaction.

The result obtained is a large number of target sequences.

Next, prepare the vector DNA, choose a suitable vector DNA, generally a plasmid or phage.

Repeat the previous procedure to perform enhanced amplification of the carrier DNA.

Next, remove the vector DNA that has been amplified by PCR and the DNA fragment amplified with the target sequence, and cut them with the same restriction endonuclease.

In this process, the carrier DNA and the target DNA fragment will undergo catalysis with restriction endonucleases.

The enzyme cuts these DNA into complementary sticky ends, which facilitates further connection in the subsequent steps.

Then, the target sequence is connected to the vector DNA using DNA ligase.

During this process, the role of DNA ligase is to catalyze the ligation reaction between the target sequence and the vector DNA.

The connected DNA will re-form a circular DNA molecule, also known as a recombined plasmid.

The final step is to perform transformation by transferring the recombinant plasmids into host cells. The transformation methods are usually either the heat shock method or the electroporation method.

During the transformation process, the cells will absorb the exogenous DNA and integrate it into their own chromosomes.

After this operation, if everything goes as expected, the host cells recombined with the target sequence will be obtained.

But academic research has no if's or but's.

So, it is necessary to use selective culture medium or fluorescent reporter gene detection for screening.

DNA recombination experiments are introduced to students as early as the graduate or undergraduate level.

Anderson is no stranger to this, and is quite familiar with it, otherwise he would not have been chosen by Mr. von Noor to be part of the experimental group.

His experimental operation skills may not be as comprehensive as Landa's, but he is quite adept at DNA recombination experiments.

However, at this moment, watching Lu Shixian's highly aesthetic and seamless operating technique.

Anderson is completely clueless.

He couldn't imagine that some people actually consider experiments as a routine exercise.

Don't you need to stop and think along the way?

If Lu Shixian could hear the voice in his heart, he would definitely respond that it is the capital he used to settle and make a living before.

Over here, Lu Shixian is working with great determination to finish the second volume titled "Those Cells Described as Honeycombs."

And located across the ocean, Germany.

The biologists at Mapu Association are busy with a major project.

The full name of Max Planck Society is Max Planck Society for the Advancement of Science or Max Planck Institute for Research.

If you don't have an impression yet, its full name is Max Planck Society for the Advancement of Science.

If you still don't recognize it, then it perfectly proves that you are just an outsider.

It was established in 1948 and has a very strong research capability. It is the largest non-university research and academic organization in the country.

In various rankings of research institutions worldwide, it is consistently ranked highly and can even be included in the top three.

It is a key factor for Germany's rapid overall recovery after World War II, having won the Nobel Prize 33 times.

The name of the association originates from Max Planck, the creator of quantum physics in that country.

But it goes far beyond physics and includes basic research in various fields such as natural science, life science, and humanities.

At this moment, Max Planck Institute for Biophysical Chemistry.

Several old men with white hair and scruffy beards stood solemnly in the laboratory.

Michelle graduated from the Department of Biochemistry at the University of Tübingen.

In theory, it is a discipline that mainly focuses on the study of crystal structures.

He was awarded the Nobel Prize in Chemistry in 1988 for his achievements in crystallizing membrane proteins and elucidating the three-dimensional structure of the photosynthetic reaction center in purple bacteria and pseudomonas aeruginosa. Today, these findings are widely applied in various fields such as medicine.

Michelle has been engaged in the study of photosynthesis and its important proteins for a long time, and this time is no exception.

He encountered obstacles in his previous research on the regulatory mechanisms of photosynthesis in plants regarding light reactions and dark reactions.

This process requires studying the changes in photosynthesis of plants under various conditions.

As long as this issue is clarified, Michelle believes that the impact of her results will be no less than the dynamic structure and reaction mechanism study of the enzyme catalyzed photophosphorylation in photosynthesis and oxidative phosphorylation in respiration.

The latter helped John Walker and Paul Boyer win the Nobel Prize in Chemistry in 1997.

In other words, once he completes this research, Michelle may become the next after Madame Curie, Linus Pauling, John Bardeen, Frederick Sanger, and Karl Barry Sharpless.

The sixth scientist in the world to have won the Nobel Prize twice.

But as Michel grew older, he had no ambition or obsession with winning the Nobel Prize twice.

But he still hopes to make significant breakthroughs in the field of plant photosynthesis in the remaining time he has.

In the past few years, he has been working hard for this, but there has not been much significant progress.

It just seems that there were some changes in the situation last year.

He often pays attention to international top journals, hoping to gain research inspiration.

However, it was last year when he found some inspiration from a research paper on the natural immune interaction mechanisms of plant cells published in the journal Cell.

If it can reach thousands of times, it indicates that it is both highly cited and a hot topic paper.

In academia, such papers are generally referred to as high-level papers with phenomenal impact.

This "high-level" adjective is different from the usual context of application.

Just because a paper is published in a high-level journal does not necessarily make it a high-level paper, it also depends on its popularity and citation volume.

Even if you have published papers in the top three journals, it does not necessarily mean that you will receive this evaluation.

Those who can do this are nothing short of academic authorities.

Although there are papers with citation counts of over 2000, they have often gone through a long period of time.

After all, classic foundational theories are timeless and never outdated!
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He has also published quite a few papers in recent years.

But there's no need to guess which one, Lu Shixian had already figured it out.

Other achievements are still far behind except for the research on natural immunity of plant cells published two years ago.

After all, if you want to wear a crown, you must bear its weight.

There is a humorous yet vivid saying about the citation count of a single paper.

The citation count is between 1-5, entering the qi cultivation period.

Citation 6-10 enters the foundation building period.

Citation counts 11-50 enter the Golden Core stage.

Entered the Yuanying stage with 51-100 citations.

The citation count of 101-500 has entered the Nascent Soul stage.

The number of citations is 501-1000, entering the Refining Stage.

The citation count ranges from 1001 to 5000, entering the consolidation phase.

Citation count 5001 - entering Mahayana phase.

If you go any higher, it is no longer the realm of mortals, but a fight between immortals.

It often takes hundreds of years for one to emerge.

The reason why Lin Haifan is so concerned is that the citation count of his highest paper seems to have just reached 386.

And this is also the result of nearly ten years ago.

According to this statement, it is as if Lu Shixian became a big shot during the consolidation period at the age of 26.

He, Lin Haifan, is still in the stage of Soul Transformation, but he is fast approaching the great completion of this stage.

According to the customary practice in the cultivation world, Lin Haifan must address Lushi Xian with the title of senior upon seeing him.

How can he not be stimulated by this?

The number of citations can only explain part of the problem indeed.

Because it is necessary to frame within the same research area and the same discipline in order to compare using citation numbers.

And this is not absolutely objective. It also depends on factors such as how many databases the paper is included in, the length of time it is published, and the level of attention its content receives.

However, from Lu Shixian's perspective, this statement is quite convincing.

Because he is still quite young, the time for publishing the paper is even shorter.

The momentum seems quite significant, but he remembered that the physics prize for that year turned out to be a big surprise, as it was awarded to three scientists working in the field of laser physics.

This result has surprised many people, as laser physics was not even on the list of popular predictions and was a huge underdog.

When receiving the award, many people in the audience haven't even heard of the several technologies mentioned in the award citation.

Jacobsen is a professor in the Department of Chemistry and Chemical Biology at Harvard University. He has made outstanding achievements in the field of organic chemistry, especially in the catalytic reactions of organic synthesis, and is particularly renowned for his research on Jacobsen epoxidation.

This person is definitely a big shot, with so many awards that they might not even fit on one piece of paper.

Besides the Nobel Prize, he has almost won every possible award.

This is also the reason why many people think he will win an award this year.

The second is scientist Joanne Staub.

She is a female from the Massachusetts Institute of Technology in the United States.

Her main research contribution lies in the discovery that ribonucleotide reductase can convert ribonucleotides to deoxyribonucleotides through a free radical mechanism, and these deoxyribonucleotides then become the basis for subsequent DNA synthesis and repair.

The third is the age-old John Bannister Goodenough.

And if a few more years pass, he may not even be qualified to be nominated.

Many people do not want to leave with regrets.

Lu Shixian also saw his name on the webpage, and his ranking was even higher than last year.

He ranked eighth as a popular candidate for a prestigious award based on his research on key proteins in plant immunity.

The reason why this sentence is emphasized is because the island country is small in size, but its ambitions are not small.

Since 2001, the goal of winning 30 Nobel Prizes in the next 50 years has been proposed.

Even wild Eiichi Yoshida, who won the Nobel Prize in Chemistry at the time, commented on this plan: "This is really a foolish plan. You should know that in the previous hundred years, only nine islanders have won the Nobel Prize."

Including internationally, it is also filled with ridicule and sarcasm.

But then, something magical happened.

The island country continued to be as fierce as if it had taken drugs, punching everyone in the face, and winning a total of nineteen Nobel Prizes in the following twenty years.

The past Nobel Prizes in Asia have almost become a preserve of island countries, only to watch them receive awards.

But this also has a benefit, under the promotion of domestic media.

For no other reason, just to prove one thing.

He did not change his nationality, and people of Chinese origin who grew up in their homeland can also win the Nobel Prize.
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As for the last award, there is not much need to say about the Peace Prize.

Evaluation criteria and awards in the field of natural sciences are influenced by more factors compared to those in other categories, and they are also more magical.

So let's not mention it.

As things escalate, the Nobel Prize dispute has become fierce.

Many people send him text messages or call him.

Yang Yiyi left him a message: "I have always believed in you."

Mei Ting also sent him a message in WeChat, although it was just two simple words, "加油" (Keep it up).

Chang Wenchao then sent a voice message saying, "Hey, what are you up to, Lao Si? Haven't seen you in years, and now you're about to win the Nobel Prize??"

Even Xu Zhihong, who has always been as steady as a rock, called to inquire.

"Xiaolu, what's your situation now? What are the chances of winning?"

Lù Shíxiàn actually wanted to say, "It's a piece of cake, I can handle it with ease."

But he reasoned, "As things stand now, there are indeed opportunities, but they are not very significant!"

Xu Zhihong's tone was somewhat humorous: "Originally, I suggested for you to go to the United States so that you could achieve some results."

"Oh?" Lu Shixian wasn't surprised by this, after all, the Nobel Prize is of extraordinary significance.

But he still had some curiosity in his heart, so he asked, "How many floors can it go up?"

The Citation Nobel Prize, as the name suggests, is an award presented by Thomson Reuters to the most influential researchers worldwide who have the potential to win the Nobel Prize, after in-depth analysis of research papers and their citations in the fields of natural sciences, social sciences, and humanities.

Speaking of which, it is actually also considered a kind of Nobel Prize indicator.

However, the Citation Laureate award is the only award that uses quantitative data to analyze and predict Nobel Prize winners, and it has a very high success rate.

By then, this coastal city on the East Sea, adjacent to the Baltic Sea, will attract the attention of people all over the world.

"Franz-Ulrich Hartl from the Max Planck Institute of Biochemistry and Arthur Horwich, a professor at the Yale School of Medicine, received the 2011 Lasker Basic Medical Research Award for their research achievements."

Olov, who was in an embarrassing situation, seemed to have found a direction for a comeback when he heard this sentence.

Usually, only members of the royal family receive such treatment.

Furthermore, I don't think anyone would come here just to taste the food.

At this moment, the King of Dianrui officially declares the banquet to begin.

"Let's raise our glasses for the first toast, and pay sincere tribute to the great scientific pioneer, Nobel."

The banquet is coming to an end amidst the clinking of glasses and conversation.

Next up is the ball to be held in the golden hall.

However, this thing really has put him in a difficult situation.

Many journalists are chasing after the Nobel Prize winners who are about to leave.

Lu Shi Xian has the most controversial and attention-grabbing topics.

So he was quickly stopped by media reporters carrying equipment.

After going through a day of ceremony, Lu Shixian only wants to return to the hotel to rest and has no desire to accept interviews.

Among them, the record for the auction of the Nobel Prize medal was created in 2014, with a transaction price of 4.76 million Swedish kronor.

At that time, the "father of DNA," Watson, sold his medal.

In 1962, he along with Crick and Wilkins jointly received the Nobel Prize in Medicine for their discovery of the double helix structure of DNA.

Unfortunately, in 2013, the medal belonging to Krick was also auctioned off and sold for 2.27 million RMB.

Interestingly, the wealthy individual who originally purchased the Watson Medal ultimately dramatically returned it to Watson.

Second, the construction of the laboratory itself requires huge expenses, and acquiring land in the mountainous area can help them save a large amount of financial resources.
